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ARTICLE Ix

The Governinent of the Republic of Indonesia shall, in accordance

with its regulations, exempt f ran, or bear the cost of, customns

duties, Value Added Tax and sales tax for Luxury Goods in respect

of one locally assembled mnotor vehicle purchased for his/her

personal use provided that:

(a) the Canadian personnel is assigned in Indonesia for at least

twelve (12) months consecutively;

(b) such notor vehicle ie purchased locally within the period of

six (6) months from the date of his/her f irst arrival in the

Republic of Indonesia; and

(c) upon the completion of his/her assigninent, the motor vehicle

may be disposed of in Indonesia either to a person who has

the saine privileges or to the agent authorized by the

Government of the Republic of Indonesia.

In the event of f ire, theft, damage or destruction, the

exemptions under this Article nay be re-exercised provided the

renaining assignmnent of the Canadian personnel is for at least

eight (8) mnonths.

ARTICLE X

The Governmnent of the Republic of Indonesia shaîl upon request

inforni Canadian f irins and Canadian personnel of local laws and

regulations which unay concern then in the performance of their

duties. The Government of the Republic of Indonesia shaîl notify

the Governhnent of canada of any changes in its laws and

regulations and shaîl inforn the Governinent of Canada of the

application of such changes. If the Governmnent of Canada

considers the application of such changes unacceptable, the

Governiment of Canada and the Governinent of the Republic 0f

Indonesia shaîl consult to find any mutually acceptable solution

concerning the mnatter. Any solution reached by the Governinent of

Canada and the Governinent of the Republic of Indonesia with

respect to the application of such changes to this Agreement

shaîl be set out in an exchange of letters which shaîl forni part

of this Agreement.
