
LONG TERE WBEAT AGREEMEN NETWEEN TUE GOVERNMENT 0F CANAIAND THE QOVERNMENT 0F THE DEMOCRATIC AND POPULAR REPUE!.

The Government of Canada and the Government of the Demnocratic aiPopular Republic of Algerîa, desiraus of iostering dloser trade and economrelations between the two, countries, have agreed as follows regarding a loiterin wheat agreement.

ARTICLE I
Algeria shall buy through the "Office algérien înterprolessîonnOl dgcéréales" and Canada shall supply through the Canadian WheatM~oar,between a minimum af 500,000 mnetric tons and a maximum af 675,000 metr.tons of Canadian durham wheat, five per cent more or lesa for shipment froiCanadian ports during the tenure af the agreement li the iollow»r

quantities:
between a minimum of 125,000 metric tons and a maximum Of 150,0<metric tons li the period August 1, 1976 ta, July 31, 1977,
between a minimum af 200,000 metric tons and a maximum of 225,0]metric tans in the periad August 1, 1977 ta July 31, 1978,
between a minimum ai 175,000 metric tons and a maximum of 300,00
metric tons xi the periad August 1, 1978 ta July 31, 1979.
These quantities may be plus or minus five per cent at the option of thi"Office algérien iterprafessionnel des céréales".

ARTICLE II
Under this Agreement, the «Office algérien interprofessionnel deýcéréales" and the Canadian Wheat Board shall conclude a master contrac'which wlll serve as a basis for sales contracts in respect of each transactionThe type and grades af wheat, delivery terms, prices and other conimerciiconditions shahl be negotiated and agreed according ta the said sales contractebetween the two parties.

ARTICLE III
Quantities af Canadian durham wlieat which may be purchasedansupplied li excesa of the maximum amaounts provided for i Article I shallbsubject ta separate negotiations between the two parties on the basis ofthbuyer's requirements and the seller's suoDIv 13osition.
