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(e) A vessel when flot engaged in fishing shall fot exhibit the.lights or shapes
prescribed in this Rule, but only those prescribed for a vessel of her length.

Rule 27

Vessels flot under Command or Restricted in
their Ability to Manoeuvre

(a) A vessel flot under command shall exhibit:
(i) two ail-round red lights in a vertical line where they can best be seen;

(ià) two balîs or similar shapes in a vertical line where they can best be seen;
(iii) when making way through the water, in addition to the lights prescribed

in this paragraph, sidelights and a sternlight.
(b) A vessel restricted in her ability to manoeuvre, except a vessel engaged in

minesweeping operations, shall exhibit:
(i) three ail-round lights in a vertical line where they can best be seen. The

highest and Iowest of these lights shall be red and the middle light shall be
white;

(ài) three shapes in a vertical line where they can best be seen. The highest and
lowest of these shapes shall be balls and the middle one a diamond;

(iii) when making way through the water, masthead lights, sidelights and a
sternlight, in addition to the lights prescribed in subparagraph (i);

(iv) when at anchor, in addition to the lights or shapesý prescribed in sub-
paragraphs (i) and (ii), the light, lights or shape prescribed in Rule 30.

(c) A vessel engaged in a towing operation such as renders her unable to deviate
from her course shall, addition to the lights or shapes prescribed in sub-
paragraphs (b)(i) and (ià) of thîs Rule, exhibit the lights or shape prescribed in'
Rule 24(a).

(d) A vessel engaged in dredging or underwater operations, when restricted in her
ability to manoeuvre, shall exhibit the lights and shapes prescribed in
paragraph (b) of this Rule and shahl in addition, when an obstruction exists,
exhibit:

(i) two aIl-round red lights or two bails in a vertical line to indicate the side
on which the obstruction exists;

(ài) two, ail-round green lights or two diamonds in a vertical line to indicate
the side on which another vessel may pass;

(iii) when making way through the water, in addition to the lights prescribed
in this paragraph, masthead Iights, sidelights and a sternlight;

(iv) a vessel to which this paragraph appfies when at anchor shall exhibit the
lights or shapes prescribed in sub-paragraphs (î) and (ii) instead of the
lights or shape prescribed in Rule 30.

(e) Whenever the size of a vessel engaged in diving operations makes i
impracticable to exhibit the shapes prescribed in paragraph (d) of this Rule,a
rigid rephica of the International Code flag "A" not hess than 1 metre in height
shahl be exhibited. Measures shall be taken to ensure ail-round vîsibility.
