RULING BY MR. SPEAKER

Mr. SPEAKER: Although I wouid like to hear the Government House
Leader, and SO, would honourable Members I arn sure, I really do not think
we should do so at this time. I have given serjous thought to the motion pro-
posed by the honourable Member for Winnipeg South Centre (Mr. Churchill)
and I think I owe it to him to mention that he was thoughtful enough to give
me advance notice of it before 2.30 p.m. which gave me an opportunity to con-
suit the authorities and to satisfy myseif that the motion cannot be accepted
on a number of grounds.

It is admitted that this is a type of motion that cannot be made at this
time by virtue of the Standing Orders unless prior notice is given. I refer
honourable Members to citation 10 of Beauchesne which. reads as follows:
