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The Bill was then read the second time.

The Honourable Senator Hayden moved, seconded by the Honourable
Senator Bouffard, that the Bill be referred to the Standing Committee on Trans-
port and Communications.

The question being put on the motion, it was—
Resolved in the affirmative.

The Order of the Day being called for second reading of the Bill S-10, in-
tituled: “An Act to provide for the Establishment of Harbour Commissions”,

It was—
Ordered, That it be postponed until tomorrow.

The Order of the Day being called for second reading of the Bill S-7, in-
tituled: “An Act to amend the Canada Shipping Act”,

Ordered, That it be postponed until tomorrow.

The Order of the Day being called for second reading of the Bill S-4, in-
tituled: “An Act respecting the International bridge over the St. Clair River
known as the Blue Water Bridge”’,

It was—
Ordered, That it be postponed until tomorrow.

The Honourable Senator Connolly, P.C., moved, seconded by the Honour-
able Senator Lambert—
That the Senate do now adjourn.
