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(2) Notwithstanding the provisions
of section (1) of this standing order,
the House shall meet at 11.00 o’clock
a.m. on any day or days appointed for
the consideration of the order for resum-
ing debate on the motion for an Address
in reply to His Excellency’s speech and
on any amendment proposed thereto,
except Wednesdays and the first day so
appointed when the House shall meet
at 2.30 o’clock p.m.

(3) If at the time of meeting there be
not a quorum, Mr, Speaker may take
the Chair and adjourn the House until
the next sitting day.

3. (1) The presence of at least
twenty members of the House, includ-
ing Mr. Speaker, shall be necessary to
constitute g meeting of the House for
the exercise of itg powers.

(2) Whenever Mr. Speaker adjourns
the House for want of a quorum, the
time of the adjournment, and the names
of the members then present, shall be
inserted in the Journal
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
