this western coast, enjoying a climate in many
respects superior to any other in the Pacific, pos-
sessed as it must be by the Anglo-Norman race,
and having none to enter into rivalry with it but
the indolent inbabitants of warm climates, is evi-
dently destined to fill a large space in the world’s
future history.”
