Anxious Farmers in Neighbarhood of
Ingersoll Seem to Have Cause
for Worry.

{ THEY SIGNED THE LITTLE PAPER

For Man Who Was Purchasing
Cattle—When Will They
See It Again?

Ingersoll, Nov. 21. — On Thursday,
several farmers came to town, bring-
ing with them thorobred bulls, which
they said they had sold to & stranger
over a wéek ago, to be shipped to the
[Stwteo. Thursday was set as “delivery
day by the “purchager,” but altho
the farmers waited until nearly dark
for that individual to put in an ap~-
pearance, he did not do so, and they
returned home, taking their animals

with them.

Inquiries were made at the stations,
but they were informed that no ar
rangements had been made for the
shipment of their cattle. This fact,
coupled with the non-a;ppearance.ot
the “purchaser,” set them to thinking
tat they had probably been victims of
a sharper's game, for, at the time, the
stranger drove the bargains yvit_h them
they were asked to subscribe their
rames to a slip of paper, which, they

necessary in order that the cattle be
admitted duty free into the States.
This they did, and now they believe
that they have been victimized.
The farmers are algo afraid that, if
they have been ‘“‘stuck,” the amounts
are large. If the papers signed are
really notes, the stranger had am-;"le
time to -dispose of them, and put dis-
tance between him and the scene of
his operations.
The stranger is said to have been
a man close on 50 years of age, and
| did not look unlike one accusfomed to
dealing in cattle. He was “all busi-
ness,” and was looking for nothing but
thorobred stock, and was willing to
pay prices accordingly. He arrived in
Ingersoll, so far as can be learned, a
| week ago last Sunday evening, He re-
