Richards was arrested some
months ago on a charge of smuggling
Chinamen into the United States, but
the men smuggled in were released by
Commissioner Davison and the charge
against Richards fell down.

The specific charge against Richards
is that he and Rev. Henry Keenig
brought three Chinamen over on the
night of June 4. He was arraigned be-
fore Commissioner Davison this morn-
ing and his examination set for next
Tuesday. Father Keenig is a Catholic
priest, who had a charge at Adrian ‘or
17 years, and who has been living with
his brothers in Detroit. He has no
parish. His brothers say he has not
been just right in his mipd for some
time.

Father Keenig has been in the fanit
of roaming late nights on the river,
and on the night of June 4 in his boat
