T \ “I was in charge of our gun the first 
week and we blew up a German field 
kitchen at twelve noon, Friday, March 8. 
On the seventh the Germans dropped 
shells on a billet 100 yards on our right 
and the Soldiers had to beat it to safety. 
On the 11th, I watched Germans shell 
one of our aeroplanes. Couldn’t hit it, 
though.

“On the 14th I was promoted to cor­
poral. I went to the horse lines and the 
rats used to run over us as we slept in 
the barn.
