WREATH ON MEMORIAL

BERLIN; June 30 — Bedlam broke
loose in the Reichstag today whea
Chancellor Marx defended President
Von Hindenburg ‘against Socialist at-
tacks for his recent pronouncement
against confiscation of the former
ruler’s property. Fist fights threateged
between the deputies of the Right and
Left parties. The Socialist criticism
was voiced by former Chancellor Her-
mann Mueller, who charged the Presi-
dent with violating the constitution
in abandoning the non partisan attitude
prescribed for the chief executive,
President Von Hindenburg in a pub-
liched letter to Count Frederick Von
Loebell, monarchist leader, said seizure
of the property of the former kaiser
and the members of his family, and
of other German rulers would be “an
attack on the constitutional founda-

tions of the state and a violation of the
fundamental laws of morals and jus-
tice.”

TELLS WHAT NEWS IS

Says it is “‘Symthetic Food” to
Satisfy a Great Human
Hunger

CHICAGO, May 10—News was de-
scribed as “synthetic food, delivered
for the purpose of satisfying a great
human hunger,” in an address by
Henry Justin Smith, managing editor
of the Chicago Daily News, before the
Illinois Federation of Women’s Clubs.

This definition was one of 10 he said
he had composed for his own guidance.
Some of the others were:

“News is a revelation of things
which a few people know about, made
for the benefit of millions who would
not otherwise know about those things.

“News is an unrhetorical essay on
life. It is poetry without form and
art without artistic intention.

“News is a record of the good and
the bad, but hardly ever of the indif-
ferent.

“News is an implement wielded by
a profession which is no respecter of
persons, but tries to be a respecter of
human conventions, according to the
standards of a given time.”

SEALS BROKEN

Some of Those Taking Tests
Fail to Show Up This
Morning

ON

FREDERICTON, June 30 —Owing
to theft of examination papers
Tuesday night, the entire set of ex-
aminations for teaching licenses con-
ducted by the Department of Educa-
tion at the Fredericton examining sta-
tion has been put over one day, the
papers written Tuesday being the only
papers allowed to stand, The papers
scheduled for Wednesday are being
rewritten today, and the new schedule
will not be completed until Saturday
afternoon.
New papers have been set by ex-
aminers to take the place of those
which were taken.

TESTS CANCELLED

Wednesday night when the candi-
dates for the various classes appeared
to be examined in Greek, French and
drawing, they were surprised to be
addressed by Dr. W. S. Carter, chief
superintendent of education and be told

that the night’s papers were cancelled
and that all papers written Wednesday
would ‘haye:to bé rewritten owing to

1the tampering. with Jthe. éxamination

papers.

Many candidates did not have to
write papers last night and although
steps were taken to notify them some
failed to get the word. Some appeared
this morning late, having heard today
of the new arrangement.

SOME MISSING

When the new papers were given out
this morning it was noticed that some
candidates who had written on Tues-
day and who had heard the announce-
ment of Dr. Carter Tuesday night did
not appear to write the papers. The
fact may be significant.

Locks and seals failed to protect the.
examination papers in the preparation
and printing of which extreme care is
taken. R. B. Wallace of the education
department office staff, is supervisor at
the Fredericton examining station, the
largest in the province. Members of the
Normal school staff assist him. The ex-
aminations are written in the Normal
School building, 862 candidates being
ready for examination for Grammar
school, Superior, Class 1 and Class 2
teaching licenses.

WELL PROTECTED

The examination papers were kept in
a room opposite the assembly hall
where the majority of candidates
write. The door was locked and the
papers were in a sirong chest locked
by two yale padlocks.

Wednesday morning when issuing the
examination papers for the morning,
Mr. Wallace noticed that the sealed
envelopes containing the papers were
not in the box in the order in which
he had placed them there. This showed
that three locks on doot and chest
had been unlocked in an attempt to get
at the papers.

After conference with his assistants
Mr. Wallace decided that although the
chest had been opened, the envelopes
had not been tampered with as the
wax seals were all intact. For thit
reason the examination proceeded on
Wednesday.

CLEVER WORK.

Tater in the day an examination of
some of the envelopes showed that the
seals had been cut around and a rigid
examination of the others showed that
all had been opened in the same way,
but so carefully that the flaps had
been reclosed in a manner that prac-
tically defied suspicion. The en-
velopes contained the examination
papers for the balance of the week.
The cutting of the envelopes around
the seals must have taken hours to
accomplish and the guilty persons, for
more than one is believed involved,
must have laid careful plans to ac-
complish the theft.

The change in the program of exam-
inations will make it necessary for
many candidates to remain in Fred-
ericton over the week-end instead of
getting away Saturday.

ORDERING SHIPS

Railway Head Told Bad Im-
pression Created by Grand
Trunk Affair

LONDON, June 30 — E, W. Beatty,

president of the Canadian Pacific
Railway, is conducting a vigorous cam-
paign among British industrialists and
financiers to secure greater investment
of British capital in Canada not only
for the benefit of Canada but also for
Great Birtain, as an increase of this
nature is.vitally necessary in order to
meet the growing invasion of Ameri-
can capital '

President Beatty is in England prim-
arily to place orders for the construc-
tion of two new passenger liners of
17,500 tons each, and five cargo vessels
of 10,500 tonnage, involving a total ex-
penditure of $15,000,000.

All who have met him during his
negotiatons in . this connection have
been impressed by his advice that Brit-
ish capital wouid find an extending
field in the Dominion.

Interviewed today, Mr. Beatty said,
“Canadian -industrial development is
leaning very heavily at present upon
American financial interests because
Great Britain, .owing to her own econ-

omic problems; has been unable to take
advantage of the opportunities offered
here. The position is now improved,
and with the pound once more at par-
ity we in Canada are hopeful that the
close pre-war financial association be-
tween Canada and the Netherlands will
be speedily restored.”

British financiers say they are anxi-
ous to invest more capital in Canada,
but it is difficult’ to persuade those
with money to invest overseas to fol-
low their ‘advice because of the unfav-
orable impression still lingering after
the Grand Trunk affair.

IMPORTED PAPER
DUTIES IMPOSED

Press)—By a vote of 186 to 92, the
House of Commons last evening finally
approved the -imposition of duties on
imported wrapping and packing pa-
per. The duty is of 162-3 per cent.
An amendment to reduce the period
of the duty from five to one year was
rejected by 239 votes to 140.

The duties were first recommended
by the Board of Trade Committee un-
der the Safeguarding of Industries Act,
to the extent of 17', per cent. valorem.
The imposition was not taken up at
the last session. Taking the imperial
preference of 39 1-10 per cent. for grant-
ed, the new duties should be of ad-
vantage to Canadian paper manufac-
turers, who compete with Scandinavian
and United States manufacturers in
the supply of wrapping and packing
paper to Britain, in addition, of course,
to the domestic product.
