240 CASES ALCOHOL
SEIZED AT MONCTON

Brought to City—Was Billed as
Oysters, Bustouche to
Montreal

A refrigertor car loaded with 240
cases of alcohol billed as oysters was
selzed yesterday afternoon in the
Moncton railway yards by Collector of
Customs and Excise Joseph Girouard
of Moncton and several of his officers.
