A STIFF BATTLE

Firemen Aid Police and There
Is Serious Time in Pitts-
burg.

Pittsburg, Oct. 5—Police reserves as-
sisted by city firemen, were called upon
to resist a mob of about 1,000 which
stormed a police station in the Hill
district here last night, in an effort to
release four prisoners who had been ar-
rested during a clash between a cowd
of white men and negroes.

The authorities say that the trouble
started near the police station, when a
white man bumped into a negress. Her
escort struck the white man they said

A few policemen rushed into the mob
and arrested two negroes and two white
men. They took the prisoners to the
station house, but the mob followed and
tried to release the men.
