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NEW OCCUPATION 
FOR BUND GIRLS WAS ARRESTED

AS A BURGLAR
Caught by Police When He En­

tered His Own House by Win­
dow—Spent Night in Cells

Successful as Telephone'Oper­
ators

KEEN HEARING HELPS 18—ArrestedDresden, Saxony, Sept, 
for climbing through his own window 
at night and for stealing his own watch 
and wallet of money, being locked up 
till morning in a German police station 
was the experience of Grand Duke Ga­
briel Constantinovitch a short time ago. 
All Dresden is laughing at the story.

It appears that the grand duke, who, 
when traveling for his own pleasure, 
never has with him more than one ad­
jutant, was supping at a restaurant in 
the town when he met some ladies 
whom he found so entertaining that he 
asked them to go for a motor drive. The 
ladies accepted. He then discovered that 
he was without money, his adjutant be­
ing in like condition. Indeed, his com­
panion was worse off, for the 
supper of which the two had partaken 
had been so generous that the adjutant 
declared he could never And his way 
home to get money.

The grand duke ofccided he must go 
himself. Arriving at the- door of the 
house he had taken as a temporary resi­
dence, he discovered he was without a 
latch-key. Being an athlete, this troubled 
him little, and, springing lightly upon 
the windo^ ledge, he clambered into 
the house, secured money, a revolver, 
and his latch-key, and nimbly leaped out 
onto the street again. There he found 
himself in the hands of a stalwart po­
lice officer.

“Now, I’ve caught you red-handed,” 
exclaimed the burly officer in triumph.

In vain the grand duke protested that 
the house was his, and the property in 
his hands belonged to him. The police­
man would not listen to explanations, 
but hauled him off to the police station, 
where his money, revolver and watch 
were taken from him as evidence of his 
guilt. Furthermore, the patrolman swore 
he recognized in the grand ducal fea­
tures the face of a dangerous burglar 
wanted by the police. The grand duke 
spent the night in jail.

Next morning a superior officer, pos­
sessing superior " intelligence, identified 
Constantinovitch, and in a terrible state 
of tremor the police hastened to apolo­
gize.

So Far Work Limited to Private 
Exchanges — Seeking Simpler 
Board For Bliid Operators

Baltimore, Sept. 18—The blind tele­
phone girl has come to stay. An excep­
tional girl two years ago passed the 
Severe tests of the work and has since 
then been a conspicuous example of what 
the blind, when gifted in other ways, 
may do, but now a Maryland School for 
the Blind has turned out five other well- 
trained girls, and the managers believe 
that they will be able to. open this field 
of work to many other girls. These six 
pioneers, who are leading the way for 
other blind girls of the future, are work­
ing with the regulation switchboards, 
but efforts are being made to evolve a 
new kind of board which will greatly 
simplify the training of the girls and in­
crease their efficiency.

The most difficult board now run by 
blind girls is that at the Central Young 
Men’s Christian Association. The Young 
Men’s Christian Association is a club, 
an hotel and a clearing house for many 
lines of religious, social and athletic ac­
tivities. Just as an hotel, it has about 
200 rooms. The building has here and 
there eight pay stations besides many 
house telephones.

A member of the association is apt to 
be in any one of a score or more parts 
of the building when he is asked for 
over the telephone. But wherever he is 
the blind girl will find him, if switching 
and asking and “searching” can locate 
him. What makes this position difficult 
is the fact there are not separate phones 
in every room, but only annunciators by 
which a bell m a room may be rung, 
summoning the roomer to the nearest 
telephone on his floor.
Succeeded in Asylum

The girls who have had seven weeks’ 
test here and have given satisfaction are 
Misses Mary Waters and Elizabeth 
Lynch. The first blind girl operator was 
Miss Elsie Sonderman at the Sheppard- 
Pratt asylum. She has been there two 
years, and now has other duties besides 
handling the exchange. She directs vis­
itors to the rooms they seek, and has in 
her mind, ready for immediate reference, 
a complete map of the whole institution. 
She took the position after the institu­
tion had got satisfactory service from 
other girls. Her work has been superior 
to that of any other girl who ever held 
the position.

At the Maryland Workshop for the 
Blind there are two girls who can and 
do operate the switchboard. They are 
Miss Louise Haskey and Miss Golds 
Rosenthal. James Walker, a teacher at 
the workshop for the blind, trained all 
these girls except Miss Sonderman, who 
got her instruction from an employe of 
the telephone company who took an in­
terest in her desire to learn thq,. work. 
Mr. Walker himself is proficient at the 
switchboard, and is trying to invent 
some better board for the use of blind 
operators. He knows of a case of a 
blind girl in New York State who oper-, 
•ates a telephone exchange.
Keen at Detecting

With the present switchboards the 
girls by the keenness of their ears are 
almost able to detect at once over -which 
wire the call may come by the falling of 
the little drop. They always sli^* their 
fingers along the board to locate the 
drop to be sure they have the right one. 
They plug the trunk wires in the right 
holes by a fine acquired sense of loca­
tion, although with this they can always 
make sure of it by the quick use of their 
fingers.

The blind operators keep at hand all 
the time their stylus and slate for taking 
down notes. The reports on long-dis­
tance calls are later read off to some per­
son to transcribe on the regular blanks.
