“THE CITY COUNCIL.

Various Matters Relating to City
\ Streets, Sewers and Drains
Discussed.

Reception of the Governor General
—The Procedure By-Law
Passed.

Ald. Styles wae the first to present
himself in ithe council chamber for last
evening’s meeting, and he was soon ‘f-ol-
lowed by the mayor, Ald. Baker, Leding-
ham, Humphreys, Dwyer and Munn.

J. G. Elliott wrote forwarding a reso-
Jution passed at the last annual meetng
of the board of fire undenwriters with
reference to the increase of the fire im-
gurance ‘rates. 'The resolution was @s
follows:

“That on and after the first of Novem-
ber next, the rates in the city of Vic
toria be increased tem per cemit. on Dres-
ent rates, and remain so uatil such time
as the tax of $300 on fire insurance com-
panies be reduced to $150 per amnum.

Referred to finance committee. ;

B. Crow Baker addressed the council
to the effect that city employees ha;d
beem utilizing the telephome company's
poles for city electric lightting purposes.

Referred to electric light committee.

Mr. McGuigan, city cerk of Vancou-
ver, wrote commending the council on
their action with reference o the owner-
ship and maintenance of the l‘a'l_aaretto.

Harrison & Mortby 'wrote asking for
eettlement of ‘their account re MecClure
gtreet sewer. Laid on ‘the table for
funtheér consideration.

The city engineer reported on the cost
of several drains projected on various
streets.

Building Imspector Northicott drew at-
tention to the fact that the city hall was
one of the buildings not in conformity
with the Fire Escape Act. 'The matter
was referred fto the finance and city hall
committees.

Several reports were mreceived and
adogted, from the finance committee, ag-
gregating $4000 odd.

Mur. Dowler reported since the last reg-
ular meeting the following - communica-
tions had been received and referred to
the respective committees mentioned:

Streets—W. Rockett and 15 others,
cailling attention to ‘the unfinished state
of upper end of Johmson street, from
George street to the ‘boundary of Amor
Decosmios’ propemty, and requesting that
the same be graded and a sidewalk laid
.thereon.

George ‘Calder 'and 18 others, request-
ing that a six foot sidewalk be laid on
the west side of San Juan avenue from
Niagara street to Dallas road.

Henry R. Sellick and 16 othens, Te-
questing that a mew bridge be comstruct-
ed across a ditch ‘on Belton street, Burn-
side road, and suggesting that the timber
from ‘the old bridge there be used in
erecting the mew one.

Sewerage—Wm. A. Franklin, request-
ing the removal of iclay, which was taken
up in ‘the construction of sewers be re-
moved from the front of his premises,
175 Superior street, James Bay.

Thomas Potter, calling attenition to the

necessity for a dirain to carry off the sur-

face water, rumning down Chambers
stree} to the corner of Queen’s avenue.

Pound—James Fairall, suggesting that
a corral be eredted in Viictoria West, and
stating that ‘he would be unable to at-
tend the meeting of the pound commit-
tee as requested.

Requisitions duly certified, from the
school board, amounting to $3500, were
honored.

The pound committee reported that, in
the matter of the change laid against
Poundkeeper Shaw, the committee did
not ' think Mr. Shaw hiad depanted from
the by-law.

This closed the formal business of the
meeting.

His worship referred to the' meeting
held in the council chamber yesterday af-
ternoon with. reference fto the reception
of tthe governmor-gemeral. The idea of
thiat meeting was that the coumcil should
vote a sum of money sufficient to proper
ly receive his excellency in keeping with
hiis rank and position. Tt was mot in-
tended to go into any excessive or un-
. necessary cost, but to give Lord and
Lady Aberdeen a proper Teception.

The matter was left in' the hands of
the mayor and finance committee to ar-
range.

Ald.. Munn mentioned that he had re-
ceived a letten from an architect ask-
ing :why the premiums for the causeway
plans had mot been paid.

His worship said the omly hitch now
was that the finance committee woulkd
have to talk over the matter of- which
the momney was to come from to pay
‘these premiums.

Affter some little discussion the matter
:was'stil‘l left with the finance commit-
ee.

