but the zeal of the missionaries has led
them to push inwards, without ’sar of
the results, to places where Chinese offi-
cials have had diffienlty i affording fvil
protection. = Notwithstanding this, t
authorties at Pekin have done their ut-
most.  They have called upon the vica-
roys of the provinces responsible for the
missionaries, churches, ete: The « vice-
roys understand they will be degraded
if mobs are permitted to disturb the riis-
sions.  As a result the viceroys : and
their prefects, or police, are active in
restraining mob outbreaks.

The official Gazette, China, recently
received here shows a change has been
made in the viceroy at Cheng Tu, ard
the new one has just assumed hisid s
ties. Tlns, added to the agitation upon
the opening of the city to fopergnm;s mav
account for the disturbances.
