Seattle, Wash, May 12.—Armed with 
big revolvers and wearing handker­
chiefs to hide their faces, two well 
dressed men held up the Australian Bar, 
Sixth Avenue south about midnight. 
Twenty men who were in the place at 
the time, raised their hands at the 
command of the hold-up men and 
stood motionless with their backs to 
the bar and waited breathlessly until 
the robbers had completed their task.

From ihe cash register of the saloon 
$70 was taken, while from the patrons 
of* the place, $75 more was secured. In 
the safe behind the bar there was 
about $1,000. The safe was locked and 
Arthur King, the bartender, told the 
robbers he did not know the combina­
tion.

Four minutes after the robbers had 
quietly slipped out of a side door the < 
patrolman on that beat walked into the 1 
saloon. When informed of the hold-up 
he telephoned to the police station and 
detectives hurried to the scene, but 
there was no clue to the thugs.

THREE KILLED INBishop Galloway was president of 
the board of education of the Methodist 
Episcopal church, south, and was one 
of the most distinguished churchmen 
in America. In 1901 he was chosen to 
preach the opening sermon at the 
Ecumenical conference in London. In 
the capacity of “friendly messenger" 
he represented his branch of the 
church at the general conference of the 
Methodist Church of Canada in 1886. 
He served in a similar capacity at the 
Wesleyan conference in England in 
1892 and was a member of the Ecumen­
ical Methodist conference in Washing­
ton in 1891. He made two official trips 
to Japan, China and Korea to visit the 
missions and three times was sent to 
Brazil on similar work.

While working among the yellow 
fever victims in Vicksburg in 1878, he 
contracted the fever and it was report­
ed that he had died of the scourge. 
His obituary was written and he was 
widely mourned. Bishop Galloway was 
sixty years of age. He was born in 
Kosciusko, Miss.
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ALLEGED CONSPIRACY.

RAILWAY WRECK«Former Employees of Refining Com­
pany Enter Pleas of Not 

Guilty.
Money Will Be Paid Over to 

New Government of 
Turkey.

Requests of Grain Men Will Be 
Fully Considered at Close 

of Session.

Pittsburg, Pa., May 12.—Four bodies 
have bteen recovered, between twenty 
and twenty-five men are known to be 
missing, and it is thought to-day that 
the number of workmen drowned in 
a yawl, which capsized in the Ohio 
river last night, will not exceed thirty. 
The river is being dragged in an ef­
fort to recover more bodies.

The yawl sank near Schoenville, four 
miles below here, shortly after 8 
o'clock last night. The victims were 
all employees of the Pressed Steel Car 
Company, and had been working over­
time at the McKee's rock plant.

Too many of the men crowded into 
the boat, which was being used as a 
ferry, and sank in the middle of the 
river. Officials of the company have 
started an investigation to learn, if 
possible, who was responsible for the 
overcrowding of the craft.

Two of the men reported missing 
were found on the river bank in an 
exhausted condition to-day. Wm. Wil­
liams, one of the survivors, stated that 
there was at least 36 men in the boat 
when it went down, and that at least 
25 were drowned.

Paris, May 12.—The strike of the 
government postal, telegraph and tele­
phone employees will not reach an 
acute stage' until parliament finishes its 
debate upon the demands of the strik­
ers. The debate will probably end to­
morrow and trouble may ensue, as 
there appears little prospect of the' 
government surrendering without a, 
struggle.

Leaders of the strikers declare that 
by to-night the entire mail and tele­
graph service will be tied up. This will 
leave the wireless between France and 
England as the only means of com­
munication with the outside world.

The government announced this af­
ternoon that it would probably quit 
attempting to run a railway mail ser­
vice, and rely entirely upon automo­
biles to transport letters.

Big machines with guards of soliders 
and experienced chauffeurs are pre­
pared for the new service.

The order for a general strike was 
issued by the federal committee of the 
employees following the adjournment 
yesterday afternoon of the Chamber of 
Deputies. After a stormy session the 
deputies decided to postpone the de­
bate on the interpellations on the pos­
tal situation until to-morrow. This ac­
tion precipitated the strike, and the 
railway mail clerks walked out. Soon 
after a meeting of 6,000 postal em­
ployees took up the battle and unani­
mously voted to strike.

It is feared that there will be a 
serious outbreak to-night and the au­
thorities are taking every precaution 
against such an event. Cavalry and 
police reserves are stationed about the 
city where they can do the most to­
ward suppressing any roits.

No printed matter was delivered to­
day and few letter's were moved. Car­
riers outside the city are threatening 
to Join the strike and the situation is 
growing worse hourly.

Vote to Strike.
Bordeaux, France, May 12.—Six hun­

dred postal employees here last night 
voted to strike in support of their co­
workers in Paris.

The passenger train was derailed at 
a point where a freight wreck had oc­
curred a short time before. The tracks 
had not been repaired and the whole 
train left the rails. An investigation 
into the responsibility for the accident 
has been ordered.
