Qreat Destruction of Property Is
Feared in Ohio, West Virginia
aud Kentucky.

Railroad Tracks Covered With
Earth From Slides or Block-
ed With Snow.

Cincinnati, Ohio, April 20.—The pe-
culiar weather- conditions during the
week have culminated in a rain and
snowstorm of almost \'xﬁ,preqo.r}'glented
dimensions, so distributed,, that a tre-
mendous flood in the Ohio river is ‘im-
pending. It is too early yet to predict
with’' accuracy the “extent of the com-
ing"flood, but all signs point to a stage
of water that must: bring devastation
of a most serious nature ali' along, the
Qhio river and its tributaries in Ohio,
West Virginia and Kentucky.

The condition Is' s6tething of a sur
prise at Cincinnati,” because, althoug_h
there has been rain almostievery day in
the week, it was not heaxy enough to
<reate apprehension. But above C{n-
cinnati, in Kentucky and West Vir-
ginia, flood rairs were falling as early
as Wednesday, and over a vast extent
of the Ohio river valley watershed they
were continuous. This heavy rain serv-
ed to cause a rise in the Ohio river, un-
til this morning it was rising all the
way' from Pittsburg to Louisville,

Following these rains came the tre-
mendous snowfall of last, might, which
reached from, Canada to the Atlantic,
with its western border less than a
#undred miles’ frot¥ Cinchinati. By its
mere weight' and by the'force of the
wind, in many places, thepe: was almost
complete paralysis of all wire communi-
cation across this snowbelt to-day .

From twelve to fifteen inches of snow
fies over Eastern’ ©hio and over the
greater part’ of Western Virginiay and
Fastern Kentucky. This is supplement-
«d by heavy rain in the region of the
headwaters of the Ohio to-dy.

The weather bureau official is confident
that the rain must cease to-day, but,
with warmer weather to-morrow, the
vast snow area will melt, and add to
the great volume of water. It is there-
fore easily possible for a flood of dis-
astrous proportions to sweep down the
Ohio valley within the next few days.

Accident to Freight Train.

Blackburg, S. C., April 20.—A trestle
over the South Carolina & Georgia rail-
xoad extension near here was under-
mined by the water last night. A freight
train ran into the washout this after-
noon.. Fred R. Hyne, fireman, was seri-
ously injured. J. D. Medcalf, engineer,
3s missing, and it is feared is drowned.

Railroads Suffer.

Pittsbarg, April 20.—The damage done
to the railroad companies wrought by
the storm raging all over the country
is almost inestimable. There is not one
of the local railroads which is not suf-
fering from some sort of trouble—land-
slides, snow in the north apd'-.;vest. and
washouts in the south and west, The
Pennsylvania and all its divisions and
the Western lines, the Baltimore & Ohio.
the Pittshurg & Lake Erie—all have the
same tale of delayed trains, tracks cov-
ered with earth from landslides, and
Northern divisions blocked by snow.

Gale on Lake Ontario.

Rochester, April 20.—A. terrific north-
werly gale is raging over Lake Ontario.
The schooner MacDonald with lumber
and coal from Kingston mads port this
morning with her deck cargo gone and
lifeboats carried away. The MacDonald
dest her lifeboat and deck cargo just out-
side the piers, The life-saving erew
picked up the boat after the schooner
#iad made port.

The steam barges Rosemount and
Glengarry, due here from Kingston to-
day, have not yet been sighted. It is
thought by old sailors that under ordin-

Britain’s
Finances

Chancellor of the Exchequer’s
Budget Speech in the Im-
perial Commons.

Forty-One Million Pounds of a
Deficit—How It Will Be
: Met.

London, April 18.—The Chancellor of
the Exchequer, Sir Michael Hicks-Bedch,
rose in the House to-day at 4.18, amidst
rounds of cheers, and" commenced 'his
budget speech. His opening sentence
was not promising,

“During the last ﬁvev'y‘éars," said the
chancellor, “we have bee'xi invariably able
to congratuliite the House on a general
increase in the prosperity of the‘counti'y,
but the year 1900, especially the last
six months,” showed Symptoms of a
change. lOur foreign trade during the
year coPidgrably inereased, but in
values rather than in volume. This has
been mainly derived from the high prices
of certath dfticles, nqtﬁb'ly coal, which
naturally’ mitst have ‘injured important
industries, especially Tways.” Never-
‘theless the .revenue for the past year
had shown no signs of decrease and the
exchequey o
Reeeipts Showed = Surplus
of £2,856,000 over the' estimates. He
was bound te say, however, that the ex-
cess had been due to forestallment on
dutiable grticles. But for this his esti-
mates would not have  been realized.
Much could be said for and aga‘nst

| forestallment, but it was an unmitigated

nuisance to financial statisticians. The
forestallments of 1899-1900 amounted to
£3,250,000, which properly belonged to
the revenue. of last year. -The forestall-
ment of the past year somewhat excaed-
ed the previous year. He would say
that ‘he conSuming power of the people
was maintained but there was no mate-
rial evidemcer of the expansion of that
power beyond what was fairly attribu-
table to jincrease of population. The
total receipts amounted to £130,385,000,
and the expenditure to £183,392,000, of
which £63,000,000 was for the war in
South Afrfed;, and £3,000,000 for China.

The prolemgation of the war and the
absence of,,business on the stock ex-
change were responsible for the unsatis-
factory yield from stamps. In noting
that the yield from the income tax was
£1,150,000 above the estimate, the Chan-
cellor of the Exchequer remarked that
in twelve y@ars the income on which

| taxation hasg been paid had been increas-

ed by no legs than £120,000,000, a fact
that he hoped the House would remem-
ber when hereached a later part of his
speech, 5

The only other points of the revenue
which he need touch upon were the ex-
ceptional receipts owing to the mint, the
silver coinagé and the telegraph receipts,
which comp@ired very unfavorably with
the expenditure.

The deficit for last year, £53,207,000,
showed that,they had paid £15,413,000
out of the revenue for the cost of the
war. The total amount provided by the
state last year aggregated the enormous
sum of £198,346,000.

“As to the national debt,” said ithe
Chancellor of the Exchequer, “it stands
in painful' contrast with last year, but
the funded debt had decreased by £1,-
425,000. Oni'April 1st the

stood at £6§7,500,000, an - increase .of
£55,000,000 dn account of the war.”

Turning to‘the present year, the Chan
eellor of the Exchequer said that™ the
total estimated cxpenditure was £187,-
