MADRID, Jan. 24.—An echo of the 
remarkable case in which a black­
smith made a fruitless claim to the 
title and millions of the Marquise de 
Casa Riera was heard in the Barcelona 
courts today, when the persons con­
cerned in the claim were sentenced to 
various terms of imprisonment.

The story is a Spanish counterpart 
of the English' Tichborne case.

The blacksmith, Pedro Riera, learn­
ed from his relatives in youth that he 
was connected with the marquise of 
the same name. By some process of 
reasoning he began to think that he 
was the real heir to the title and the 
estates, which have an estimated val­
ue of at least $50,000,000.

Pedro first- mentioned his claim in 
1878, but the Marquise refused to see 
him or listen to his story. In 1881 the 
old marquise died, and the title passed 
to his nephew, Jose, who enjoyed it 
only a few months, when the estates 
reverted to his brothers Alejandro and 
Gonzales. In a few years Gonzales 
died and Alejandro came into sole 
possession.

The claimant declares that both Ale­
jandro and Gonzales died some time 
before their brother Jose, and that the 
holder of the title was really the son 
of an old family steward.

A claim in the courts having failed, 
Pedro made the acquaintance of Abbe 
Gouverd, Emilio Soulere and Louis 
Prouhet, a genealogist. The abbe was 
the brains of the party. He came to 
Paris, агці succeeded in enlisting the 
sympathies of several wealthy 
including the Marquis de Dion 
motor-car manufacturer and M. Faure, 
the anti-Jewish agitator, who advan­
ced considerable sums of money.

To prove the case false entries were 
made in the municipal register of San­
ta Margarita y los Montes, showing 
that the death of Gonzales Riera had 
been registered before the old Marquis 
died. It was alleged also that the 
Marquis used to lend securities to 
Mme. Humbert to put in her famous 
safe in case the officials should ever 
inspect it.

Several members of the Riera family 
were also bribed with considerable 
sums to withhold evidence, in spite 
of all, the claims failed entirely.

Today Soulere was sentenced to 
eight years’ penal servitude for mak­
ing the false entry. Huguet and Ba- 
lado, who assisted him, received sim-- 
liar sentences. Jose Arbas, an accom­
plice, was also sentenced to a term 
of imprisonment.
