The plain young
man has hardly enough money ¢to pay
his board and has to wear clothes aft-
er they are out of fashion and deny
‘himself all luxuries. After awhile he
gets tired of his plodding and he goes
to the man who has achieved suddenly
‘large estates, and he says: “‘Just show
me how it is done.” And he is shown..
He soon -learns how;.and,. although 'he-
is almost all the time idle now and
has resigned his position in the bank
or the factory or the store, he has now .
