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Here °is another aneedote relating to
the Sunday following the Chicago fire.
Ah! How often I have thought of the
Sundays « that . follow such ‘catastro-
phes! On ordinary Sundays we say to
ourselves: ‘8hall I go:to worship? It
is very bad weather; it is raining,” or
else "it is too fine. We will go for a
walk,” ‘or, again, “We will. not get
there in  time,” or else we go there
with mixed feelings. Nevertheless, all
those who go are almost sure of re-
turning home afterward. They pass
through streets: they have: often seen;
they go to worship with the same
feelings as they have had for a long
time past, and which are constantly
renewed, they are accustomed to hear
things which they listen to again.
They are accustomed to sing the same
hymns séated 'in the same place.

On the Sunday that followed the
great Chicago fire a certain pastor said
to himself: “I have mno longer any
temple or organ.” But he made his
way to the spot where he was wont to
preach ‘every' Sunday, and when he
reached it he saw eoming toward him

a multitude of people who were in the.

habit of coming théere every Sunday.
Nothing was left but a heap of ashes.
The church was situated in the centre
of a thickly populated quarter; now
there was' half a mile between the
blace where it stood and the first
houses. What a worship that was, my
brethren; and what a gathering! And
in the sole tact of those people com-
ing there to pray together what a sign
of hope'in the midst of distress!

Today I think' of the pastors and
preachers of San “Francisco. What a
Sunday! What will happen? There are
no organs, no seats, no hymnbooks,
nothing in its place; all things are dis-
persed, Nothing is left. The dead are
not ‘yet all buried. Multitudes are
shelterless and fear pestilence after
famine, The future is dark and the
present terrible,

~I-think of the pastors of San Fran-
c¢isco. T hope that those men—those
who dre still living—will receive from
the One who suffers with mankind.
words that will not be words alone,
but life, bread and comforting drink
. to those who may hear them.

And what" a  congregation! People
most of whom have lost even to their
very garments, For the moment there
is no difference between the rich and
the poor, all being reduced to poverty.
What a lesson for that congregation
that has seen the whole world upheave
since the previous Sunday.

-On the previous Sunday the mem-
Jbers of the same congregation were in
such or such a position—today the
land owner has no pro;ierty, the mer-
chaxit has no shop, the judge no seat,
the ' blacksmith no forge, the teacher
no school. In his bare wretchedness,
man stands before God. Will those
multitudes be told that God has pun-
ished them? That would not be accord-
Inging' to the spirit of Christ. Let us
recall His words on the tower of Silai.
Who will dare to assert that the United
Btates deserve' more punjshment than
other countries, and that California
merits severer c¢hastisement than the
other States of America? If the. crimes
of men, if their misconduct, their in-
Justice, their avarice, their ' impurity,
if the hardness of \their hearts called

. Gown destruection upon 'theém, then, the
earth would not quake in San Fran-
cisco only, it would shake humanity

Hke vermin that has too long abused
the permission to soil the face of. the
sun by  its impudence, its fratricides
and its lies. The st woisld not be in
sufficient numbers ‘to protect the un-
just. No, I sincerely hope that the
pastors will not preach to them the old
Jupiter who destroys, that the people
will: not be told of a God who walks
over men with iron-shod feet, crush-
ing mortals, His children, under foot,
8s one would erush . worms. T trust
rather that they will be told of a God
who suffered in the Crucified One on
Calvary, the God ‘Who does not break
the bruised reed, and Who does not
Quench the smoking flax.

"But you must concede, my brethren,
that it is under strange circumstances,
under - peculiarly * touching . circum-
stances that surpass all emotion, that
“strip man of all ordinary pretensions,
that worship will be celebrated in San
Franecisco today. 5

And then I think

In such a great city thers are many
families whose head is absent, travel-
Ing abroad, whose members ‘are away
for their studies, oriperhajs away on
business_oz- on pleasure:

. When you are separated from your
amily you are accustomed to receive
tetters from them, to be in communi-
cation with - them. Put  wourself .in
the place of those people who sudden-
ly learn that their native town has
been destroyed. 'When we gre obliged
to leave our family, perhaps to leave.
& sick relative behind, we wonder
whether he will recover, op ‘whether
we will ever see our old fataer again,
for our heart is grieved when parted
from our loved ' ones. Any absence
gives rise to. presentiments that we
may never again see all of those who
are dear to us; but we at feast feel
almost sure of finding some of them.
Buch is not the case with those people
Who suddenly learn froos a great dis-
tance that their native town is de-
stroyed. Everything is uncertain to
them. Do they still own anything?
Have they still a family? To learn

