He was 34 years of age and
was well liked by his comrades.

Japanese, influential at home and respect-
ed abroad took occasion today to declare
in no uncertain terms ‘that. there were no
unfriendly . issues - between the United
States and Japan and to deery the undue
importance attributed by some‘trivial in-
cidents. The champions of peace and
friendship between the countries & were
Admiral Yamamoto and Viscount Aoki,
the Japanese ambassador, who came oyver
from Washington this morning to attend
the reception and ‘luncheon given by the
Japanese Bociety of America in honor of
Admiral Yamamoto. - b

Expressions of international good-will
were also made at the luncheon by Am-
passador Aoki, Thomas J. O’Brien, the
newly-appointed American ambagsador to
Japan, Rear-Admiral Coughlan, Rear-Ad-
miral Robley Evans, commander of the
Atlantic fleet, and others. Admiral
Kvans said that when the newspapers of
this country stopped making war between
Japan and the United States the people
would come to their senses and a better
feeling would exist all round.

Tonight R. C. McKinney gave a private
dinner to Admiral Yamamoto at the Un-
jon League Club. Those present included
Ambassador Aoki.

* New onrk, July 11.sViecount Aoki, the
Japanese ambassador who was in New
York today to attend a reception in honor
of Admiral Yamamoto, issued through his
secretary today a reassertion of his pre-
vious declaration that there is mno “Jap-
anese-American situation”. and that all the
talk of trouble between the two nations
is a phantomic reaction of irresponsible
trouble makers and trouble hunters. Can
there be any cause for anxiety, if o it is
due to influence of unwarranted press
talk. Ambassador Aoki's statement was
given out by Masanao Hanihara, secretary
of the Japanese embassy and follows:

“I have only to repeat what I have
said times again that there is no Japanese-
American situation.” ’

There exists between the two govern-
mente no ill feeling of any sort. Talking
of possible trouble between the two na-
tions is a mere phantomic of wild imagin-
ation which ever seems to haunt of irre-
sponsible story makers and trouble hunt-
ers.

There is not the cause for anxiety in the
American-Japanese relations.

RIGID INSPECTION

Steamers Should Be Frequently and
Thoroughly Inspected _Instead of
as at Present—Legislation to En-
sure Safety.of Those Sleeping on
Board—Better Safeguards-Against
Danger of Fire.

In his report to the premier of New
Brunswick on the inquiryinto the death
of four men in the burning of the steamer
Crystal Stream at Cole’s Island, W. H.
Trueman, who represented the crown,
makes a numper of important recommen-

dations, which are here given. Mr. True-
man’s report is here given in full: :

Hon. O. W. Robinson, Premier, Freder-
icton. N. B. i

Bir,—I beg to submit the following re-
port concerning an inquest at which I was
present at your request on behalf of the
crown, arising out of the loss by fire on
June 21 last of the steamer “Crystal
Stream” and the death of four young men,
namely, William Logan, Allan Logan, Ed-
ward Baxter and Fred. Smith, members
of her crew, ‘who perished in the fire.

The inquest was held before Dr. J. T
0. Earle, a coroner of Queen’s county.
The investigation was extended over a
number of sittings and a largs number of
witnesses examined. Mr. E. H. McAlpine,
K. C., for the owners of the burned
steamer, and Mr. A. A. Wilson, K. C,
for the owners of steamer “Aberdeen,”
a steamer that was berthed near the
“Crystal Stream,” appeared at the con-

cluding eession of the inquest.
The steamer “Crystal Stream” plyed

between the City of St. John and Cole’s
Island on the Washademoak in Queen’s
county. Fire broke out in her shortly
after midnight on June 21 while she was
lying at Cole’s Island. The fire burned
with great fierceness, completely destroying
the steamer, so that nothing remainad
of her beyond her iron work and some
charred timbers of her hull. :

Oonditions on Board.

The steamer was a side wheeler. Below
the main deck in the stern were the
sleeping quarters of the crew or deck
hands. The engineer and the purser slept
upon the saloon deck, and the captain had
a state room on the hurricane deck back
of the wheel-house. The women employes
had sleeping accommodation on the saloon
deck. A companion Wway led from the
main deck to a gangway giving access to
the sleeping quarters of the crew. This
companion way was situate a short dis-
tance in the rear of the engine and boiler
room.

Before the steamer passed into the
hands of its late owners, the quarters of
the crew were used as a ladies’ cabin and
a stairway led from it directly above to
the stern of the boat and to the same floor
as the main or cargo deck. The late own-
ers of the steamer used the stern of the
steamer above the crew’s quarters as a
ladies’ cabin, and removed the stairway
Jeading from below to it, filling up the
hatchway by a false floor or trap door.

