Same New Books.

“The Communistic Societies of the 
United States” (Harper & Bros., New 
Yqrk) Is a valuable work by Charles 
Kordhoff. Travelling from Maine to 
Kentucky, and across the continent to 
Oregon, Mr. Nordhoff found eight so­
cieties Illustrating successful commun­
ism, although these number 72 communes, 
the Shakers alone boasting 68 communi­
ties. They were established so lar hack 
as 1794, the youngest cited, only twenty- 
two years since. The eight societies 
number about 5,000 souls, own over 150,- 
000 acres of. land, and own at least 
*12,000,000, or above $2,000 per head, 
the accumulation of patient Industry, 
starting almost without capital. The 
body of Mr. Nordhoff’s book gives de­
tailed Information about the principles, 
customs, property and economical and 
social life of these societies, with direct 
narratives both historical and of personal 
observation, and to these are added brief 
descriptions of non commnnistlc but 
largely co-operative plans, like Vinchard- 
This Is full of valuable, suggestive and 
interesting Information. In his Introduc­
tion, Mr. Nordhoff discusses and depre­
cates the Trades Unions as the direct 
opposite of the communes, being thor­
oughly selfish, tending to keep the best 
men down to the l|ne of the lowest,driv­
ing as many as possible out of decent 
employment, dividing the true associa­
tion of Interests between labor and capl 
tal, and keeping the laborer a hireling all' deel7 
his life. Tv all this the true communistic 
spirit is altogether opposed,and the work 
Is conclnded-wtth a comparative and radi­
cal estimate of the possibilities of the 
principle. As a matter of economical 
science, Mr. Nordhoff considers the com­
munistic principle an excellent one, and 
despite such mistakes as many of them 
make, he thinks the social state Is more 
comfortable than with the average class 
outside. But he does not think the 
chances for the general development of 
the communistic system great. A bibli­
ography of the subject and a general in-v> 
dex complete an admirable book. For 
sale at McMillan's.
, “Remains of Lost Empires,” by P. V.
N. Myers (IIarpea.& Bros., New York) Is 
an illustrated work on Asia, the materials 
\for which were gained by the author and 
ils brother while travelling In that quar­
ter of the globe. The author wanted to 
see the Himalayas for the study of ancient 
glacial action, and his brother, an enthu­
siastic student of botany, desired to ex­
amine the flora of their elevated forests 
and table lands. They went to Egypt 
and Palestine, across the Syrian desert, 
through Babylonia and Persia, examining 
the famous ruins of the way, then to the 
Himalayas, and then descended to the 
olnlns of India and studied the antiqui­
ties of that country. The book Is not an 
edited diary, not a record of travel, but 
a compilation of materials gathered at 
the ancient shrines of great empires that 
are lost indeed. It treats of the ruins of 
Palmyra; the ruined cities ot northern 
Syria ; the trip across the Mesopotamian 
plains ; the ruins of Nlnevali; rafting on 
ihc Tigris; Bagdad, Its history, sights 
lînd scenes; the ruins of Babylon; the 
lower Tigris and Sbat-el-Arab ; caravan 
life In Persia; the valley of Shiraz; the 
ruins of Persepolls ; the vale o< Cashmere 
and Its ruined temples; monuments of the dec21nws • 
great Mogul Empire In India; devotes a 
chapter to the discussion of progress In 
ihe East; and has an appendix on the 
i.nctent glaciers among the Himalayas.
