raising of stock, fattening hogs for market, 
and other modes of increasing the product of 
land. Some parts of the country had scar- 
cily been touched by the fever of speculation, 
and were pursuing their ordinary course of 
quiet industry. This, indeed, may be said 
of Lower Canada generally. The lumber 
interest, that great source of wealth and em­
ployment, had been comparatively unharmed, 
and the parties engaged in it, and places de­
pended upon it, had done well. Great num­
bers of mechanics had left the country, so 
that what work remained to be done gave 
employment to the remaining hands. And 
if knowledge of the disease is half the cure, 
the country was half cured of its depression, 
for every one, by that time, had found out 
his real position, and the cause of it. So 
opened 1859.

The close of 1859 exhibited a marked im­
provement. There had been an abundant 
harvest, and the great staples of agriculture 
had commanded good prices. The mountain 
of indebtedness had been perceptibly lower- 
ed,—great numbers of old and long-standing 
debts had been paid,—the storekeeper who 
had stood through the panic, was in good 
spirits, partly because of debts being paid 
him, and partly because he had better pros- 
pects of the remainder. Many debts which 
had been marked “bad” in 1858 were now 
put down as only “doubtful,” and many then 
marked “doubtful,” had become ‘good.' — 
Retrenchment and economy were beginning 
to bear fruit, and there had arisen a thorough 
determination to persevere in such a course 
until difficulty was entirely removed. Mean 
while the lumber business was going on and 
extending; manufacturers were taking root 
in Montreal, giving rise to employment and 
wealth ; trade was becoming healthy and 
vigorous ; new channels of enterprise were 
opening up in the groat regions of the north- 
west; while in the east, the navigation of 
St. Lawrence was being improved, agricul- 
ture steadily pursued, and the fisheries of our 
coasts developed.

Thus opened the year 1860. At its close 
we must first acknowledge the bounty of 
Providence in giving us an abundant harvest. 
Such a year of increase this land has perhaps 
never known. The earth.has brought forth 
of every seed after his kind, and every fruit 
after his kind, in profusion. We have had 
not only large crops of wheat, but of all 
grains; we have had abundance too of all 
kinds of vegetables and fruits. We have 
fodder for our cattle in the winter, and abun- 
nance of food both for man and beast. This 
year, therefore, has seen great progress in 
"the reduction of liabilities and paying off old 
debts. Judgments, executions and chattle 
mortgages, have been got rid of in great 
numbers, and many a man who begun the 
year a slave, so to speak, is now free ; and 
many more who have been toiling in dark­
ness and despondency, begin to see daylight! 
through the gloom. Years may elapse be­
fore they throw off the entire burden of debts, 
but they now hope to do it, and hope with 
good reason. The good harvest of last year 
gave a stimulus to agricultural improve­
ments, which were in danger of being neg­
lected through sheer discouragement. Pro­
gress has been general throughout the year, 
and in all parts signs of enterprise and in­
dustry are visable. Trade, commerce and 
manufactures have been vigorously prosecut­
ed, and, for the most part, with good returns. 
Our mechanics and farm laborers have done 
well, and we make special mention in this 
connection of one striking fact. In a West- 
tern town, which suffered as severely as any 
other from the panic of 1857, the deposits in 
its Savings Bank have steadily increased for 
some time back, and are now double the a- 
mount they were a year ago. Thus, on all 
sides, so far as this country is concerned, 
there is reason for congratulation and thank 
fulness. Not that there have been no indi­
vidual disasters and reverses. These there 
ever will be. Not that we have no cause to 
tremble while we rejoice. The clouds on the 
horizon, to the South of us, have not yet 
passed away. But while we fear, we may 
still be hopeful; and commencing the New 
Year with a spirit of hopefulness, of industry 
of economy and of enterprise, we may look 
forward, by the blessing of God, to success 
in 1861.— Witness.

