third articles of that Treaty, and all copies of aIl letters and despatches between Her
Majesty'sGovernment and those of the United Statea of America and of Canada on the
saine subject since the rendering of the award.

The question of concurrence being put theeon, the same was resolved in the
affirmative, and it was

Ordered, That the said Addreus be presonted to His Excelloncy the Governor
General by such Members of this House as are Members of the Privy Council.

That an hjimble Address be presented to His Excollency the Governor neral

praying that His Excellenoy will cause to be laid befbre this House, all surveys and
reports made by -any Government Engineer within the last six years, In relation to
the breakwater at West Arichat, in the Island of Cape Breton.

The question 'of concurrence being put thereon, the same was resolved in the
affirmative, and it was

Ordered, That the said Addres be presented to His Excellency the Governor
General by such Members of this House as are Members of the Privy Counoil.
