PREAMBLE

COThis code has Deen established to provide students with a means of self- 
discipline. It is not meant as a replacement to the laws governing the 
cuamusuity as a whole but as an alternative, whereby the Ihivcrsity recognizes 
the special environment it creates and chooses to discipline students in that 
light. ,

C. STUDENT POLICE SANCTIONS: (a) Fine up to and including fifty dollars ($50.00); AND/OR 
(b) Restriction of student social privileges.

The Student Police sliall coagnise such members and shail perform such 
duties as specified in the Code or as shall be assigned by the Commissioner 
of Student Discipline from time to time. The Student Police shall be con­
stituted and shall be responsible to the Student Representative Council as 
set forth in S.R.C. Resolution 5.

*• OFFENCE: Any on-duty Student Police Force personnel who fails tc wear 
the required form of external identification identifying him or herself 
as a mesurer of the Student Police Force at a f(auction to which he or 
she is assigned is guilty of an offence.
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D. SUPERVISORY BOARD ASANCTIONS: (a) Fine up to and including fifty dollars ($50.00); 

(b) Dismissal frem the Student Police Force.

6. The residences of the University of New Brunswick may adopt the Code 
for use in their Residence Disciplinary Conmittee anu, where such adoption is 
made, Division A and f. only of this tiodc shall apply to the Residence 
Disciplinary Connûttec. Where the adoption is made by the residence, the 
jurisdiction of the Code shall apply to a student living in a University 
residence. A student shall not be prosecuted by the Student Disciplinary Comm­
ittee if being prosecuted by the Residence Disciplinary Conmittee for the 
offence.

F. RULES OF PROCEDURE BPi

of their duties.
