No classes on Jewish holida y

The faculty of arts council has passed a motion to suspend classes on the
Jewish holidays of Rosh Hashanah, Yom Kippur and the Passover. The
recommendation goes to the senate for approval. Both first and second
terms would last 14 weeks with a three-week Christmas break separating the
two. The council overruled objections that the university as a publicly
funded institution had no right to formally observe non-official Jewish
holidays. The council also banned take-home examinations or classroom
testsin the last week of classes of both terms.
