Q. And any time you saw lumber people or other people
taking timber off these Islands---Hope or Beckwith---
they were Jjust camping there until they got thelr timber
off?Y A, Yes.
Qs+ And the same with the fishing parties you spoke to
Mr. Ludwig about? #ou just came there for a few days?
A. Yes.
