THEY WILL FIGHT.

The Tory leaders have not yet met to con-
sider their conrse of action, but the utter-
ances of their inspired organs in the press
have no room for doubt that their policy is to
be fighting, The Home Rule Bill will be
contested clause by clanse and line by line,
and every device of Parliamentary obstruc-
tion will e used to defeat it.  Nor can there
he any donubt that when the Bill reaches the
House of Lords it will be thrown out. The
peers might have hesitated to take such dar-
ing action had Gladstone obtained a major-
ity in Great Britain, but with the Liberals
in an actual minerity of British votes it may
be taken as absolutely certain that no quarter
will be given to them by their hereditary
foes.

In every quarter the general election now
ending is r led merely as preliminary to
a great strnggle to come, probably in the
summer of next year. TheTory and Liberal
news papers alike are already exhorting their
partisans to take care that their names are
placed on the new register of voters which
will be made up at the end of this month, in
my constituencies, successful as well us
unsue ful, the candidates are making
their personal arrangements on the assump
tion that a vear of hard work is before them,

THE NATIONALISTS,

Of the fifty-two Ivish seats which a year
ago Timothy Harrington confidently pre-
dicted would be won by the Parnellites, only
nine have been secured by that faction—a re
sult which speaks highly for the good sense
and patriotism of the people. A large Nation
alist majority was never in doubt, but few
people believed that the factionists would be so
utterly routed, Upon the eve of the gen ral
elaction Harrington made what he described
as a general offer, made solely in the inter-
est of peace. There should be no contests i
Nationalist constitnencies if thirty-three s
were allotted to his party. But if the offer
were rejected he and his friends *wonld
make it hot in every sense of the word ” for
the Nationalists all over Ireland. In order
to avoid contests which would let in Tories
the Nationalists offered the Parnellites
twelve seats, but that offer, generous in the
cirenmstances, was contemptuously rejected
with the result that while proving to the
world their own insignificance, the Parnelites
have made a it to the Tories of five
Nationalist seats. The Tories are as much
chagrined as the Parnellites. They had
counted, in their ignorance of Ireland, upon
the presence in the new Parliament of an
Ivish party almost equally divided, and they
would have been preparved to pay a high
price for Parnellite support against Glad-
stone, but that assistance is now se reely
worth purchasing. Meanwhile, however, the
Parnellites are gratuitously playing the Tory
game by endeavoring to sow distrust between
1he Nationalists and the Liberals. The Dub
lin Independent, the chief Parnellite organ,
gave prominence to a ridiculous statement,
purporting to emanate from London, to the
effect that Gladstone had decided, with the
consent of the Irish members, to shelve home
rule, in order to give him an opportunity of
reforming the electoral system. This state-
ment is an impudent and malicious fabrica-
tion. Gladstone will proceed with his Home
Rule scheme with the least possible delay.
I'lie Irish leaders had positive assurances to
that effect before the general election comn-
menced.

THE FUTURE.

Mr. Gladstone is now resting in the
Scottish Highlands, but he will be in London
next week in order to confer with his lieute-
nants as to the course to be parsued at the
reassembling  of Parliament on ' Aug 4.
It is understood that Lord Salisbury has
made up his mind not to retire gracefully,
but will wait to be kicked out. He argues
that the ‘numerical strength of the Tory
party still exceeds that of any other single
