(We copy the following notice of this excel-
lent man, whose death was reported a few
weeks since, from a letter which appears in the
-« Central Christian Advocate,” from the Rev.
T. Bowman Stephenson.—Ed. P. W.)

English Methodism has just sustained a
great loss by the death of Rev. Thomas Vasey.
Mr. Vacey bas been for many years one of the
most powerful and spiritual preaclicrs amongst
us, and at the Corference before last received
more than 150 votes for the presidency. His
election last Conference to the chbair would
have been safe if he could have attended. DBut
shortly before the session commenced he was
taken ill. It was not generally expected that
his death would be so soon. But God knows
best what to do with his servants, and our
triend has gone from us. Ilis death was one
of the most glorious in the annals of our Church.
It must become historical. I am fortunate
enough to be able to send you particulars of it,
from the most authentic sources.

The combi-
nation produced violent couy ulsions and inter-
nal agony.

About three weeks betore bis departure Mr.
Vasey woke in the night with deathly feelings,
and believed bimself dying be said ** Dying is
serious work, it is a solemn thing for a buman
soul with iatelligent perceptions of what death
is. But Jesus is near to belp and to save, and
through bim I shall bave victory. Satan does
not reign, death does not reign, the grave does
not reign, but Jesus reigns. Glory to God !
I bave the faith of Cbrist in my soul. Iam
sure that through him I shall be accepted and
saved. I feel now as ready to to die as to go
into the next room. It is only rising to a high-
er position, like going from breaking stones on
the highway to a more respectable vocation. 1
should bhave been glad to have lived longer,
but I do not wisk to live from any selfish teel_
ing, or for family motives, but to d» good.”

Addressing his sons, Mr. Vasey said, ‘Do
every thing to receive the favor of God, and
leave all results with him.

«« Strive to purify your motives and elevate
your aims every day aud every thing will come
right in the end.

«¢ Copy the old Methodists ; they might not
be polished or learned, but they went to the
root of the matter. Their preaching bad in it
the very marrow of the Gospel. Repentance
toward God, and faith in our Lord Jesus
Christ. The witness ot the Spirit, and devo-
tedness of life.

« Never be fascinated with the glare and tin-
sel of the world, or you will be ready to do
anything to get rich. You will often be in-
clined to an expenditure according to your de-
sires, and not according to what is right; but
always keep within your income : that is the se-
cret of a comtortable and bappy home now-a-
days. Make friends with a worthy man where-
ever you find him, without regard to his being
rich or poor. Always reverence a saint when
you see him. I'm not tired of the world yet,
I should like to live a good deal longer yet.