Ald. Ledingham asked, in reference to
day work on the sewers, why should not
the spperinvtendent be placed In the same
position with regard to authority over
his men as w contraector has, both in the
matter of the number of hours work a
day and engaging and discharging men.
~_Some of the aldermen wwere of opinion
‘ that mine hours a. day should comstitute
a day’s labor. . A wresdlution’was put
and carried drawing the attention 6f the
sewer commissioners to ithe fact that the
wishes of the coumcil were in favor of
a working day of mine houms, and also
recommending that the superintendent
have the power of fixing the daily rate
of wages. . ,
The oouncil then resolved itself into
committee of the whole to wconsider the
procedure bydllaw, which was dealt with
by clauses, and was passed, with the ex-
ception of a few clauses léft over for
amendment on further comsideration. ’
Ald. ;an suggested the advisability
of holding meetings once g fortnight in-
stead of once a week as now. He thought
there were many minor questions at pre-
sent referred to the council which could
be dealt with by committee. Such an
arrangement would be productive of a
saving in more senses ‘than one.

A mumber of the aldermen were of

opinion that such a scheme would not

work satisfactorily, inasmuch as ‘there
were constantly important matters com-
ing up for consideration, and which of-
ten required immediate @attention, but
were of too important a mature "to be
dealt with by a committee.

The remaining clauses left for amend-
-mentt were then considered and passed,
and ‘the committee rose, reported the by-
law complete with amendments, when
the report was adopted and the bydaw

BRITISH COLUMBIA COAL

Sound Papers Object to the Use of Our
Coal for the U< 8. Nawy.

A special dispatch from Port Town-
send to the Seattle Postdntelligencer,
says: ‘“The mavy department persiste in
discriminating against the Washington
coal mines and in the interest of the
British Columbia collieries. = The ship
Highland Light has been engaged by the
government to take 300 toms from Co-
mox and 1700 tons of coal from the De-
parture Bay mines to Honolulu fer ‘the
use of the United States naval vessel:.
The lowest amount of wages paid to la-
borers ‘to get 2000 tons of coal from the
mine to tide water for shipment, as es-
timated by numerous experts, is $3.15 a
ton. 'That means that over $6000 is
virtnally -taken away from the coal min-
ers of the State of Washington by the
United States government and ig given
to. the cheap labor classes of British Co-
lumbia, which includes a large number
of Japs and Chinese, iwho work for wa-
ges that are 15 per cent. lower than is
paid in the Puget Sound collieries.

W. B. Dunning, past assistant engin-
eer, United States navy, was sent morth
by Secretary of the Navy Herbert to
negotiate for several thousand tons of
coal to be shipped to Honolulu and Mare
Island for naval purposes. For the
Behring Sea naval fleet alone the United
States paid the owners of the Comox
mine $100,000 for coal. The consump-
tion of British 'Columbia coal at the
Mare Island navy yand inereased that
sum to $600,000. Had an American
policy been pursued, of 'that sum fully
$40,000 would have been expended
among the miners of the State of Wash-
ington.”

BOTH WERE UNCONSCIOUS,

Mr. and Mrs. William Knox Found in an
Insensible Condition at Their Home
Mr. William Knox, who keeps a tea store
on Government street and resides on Colli-
son street, did not attend at his place of
business yesterday morning, so one of his
business neighbors, Mr. Fawcett, became
uneasy and went to Mr. Knox’s residence
to see if arything was wrong. He found
‘the house looked up, but listening at the
door, heard groans, He immediately in-
formed the police, and at 2:30 'yesterday
afternoon, in company with Officer Carson,
paid a second visit to the house. The offic-
er forced open omne of the windows, when
he found Mrs. Knox lying on the bed and
Mr. Knox on the floor, both in amw uncon-
scious condition. ‘Mrs. Knox was foaming
at the .mouth’ and, the officer thinking the
couple had been poisoned in some way, sent
for a doctor. Doctors Duncan and Watt
responded and by administering restora-
tives soon soon brought the couple back
to consciousness. Mr. Knox recovered com-
pletely, but it was found necessary to re-
‘move Mrs. Knox to the hospital, where she

now is. ’

The case turned out to be a very pecu-
liar. one. The theocory of the officer that
poison. had been accidegtally taken was
wrong. Mr. Knox states that during the
night his wife took a fit, and while he was
attending to her, he was also attacked by
dizziness, which caused him to become un-
conscious.