. When on a journey, through the med-
tum of ‘a newspaper, that the town of
which one is a citizen and child, in
which’ one has been brought up, which
holds 41} we love, all the things to
which we are attached, the houses,
the streets, the usual features of
everyday things, that all that is but
& heap of ruins, ‘that it is not known
what has been rescued from destruc-
tion nor what disaster has fallen upon
those who are still alive, mor how
many _little children” have  been lost
—what ican ‘be more fearful? Tet  us
put ourselves in the place of = our
brothers.

One of the first thoughts that came

also of -those who

to me when I read about the earth--

quake 'in San Francisco and all that
followed was for my friends, members
of this parish, the family of Mr. Ver-
dier, the merchant, to whom I bade
farewell six weeks ggo, and who has
recently arrived in San Francisco. I
was happy to learn the day after the
disaster that they had been able ~to
send a cable, saying:  “We are safe
and sound.” I eannot & refrain from
mentioning this in this place and at
this time.

But think what it must be when

one has no news at all, and when anx-
lety and uncertainty are felt for one’s
whole family. How is: it that the
brain does not - give Wway under such a
strain, and how can we bear such
blows if we do not possess that faith
that is superior te all accidents; that
faith that guarantees to us those good
things that nothing can destroy?

But there comes another and a sad-
dening thought. We see that crime
never foregoes  its rights; that rapine
and pillage spring up and are followed
by . that other more subtle " crime,
Speculation. Then it.is that the human
brute - starts up and says: ‘“‘Here I
am.”

San Franecisco is still Smouldering,
and already some people have ventured
to propose to others, who have perhaps
left their homses barefooted, to buy the
ground on which  their house once
stood. ;

Already, hungry, shameless specula-
tion has found means, in the midst of
this public disaster, to gather itself to-
gether .to serve its master, which is
money. . « ; !

‘Well, do you kniow what I. shall do?
I will .not dwell upon these odious
speculators; I will not stop © to say
“Shame!” to .such specimens of
bumanity, unwortliy sons of their mo-~
ther. No, I will say: They also give
us a great example, and.I will recall
the parable in which Christ told his
disciples to take example from the un-
faithful steward.

Are there men to be  found whose
god is money and who can forget pain,
despair, be  oblivious to the danget
which  they themselves run, of the
famine that will perhaps seize them to-
morrow and of the pestilence that will
destroy them; to think only. of their
god and of this fine opportunity. .of
serving him; of this splendid chance of
gaining profit and of making a royal
mantle for thems:lves out of the rags
of. public fortune?

But are theére not alse’ to be found
men who have another God, another
ideal, and who can also rise above all
the sufferings that such circumstances
cause—to serve the human soul, to allay
suffering, never drawing back from any
danger? If the followers of that hor-
rible god who makes man forget his
brethren for.the sake of a little gold
can bestir themselves, can recover from
their hideous calculations,  then the
children of the living God, of the One
who is-all love; Who wishes us to try to

| repair all the breaches of life and Who

wishes us to march against death and
destruction, the children of that God
Who wishes us to bring order into dis-
order, daylizht into darkness, will they
not also arise?

The examcle of those odious appe-

tites that rise up like diabolical mon-

‘sters in such calamities, and which are
fed by the misfortune of others, the
example of ‘those who have such
appetites is a salutary lesson to us. It
Shows us how a pasiion, when it is
greéat and when it Dossesses a man,
places him above all considerations.
And, just as there are passions that
can make a man impervious to pity, to
justice, to the feelings: that stir our
hearts when we see any suffering, to
the cries of the dying, to the moans of
distress of little children, that makes
him oblivious of all that is sacred and
holy, so there may be beautiful, noble,
grand passions which, when they take
hold of our souls; make us rise superior
to all fears, to all doubts, to all that
is lower, and make us capable of. rais-
ing mountains and of performing all
kinds of miracles.

It is a miracle that there should be
such shameless beilngs to be found-in
mankind. And to oppose ‘that dark
miracle of the infernal world, another
miracle must come from the world of
light, the world of lght, the world of
beauty, the world that redeems all
others.

My brethren, I would like each one
of you to become better right now, to-
day and from this time henceforth,
through ‘having meditated  over such
suffering and sorrow.