A carpet was laid on the floor of this
cabin and it covered ‘the trap door. The
carpet was not sewn together but each
length was tacked .down.

Ottawa, July 11—A number of counter-
feit $2 dominion notes have rec*tly made
an appearance in the Maritime Provinces.
Several were refused at St. John by the
ticket seller of a circus and others have
been detected. The imitation is said to
have been an awkward one. It is believ-
ed that the gang of counterfeiters recent-
ly rounded up at Lindsay, were the utter-
ers of these notes. .

A contract for clearing the right of way
of the National Transcontinental on.the
Abitibi section has been let. by the er_md
Trunk Pacific Company'to J. B. O’Brien,
a brother of M. J. O’Brien, who has the
contract for the construction of the I_:a
Tuque section of the line. He is organiz-
ing six camps of sixty men each, and will
have the clearing done as expeditiously
as possible. A strip 100 feet wide and
150 miles in length, is to be cleared of
timber and underbrush and put. in con-
dition for the man who gets’ the grading
contract to begin operations. The Grand
Trunk Pacific, which has the contract for
the comstruction of this eection, is nego-
{iating with several sub-contractors to do
the work. ?

To Foster Oider Business.

J. A. Ruddick, dairy commissioner of
Canada, will leave next week for Europe.
He is a delegate to an international dairy
congress which is to meet at the Hague
in August. This is the third congress,
but it is the first time that Canada has
been represented. Before the Hague con-
ference “Mr. Ruddick will attend a pure
milk supply congress in Brussels. The
object of the organization is the consider-
ation of methods of having the milk sup-
ply of cities of a sanitary character.

While in England Mr. Ruddick will
make a study of the cider business. Cider
is there produced with as much care and
study as is wine in France. Special ap-
ples are grown for cider making, and they
are selected and handled with as much or
more care, as the apples intended for the
market. The cider produced is a fine low
alcoholic beverage and commands a good
price and large market. The cider which
is made from refuse apples in Canada is
not called cider in England, but apple
suice. 1t is possible that there may be a
profitable field opened to (Canadian apple
growers, in the manufacture of high grade
cider.

W. D. Scott, superintendent of Can-
adian immigration, sailed for England on
the nineteenth. He will be in England
on immigration business for about six
weeks.

Holyoke Man Killed on the Rail.

Augusta, Me,, July 11—A man who
earlier in the day gave his name as Fred
Moody, of Holyoke (Masa.), was Kkilled
this afternoon by a Maine Central Rail-
road shifting engine a short distance from
the Bridge street crossing while walking
on the track. He was about 40 years
old, 5 feet 11 inches tall and had' grey
eyes, and hair mixed with grey.

The police are endeavoring to identify
him. *

HAYWOOD DENIES
- ORCHARD’S STORY

Declares He Had No Part in Murder of
Steunenberg

Did Not Know That the Assassination Took Place Till He
saw it in the Papers---Telis of His Arrest and Moyer’s,
and Their Experiences in the “Bull Pen’ --- “Hired
Assassin’ Had Been a Guest at His Home. '

Boise, Idaho, July 11—William D. Hay-
wood took oath today as a witness in his
own defense, and in a lengthy narrative
of his life and work as a leader of his
fellow miners that was interrupted by ad-
journment, denied guilt of. the murder of
Frank Steunenberg and . the manifold
crimes charged against him by Herry Or-
chard. Haywood was pale and trembled
with nervousness when he left the table
of his counsel and walked to the witness
stand. When he began to respond to
Clarence Darrow’s questions his voice was
low and gomewhat uncertain, but within
ten minutes he had regained his composure
and for the rest of the afternoon Hay-
wood was master of his feelings. As he
told of his boyhood that began with toil
at the age of nine, and gave the history
of his family, his invalid wife, who sat
just to the left of the witness stand, be-
gan sobbing softly.

The ‘state completed the cross-examina-
tion of Charles H. Moy at noon, and in
dealing with his testimony directed its
strongest attack against the circumstances
under which the federation, at: the sugges-
tion of Jack Simpkins, came to the relief
of Orchard when arrested for killing
Steunenberg.”

Senator. Borah, who conducted the ex-
amination, emphasized the connection of
Jack Simpkins and the, federation, and
the fact that.the federation, without in-
quiry as to the guilt or innocence of Or-
chard, gave $1,500 from its treasury to
provide for his defense.

He also developed the fact that the fed-
eration - is providing for the defense of
Steve Adams, who is charged with killing
two claim-jumpers at the instigation of
Jack Simpkins.