he would probably never have found occasion 
to mount those wells. But this wild, im- 
possible, bloodthirsty schema, of which we 
have so long willingly borne the odium, has 
been executed. It has been executed with 
entire success. What, in a military point 
of view has it cost ? The march to Pekin 
has been just what so many facetious people 
have so often reminded us that we had pre- 
dieted -as easy as a march to Hounslow.— 
The army is in lull health—rather better 
then it would have been in English barracks. 
The supplies have never failed, the country 
people have not been hostile, and the walls 
of Pekin have not been eut, nor have any 
other of those certain measures been taken 
to deluge the plain with water. We have 
not been overwhelmed by the numbers of the 
Chinese forces ; and the flight of the Emper- 
or has nut been found so complete a check- 
mate as was prophesied. As to the humani­
ty part of the question, not a town has been 
bombarded, and not half a-dozen Chinamen, 
so far as we have been informed, have lost 
their lives. The Tartar troops hare,indeed, 
been met in arms, and some Tartar forts 
have been battered down, but the whole of 
the bloodshed of this decisive campaign bas 
certainly not been greater than that perpe­
trated io any one of those useless operations 
which were constantly occurring about our 
local squabbles. It is hard to guage the 
obstinacy and treachery of the beureaucracy 
at Pekin, or to prophesy the issue of the race 
which will now be run between the inter- 
tWining commercial interests of Chinese and 
European traders and the lading memory of 
the lesson which is now strong upon the 
minds of the Tartars; but we believe this 
Treaty will be kept, and the strongest seals 
to secure it will be the footprints of the En­
glish soldiers upon the walls of Pekin.

Our hardest loss in this great national 
gain is that occasioned by the treachery of 
the Tartar General and the cruelty of the 
Mandarians.

January 2, 1861.ROCKY MOUNTAINS. 

To the Editor of the Globe

CALIFORNIA GULCH, Dec. 10. 1860.
Sir —Permit me through the columns of 

your valuable papers to inform your many 
readers of the present and future prospects 
of the few persons who have remained in 
those mountains, and intend to remain dur- 
ing the winter months. The residents of 
this gulch (who number at this present time 
about three hundred) have great hopes for 
the future. Perhaps it would be as well to 
state where they are located. California 
Gulch lie* south-west from Denver city about 
one hundred and twenty-five miles, on the 
west side of an east branch of the snowy' 
range, one hundred miles north-west of Can- 
on city, and two hundred and eighty miles 
north of Taos, New Mexico, about six miles 
from the origin of the Arkansas River. We 
are calculating that about ten thousand per­
sons will migrate to this section of the min­
ing region this coming spring. There ere 
rich dissoveries lately made very near those 
diggings. —a gulch, thirteen miles long, and 
ranging from one hundred to three hundred 
feet wide, which prospects from three to 
twenty-five cents to the pan. There is also 
seven belts of gold quartz lodes proved to be 
very rich—supposed to be richer than the 
noted Gunnel Lode at Gregery Diggings. 
There ere also several belts of gold lodes 
lately discovered and prove it to be very rich 
quartz. Crossing at the head of this Cali- 
fornia Gulch, discovered by Col. Austin of 
California, there is, it is said, also a rich 
lode discovered in Iowa Guleh, which, if true 
is very rich. The number of gold-bearing 
lodes lately discovered around here has cre­
ated great excitement, so much so that Mr. 
A. E. Hickman, who owns the celebrated 
White’s quartz mill at Gregory Diggings, 
has left for St. Louis for three twelve stamp- 
eis, to be located on the belt of lode* first 
mentioned. He affirms they are the richest 
lodes that have come under his observation. 
His mill, at Gregory, turn* out of the Gun­
nel lode, at the rate of one thousand dollars 
per day, running twenty-four hours. We 
expect that one year from next season there 
will be one hundred quartz mille in opera­
tion within twenty miles from this place. 
There are also several silver lodes lately dis­
covered within twenty miles from this place. 
The ones supposed to be the richest are the 
Pauls Lode, Washoe Lode, Chicago Lode, 
Laporte Lode ; they are all on the same 
mountain, but the different localities are dif­
ferently named. The discoveries have actu­
ally produced the pure silver from those 
lode* by a simple furnace of wood; and out 
of about one hundred pounds of ore panned 
out of the ashes eight ounces and some 
pennyweights of pure silver, besides the 
many specimens of orc with silver drops at- 
tsched. This I have seen and know to be 
the case.