FOUR CHILDREN BURNED.

Terrible Result of a Fire in a Clergy-
man’s Residence.

Nyack, N. Y., Oct. 22.—The residence
of Rev. Ross Taylor, Bishop of Africa,
was burned shortly after four o’clock this
morning. Mrs. Taylor awakened to find
the lower portion of the house in fames.
She aroused her husband, and they, with
two of their children, succeeded in reach-
ing the ground in safety. Four other
children belonging to the couple were
burned to dedth in their beds. Three
men employed in the finishing house,
which was' & new one, and who slept on
the third floor, had to jump for. their
lives.. All were badly injured. The
four’ children were Arthur, Harriet, Ada
and Schultz, whose ages ranged from five
to eleven years. Stewart, the eldest, and
William, a younger brother, ‘- escaped.
The cause of the fire is not known. 'The
funeral of the four victims was held at
St. Paul’'s Methodist Episcopal church
this morning. The four bodies were
placed in one casket. Rev. Ross Taylor,
the bereaved father, was present, ard
made some touching remarks. He zaid
tye last act of the children before retir-
ing was to prey. The interment tovk
place at the Nyack rural cemetery.

RECEIVED SAILING ORDERS.

H. M. 8. Champion Wili Probably Go to
Peru. to Protect Britishers.

Orders were this monﬁihg received
from the admiralty for 'H. M. 8. Cham-

pion to prepare for sea immediately.
She is taking on provisions for 40 days.
It is thought that she will be sent to
Peru where a revolution has been brew-
ing for some time with occasional out-
breaks. In all probability the admiral-
ty has been advised that a’ more serious
outbreak is expected and bhave conse-
quentlly thought it advisable to send the
Champion there to protect British inter-
ests. The Champion.was to have gone
to Vancouver with the ‘Pheasant’s old
crew. . The Royal iArthur will now exe-
cute this commission. 'The canpenters
who have been at work on the Cham-
pion have been recalled.

John Trudeau, aged 22, was compelled in
the police court at Montreal to marry Miss
S. Pinkey, aged 20, whom he had seduced
in July last.

UNDEVELOPED B.  FISHERIES

An Opportunity for Victoria to
Become - the Gloucester
of the Pacific.

Suggestions for the Handling and
Marketing of the Differ-
ent Fish.

The fisheries will always be one of the
chief sources of wealth to British Colum-
bia, and at no very distant day promise
to assume ‘an importance at present un-
dreamed of. Up to ‘the present time
operations have been strictly comfined to
the salmon ‘indugtry, but there are many
other varieties of fish in great abumd-
ance which only meed placing upon the
markets of the middle and Atlantic
States to return large profits to the skip-
per. We have, besides salmon, halibut,
smelt, cod, sturgeon, herring and sar-
dines, all excellent food fish, and halibut
and smelt are in great demand in the
cities' of 'the '‘States and fetch capital
prices. It is, therefore, the duty of
all who are interested in the progress
and prosperity of Victoria to examine
this supremely important subject of de-
veloping the fisheries with a view of ul-
timately making Victoria the Gloucester
of the Pacific. . -

It may, perhaps, be-of interest to your
readers to take each variety seéparately
and describe, as mear as T can, the meth-
ods employed in 'the east in catching and
shipping the fish; and also afford what
information I 'can regarding prices and
profits.

SALMON.

I need mot, of coumse, mention any-
thing in connection with the = salmon
fishing excepting the fact ‘that large No.
1 salmon, that is twenty-five pound fish,
deanly split, with the blood thoroughly
pressed from the veins in the nape, and
packed in tierces, commanid good prices
in Mediterranean markets. All informa-
tion regarding demand and price may be
obtained from fthe British consuls at
Zante, Naples, Palermo, Mamseilles and
other ports.

HALIBUT.