I would like each one of you to
break the bonds of slavery asunder to-
day, and to depart from evil,

The greatest enemy of mankind is
not the earth that quakes nor the fire
that it casts forth—it is the evil that
Wwe do. Hach time that you disturb
the truth and justice of the eternal
laws and all' of that is sacred in the
soul, you make the earth quake under
the houses you have built, you make
the earth tremble under the tread of
your children, under your own foot-
steps, you bring all things into ques-
‘tion again, you suppress order and
you devastate the city

It is not the fire that devoures
houses, nor the famine that destroys
the body that should be most feared;
it is the infernal fire of human pas-
slons and crimes; it .is the famine
that deprives souls of food, that
makes them wonder what to believe,
what they should cling to, that makes

‘them .like huge multitudes debarred

from bread or water. That is why,
after every public calamity, we should
become better; we  should struggle
against the principal ecause of the
ruin of man and of his wretchedness;
we should try to rebuild our souls.
There is a deep and close connection
between the sombre predictions of
Christ when He Speaks to His disclples
of the calamities that will happen and
gives them this counsel: “Take heed
to yourselves.”

That is the great point:
to yourselves. ' Take heed, so that
whatever calamity - overtakes you,
whether it be in your sleep or other-
‘wise, it may not come upon you when
you have committed some iniquity, it
may not surprise you preparing a
pitfall or a deception for your neigh-
bor, it may not find You artfully
weaving a cobweb to catéeh the wings
of others and destrdy them, but that
it may rather come upon you after a
well-filled day, when you have done
good deeds. When our last ' hour
comes, which - to each of us is the
end of the world, let it find us in the
place: where we should be and not
where we ought not to be.

And now, to all those who suffer in
our country as elsewhere, to the wid-
ow of the. great French sevant, to
Madame Curie who through one of
those accidents that so shock our .in-
nermost feelings, has’lost at one and
the same time her co-worker and hus-
“band, while the country at large has
lost one;of the. greatest men, one of
its glorigs, to the widows of the miners
at Courfieres, to the inhabitants of
the neighborhood of Vesuvius, to the
inhabitants of San Francisco, we
tender our feelings of fraternity

Take heed

in grief as in hope.
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hands of God, we must realize that a
cart's wheel cannot prevail 'against
thé ‘luminosity ‘of a human brain,
that the bowels of a mine ¢annot pre-
vail against workers, that: the voleano
cannot prevail against the men who
live on its sides, that no calamity can
prevail against our hope ang our faith.
Let us retain faith in our Father in
the midst of the darkness that some-
times overshadows our path, remem-
bering that ‘“all things work together
for good to them -that love Gogd.” Let
us. remember the old oath of fidelity,
let us gather together and raise our
hearts and become 'still more faithful
disciples . of the Master who said:
“Heaven and earth shall pass away,;
but my words shall not bass away.”

troops as they arrived yesterday.

Fortune seemed to smile on the
brave defenders of our country as
they marched from the station to the
grounds where they prépare them-
selves to meet a possible foe with
bravery and valor. Instead of - being
met as last year with a torrent of
rain, the morning broke bright, beau-
tiful and clear, and throughout the
day a refreshing breeze was wafited
over the hills, which had the deligiftful
effect of warding off to a large extent
the heat produced by the piercing rays
of the sun. y

The troops were not as tardy in ar-
riving as in former years and by three
o’clock yesterday afternoon the volun-
teers had all reached Sussex.

Several changes  have ‘been made
which do much to improve camp life.
The hospital has  béen made much
larger and more convenient. The Army
Service Corps will this year supply all
the food stuffs. Military police will be
posted ' throughout Sussex to prevent
any ill consequences that might arise
from a too free use by the boys of the
water from the . Sussex Mmeralk
Springs. AMajor  Massie expects in a
few days to use the slaughter house
on the grounds for killing ecattle.

Within a few days the engineer corps
will have erected a bridge across Trout
Creek for the use of foot passengers.
Yesterday the grounds presented an
appearance of great activity, which at
first sight seemed to be conducted aim-
lessly, but upon examination one learn-
ed that the work was conducted thor-
oughly and systematically, each par-
ticular section of men doing its own
particular work and each man the task
assigned him.