Moyer denied knowing anything about
the $100 that Haywood sent to Jack
Simpkins a few days before Steunenberg
was assassinated and which is traced to
Orchard by an unsigned note he got at
Caldwell jail and a coincidence of dates.

Haywood Testifles. \

William D. Haywood was called to the
stand immediately after the recess and his

examination by Mr. Darrow was begun. |

Haywood was first questioned as to his
family history. He declared he’ never
knew Governor- Steunenberg and had no
interest ‘in the Coeur d’Alenes troubles
other than as a member of the federation.
The witness denied that he ever said to
anyone, as has been testified that Gov-
ernor Steunenberg should be exterminat-

ed.

“T think what T said was that he should
be .relegated,” he eaid, “gnd I took a
hand in relegating him.”

Haywood was elected pecretary-treasurer
of the Western Federation of ‘Miners, in

1901, an office ‘which he nominally “fillsy
His salary is $150 a month. The federa-'
tion, he said, has always taken active in-
terest in politics, one of its objects being

to elect its candidates and defeat its en- .

emies. It has also taken a deep interest,
in labor measures, affecting all clasees of
workingmen.

He denied this flatly as Moyer, did yes-
terday, that Orchard was at flederation,
headquarters in December 1903, and that
he had congratulated Orchard on blow-.
ing up the Vindicator mine. ;

Haywood corroborated what Moyer testi-,
fied to yesterday as to the circumstances.
of Orchard’s accompanying the president
of the federation to Ouray (Colo.) )

«“When Moyer asked Orchard if he had|
sny firearms,” eaid Haywood, “Onchard,
unbuttoned his vest, reached way down!
in his belt and pulled a 45 i six-'
chooter. It must have been a fook and a
half long. I asked him what he was go-!
ing to do with that thing. He eaid he
would take it to Ouray. I said: ‘Do yous
think those fellows down there are going,
to wait till you undress yourself to geti
that gun? ”’

Haywood told of Moyer’'s return from
Ouray to Denver in 1804, in custody of &
detachment of militia. Haywood was,
himself, a prisoner. Haywood at his own
request was allowed to meet Moyer at the
depote

The witness told how he had just greet-
ed Moyer at the depot when General
Bulkely Wells interfered and Haywood.
struck Wells.

“What happened then?’

“The soldiers set upon me and I gol
much the worst of it.”

Haywood said that he heard nothing of
the Independence depot explosion or the
murder of Lyte Gregory until after they
happened. Orchard, he said, had never
approached him in conmection with either
of these matters, nor had he ever men-
tioned them to him in any way.

The federation, Haywood declared, had
never had any difficulty with Gregory. >

As to Johnny Neville, the witness eaid
he had never met or spoken to the man.

“Did you ever give Orchard at any time’
or place any money for the Independence
explosion?”’ asked Mr. Darrow.

“1 did not.”

“Did you and Moyer ever have a con-
versation with Orchard in Pettibone’s
back yard, or anywhere else, as to the
killing of Governor Steunenberg?”’

INTERNATIONAL BOUNDARY
MARKS ABOUT COMPLETE

Line Between: Rocky Mountains and Pacific Coast Has Been
Marked by Monuments, and the Commission of the
Two Governments Will Take Over the Work at Once.

(Special ' to The Tolograph.)

Ottawa, July+ 11—The work of defining
the internatiorsal boundary line from the
Rocky Mountdins to the Pacific coast,
will be completed in a few days. W. F.
King, chief astronomer of Canada, and
Otto H. Tittrpann, superintendent of the
coast, and Geodetic survey of the United
States, leave Ottawa on Monday to in-
spect the work. They will be joined in
the west by Br. €. D. ¥ alcott, a former
director of the United States gaological
survey and now secretary of the Smith-
gonian Institgte at Washington.

These three gentlemen were appointed
a commission in 1892 to re-survey and
mark by monuments all the boundary

line from Tiake Superior to the Pacific
ocean. Surweyors have been at work on

that part west of the summit of the Rocky
Mountains, which is now about complet
ed. About all of the monuments hava
been placed on behalf of the two govern-
ments.

The international boundary line was
first defined by the treaty of 1846 as fol-
Jowing the forty-ninth parallel from the
Rocky Mountains to the ocean. It was
surveyed by a joint commission who work-
ed from 1859 to 1863. The survey then
made was by no means complete. Long
stretches in the mountaing were left
wholly undefined. The purpose of the
present operations is to replace the old
monuments, which were generally cairnsg
of stones by more permanent ones and te
survey the portions of the line over the
mountains which were not touched by the
previous commission, and to place marke

wherever necessary.