The weather has been delightful. A very 
slight fall of snow came on the 3rd December 
—about six inches. There was also a slight 
snow a few days previously, which is fast 
wasting away. Mining operations are still 
pursued by the few remaining as much as 
during the summer months. Claim Nd. 
16 is turning out now at the rate of $40 to 
the man per day Other claims averaging 
from $5 to $25 per day to the hand. We 
hear of rich diggings beings, this last week 
discovered near Tanzall, and reports say 
averaging from $5 to $50 to the pan of dirt.

Provisions scarce in this section of the 
mountain*.'. Flour retails at |20 per 100 lbs. 
and we expect to pay $30 in March. Bac­
on 840 per 100 lbs. Sugar $40. Coffee $35. 
Tea—Imperial, 82. Butter $1 50 per lb., 
scarce at that. Hay 10c. per lb., or $200 
per ton. Fresh beef 15c. per lb., wholesale 
on foot $6 per 100 lbs. There are quite a 
number of beef cattle in market, and the 
market is glutted but they are holding on for 
Onions 25c. per lb. and scarce. Potatoes 
—none. Freights from Denver city to this 
place, 15c. per 1b. We bear by express 
that Col. Jones’ train of goods at Fort Gar- 
land, with seventy-five yoke of cattle, have 
all perished ; the goods will remain there till 
next spring. The entrance to those mines 
are completely blocked up for heavy freight 
terms till next April. We do not expect 
any provisions of any consequence till that 
time. Receipts of flour and produce at 
Denver city are very large and dull sale ow­
ing to high freights to the mountains, and 
the impossibility of crossing the Snowy

The advices brought to England by the 
last West African mail state that the mon­
ster who is known as King of Dahomey has 
actually sacrificed 1,700 human beings in 
honor of his predecessor, and intends to com­
plete the number of victime to 2,500.

THE SOUTHERN EMBROGLIO. 
THX REIGN Or TERROR BEGUN.

The Albany Evening Journal has the fol­
lowing :—

" It has been noticed and wondered at 
that the South Carolina Convention have as 
yet devised no means to raise the money in- 
dispensable to carry on a separate national 
existence, with the exception of the Loan of 
$400,000, and that nothing is published in 
regard to the takers of that. But there is a 
phase of this matter, which is sedulously con- 
cealed from Northern ears and eyes. It is 
beginning to leak out now. through private, 
but reliable information, that merchants and 
other men of property are compelled by 
threats of personal violence to become sub­
scribers to the State Loan Some who were 
told that if they did not pay $1000 each, 
their houses would be torn down over their 
heads, hare paid it and then fled for their 
own safety and that of their families, to cities 
farther North. It is also reported, and there 
is no reason to doubt the truth of the report, 
that a tax has been privately leaded on slave- 
holders, of 816 per head for each slave own- 

!ed by them—a tax so onerous that, in some 
cases, the slaves will be confiscated in order 
to meet it. Of course all this is kept care­
fully out of the publie news and official pro­
ceeding*. Those ′ Secret Sessions’ which 
the Convention is daily holding doubtlew 
take cognizance of these and similar matters. 
It shows to what straits the Secessionists 
have already reduced themselves, and how 
they are sowing the discontent among their 
own adherents."

The Washington correspondent of the New 
York Times confirms the above :—

“ I learn from Charleston that the propos­
ed State Loen of $400,000 i* already par­
celled out among the wealthiest men of the 
State, mainly in Charleston, and that each 
one is expected to furnish his share under 
the penalty of being considered disaffected. 
It will be a forced loan as thoroughly as was 
ever any loan during the French revolution 
or during the chronic revolutions of Mexico. 
The truth is, the secession movement is in 
the hand* of the mob, and the planters, mer­
chants, and other men of substance are pow­
erless against them.’