The icontinued scarcity of halibut on
the Atlantic coast is forcing the eastern
fish dealers to look towards the Pacific
for supplies, and several enquiries have
been made with the object of opemning
up business. ‘Companies are forming in
both Vancouver and 'Westminster, with
a view of shipping halibut fresh on ice
to the eastern markets. Victoria, alone,
appears oblivious to the importamce of
the question. The fish are on the coast
in vast quantities. '"There are a wscore
of fishing smacks in the harmbor. The
United States will take all the halibut
we can ship them, therefore capital and
enterprise are all that are meeded 'to
commence operations. Gloucester, Mas-
sachusetts, is the great fishing port of
the A'lantic and has a fleet of mearly
seven hundred fishing schooners. About
120 of these are employed in the halibut
fishing firom the cape shore to the Ban-
querd. ‘The fish are, however, so scarce
that for the past few seasons the num-
ber of echooners going o Greenland and
Iceland after halibut’ have langely in-
creased. These catches are fletched and
salted for smoking purposes, ‘therefore
do mot affect the fresh halibut market.
The vessels employed in fresh halibut
fishing meet with varying success, one
of the greatest drawbacks being the diffi-
culty of obtaining herring for bait; and
sometimes for weeks at a time a dozen
of 'those magnificent clipper schooners
may be seen in the provincial harbors
waiting for herring. The arrangement§
between owmers and crews is always
upon the ‘lay” eystem, the ‘“quarter
lay”’ being the most popular. The own-
ers furnish the vessels and receive a
quarter of the ecatch, while the crews
furnish their own food and trawils, pay
a portion of the ice amd bait bill, and di-
vide the memaining three-quanmters catch
among themseelves. (A ftrip usually occu-
pies six to seven weeks, but most of the
time is frequently wasted searching for
bait, about twelve tons of ice and 16
to 20 barmrels of herring being the com-
mlement of 'the bait and ice for the trip.
Tce costs $2 per ton, bait(herring) $1
per hundred count. 'With any decent luck
a vessel will take 50,000 pounds and

' should she catch aifavorable market—

say Sec. to 10¢c.—the crew may share $150
to $200 each for the trip. But during
the short period that halibut are fairly
plentiful—April, May, June and July—
the price varies from 6c¢. to 8c., and fre-

.quently the catch of a schooner does not

exceed 15,000 pounds. During the re-
maining eight months of the year the
fish appear almost to leave the coast,
and the price runs up ‘to 17ec., 15¢., and
12¢. for “chicken,” “white” and ‘‘grey,”
respectively. 'These are fthe figures
quoted dirom the ~wholesale commission
men in Boston and New York at pres-
ent. Now there is mo Teason why @
company should mot take hold of the
thing here and commence shipping after
completing - arrangements east. 'I'he
fish could be purchased here for 2c¢. per
pound. Freightt in carload lots from
Victoria to Minneapolis and St. Paul
can be secured at 1 1-4 cents per pound;
Chicago, 1 1-2 cents; Boston, New York
and Philadelphia, 2 ‘cents. 'The fish
must be well iced and shipped in boxes
of five hundred pounds capacity. 'Lhere
is 2 clear 100 per cemt. profit to, be ob-
tained, besides the benefits it would con-
fer upon the city. The chief elements
of success are complete and perfect ar-
rangements east, so a8 to be independent
of any such rings as the Atlantic Hali-
but Company and ‘the Gloucester Fish
Company. In fact at the outset it
would be best ‘to comsign everything to
Chicago, where cold storage ican be had,
and ship from there to adjacent cities,
and later on forward to Boston and New
York direct from Viectoria. :Agents of
the company could be placed at different
points so as to be free from wall commis-
sion dealems. ‘For any single individual
to undertake the business would result
in failure, because he would be at the
complete mercy of the easterm consignee

or commission agent. To make it a

success ‘a strong company with say a
capital of $100,000, in shares of $5 each,

‘| —and with powerto incréase such capi-

tal—prudently managed by exXperienced
business men .would pay large dividends
besides distributing money and employ-
ing labor. Halibut is met the only fish
that it will pay to ship fresh.

SMBLITS.