The white tents dotted on the out-
skirts of the grounds presented a very
pleasing appearance. Commencing on
the lower end of the grounds near
Trout Creek the line of tents follows
the eourse of the creek over a quar-
ter of a mile' and then runs at right
angles towards the railway, ending in
the tents occupied by the bakers.
Beginning at the bakery the different
sections of the military have pitched
their tents. as follows: Corps of guides,
medical corps, first field company of

ENGLAND URGED 10
AR ON AMARCH

French Government Wants Strict Enfrce-
ment of Aleas At

PARIS, June 26.—Speeial represent-
ations have been made by the French
government to the government of Great
Britain on the. suhject of joint mea-
sures to prevent anarchist outrages,

The French government /is particu-
larly anxious that the aliens act pass-
ed by Mr. Balfour's government should
be applied so as to exclide all persons
suspected of .anarchistic sympathies,’
and that an understanding should be
come to by which the police of both
countries should keep in closer touch
with one another,

‘When - 8ir Henry - Campbell-Banner-
man's government relaxed the aliens
act so that political- offenders should
not come within its terms, it was stat-
ed by a section of the French press that
Herbert Gladstone’s exemptions would
make England the sanetuary of an-
archists compslled to flee from other
countries.

As matters now stand, the most no-
torious anarchist need only say - on
reaching England that he is emigrat-
ing to escape the penalties of g politi-
cal offense, and, according fo the gov-
ernment’'s instructions, the British im-
migration eofficers must give him the
benefit of the doubt. .

An influential official of the French
police today said that one of the
greatest difficulties his subordinates
bave to cope with is the want of a
systematized method of - dealing with
crimes of this description.  For want
of such a system the threads of an in-
cipient plot are lost in four cases out
of five. ;

He declared that if England would
only agree to some method of watch-
ing the anarchists she already har-
bors, and refused to receive others, a
great deal of good would result to
eévery country. The police of every
capital would then look after their
own anarchists instead of casting them
out to hatch fresh crimes unhindered
in London,

SUNDAY OB SERVANCE LAW,

(Toronto Star.)

In.strictness, the state has nothing
to do with the religious observance of
the day. As it eannot compel men and
women 10 go to church, 8o it cannot
foree: them. into a devout frame of
mind, or prevent they from talking
idle gossip or using their leisure to
frame schemes for making money and
overreaching their meighbors. Yet it
does to a certafn extent consider the
feclings of church-goers and . devout
Deople.

'The results were import-
ant.. The clauses placing the express
companies and the ‘telephone ecom-
panies under the control of the railway |
commission were put through commit-

tee. These have been two of the most  Girl.

contentious proposals of the session, .
though strictly non-partizan. )

This afternoon the house ' passed
railway votes rapidly and with little'
discussion. :

The process took until almost six
o'clock, a few questions being asked
heére and there and no general objec-,
tions being made. ‘Resolutions  were |
concurred in by the house and the. .
bill founded thereon introduced.

Mr. Emmerson’s bill to amend the
railway act by providing for the regu-
lation of rates was taken up.

Mr. Emmerson offered to amend the

In .the evening Mr. Emmerson’s '
amendment  was carried. He offered .
several more amendments putting ex- :
press business on the same basis as
railway traffic under the confrol of
the railway commission. He explained
his amendments = would broaden the ;
line. Mr. Alcorn proposed to control in-
terprovincial business but his amend-
ments give.the railway commission the
control of rates throughout Canada.

T8he express clauses were. all passed}
and the telephone control:clauses tak-
enaip. Mr, Emmerson  offered slan
amendment fer ihe ’ compulsory = ex- |
change of telephone business, declaring !
that whenever a province, munigipal-
ity or corporation desires to use a long
distance line of another company and
cannot obtain the company's permis-
slon it is authorized to apply te the
railway commission, and the board
may order the connection to be given
upon terms the board deems just and
expedient. ;

It was argued that this only . com-
pelled the Bell to give connection with
its long distance lines, and did not g0
far enough.

They should be compelled to give
connection with local exchanges. This
point was the subjeet of a Jong but
non-partizan debate.

Mr. Emmerson’s proposal - found
many -supporters on the. conservative
side and some opponeats on the oppo-
site_side.

The amendment of W, F. Maclean
striking ‘out -the word long distance
and compelling connection to be given
between local exchanges was defeated
and Mr. Emmerson’s was carried at
one o'clock. The house then adjourn-
ed.

OTTAWA, June 26—The committee
appointed. to inquire into the .