From the present time up to the Ist
of Mareh number one smelts iwill feteh,
from 10€. to 12 1-2c¢. per pound in Chi-
cago and New York. Such smelts as 1
have seen exposed for sale in Victoria
wilk feteh 15¢. per pound. 'These fish,
however, must be frozen hard and pack-
ed . straight’ and clean in boxes of 50
pounds capacity. - There are three qual-
ities, xxx, xx and x; that is, eight inches
and upwards are xxXx, under eight inches
xx, under six inches x. Before the smelt
business could be ‘carried on the fish
would have to be frozem by artificial
means, thérefore, to be thoroughly inde-
pendent. and thoroughly equipped an ice-
plant refrigerator “ and cold storage
would have to be built. The smelt are
caught in the east through the ice_in bag
nets as they flow up and down the riv-
ers with the tide.! From two to six tons
are ttaken in one “haul. ' It is an import-
ant industry in New Brumswick, and
train loads are sent along to New York
daily during the season. Seines are
not permitted except in the Bay of Cha-
leur. The season for bag net fishing
opens: December 1 and loses February
15, but they may be hooked at any time.
Fishermen east sell -the fish, on the ice,
at 11-2¢c. to 2¢. per pound to the ship-
pers.

COD.

Beyond a local trade there does mot
appear to be much chance at present
in profitably exporting cod fresh. 1t
could, however, be salted and dried. It
could, also, be shreded, cut and boxed
and prepared in many ways and shipped
inland. - Hitherto the humidity of our
climate has prevented the dryimg of fish
in the open air; but the fish drying ap-
paratus invented by Mr., Thomas Whit-
man in Nova Scotia has removed all
obstacles to the drying of fish in amny
climate. Fish dried by this patent ma-
chinery has turned out better in Porto
Rico, Cuba and Demerara than fish
dried in the sum. 5

STURGEON.

Sometimes there would be a fair mar-
gin in shipping sturgeon east; but smok-
Ing it and shipping infand would be a
safer plan. >

SARDINES.

Put up in tins with mustard and toma-
toes, and handled in a similar way to
which they are handled in Eastport,
Maine, there appears no reason why the
market this side of Chicago could not
be -captured.

HERRING.

‘As a bait fish for the prosecution of the
hakibut fishery they are invaluable.
There are many other ways in 'whicl
they could be handled. Smoked round,
kippered, spiced and salted there is mno
doubt a market could be found for them.
Seines and traps could be empiloyed in
catching them. iy

Tt will therefore be seen that nearly
every branch of the fishing industry
could be developed by a joint stock com-
pany, and by placing the shares low
enough ‘to be within the reach of all,
the capital would be rapidly subscribed.
These few suggestions are thrown out
with the hope of seeing some move made
in Victoria.

STURDY IMMIGRANTS.

| The First Contingent of Norwegians for
Bella Coola.

If all future immigramts are of the
same desirable class as the fine healthy
lot of fellows who arrived in Viectoria
on Saturday, and who are at present
domiciled at the Dominion Hotel, the
province may safely congratulate itself
upon the selection. There are eighty-
three in the party and they are bound
for Bella Coola. During a conversation
with ‘the leaders this morning they ex-
pressed -themselves satisfied with the
terms and conditions of settlement and
spoke in high praise of the kind and
counteous treatment mreceived en Toute
The conditions oif settlement are as fol-
lows: A settlement must consist of not
less than thirty families, and each fam-
ily must have at least $300 in money.
The government 'will lease for a period
of five years 160 acres of land to each
family, rent free. Tf at the end of five
years improvements have been undertak-
en, amounting to $5 per acre each fam-
ily will receive a free crown grapt of
160 acres. The government also pledges
itself to comstruct a wagon road through
each settlement. The terms are of the
most liberal amd satisfactory character,
and the advantages which must uilti-
mately accrue Iito: the province will be
substantial. Recruiling settlers from the
Northwestern: States is an excellent
move, since families coming from Dako-
to, Minnesota and Wisconsin are very
much to be preferred to those coming
from Europe direct. They are already
inured to ‘the handships of climate ani
pioneer life, and are, therefore, exactly
the material needed to develop the re-
sources of Britishi Columbia. They are
farmers, lumbermen and fishermen.
therefore mio more desirable a locality
than the Bella Coola could have been se-
lected.  Should their mew home come
up to their expectations—and the Rev.
Mr. Sangstadt assures them it will—an-
other batch of three hundred will follow
in ‘the spring. They all appear to be
“well fixed,” and many possess a couple
of thousand dollars. The Rey. Mr.
Sangstadt held the Lutheran service last
evening in the spacious dining Toom of
the Dominion Hote]l. at which several
Norwegian citizens attended.
