EXPEGT. TO' BE GOING FL
* ON'LARGE ORDERS JUST RECEIVED; ﬁm:mw“

“We expectto be turning out from
eighty to a hundred tir per day
next week,” said Superintendent
Davis of the Tiger Tire‘and Rubber
Co'y Limited of Belleville, on Friday
afternoon showing a party ‘of rubber
experts and others over the big plant
in north . west' ‘Belleville. Several
weeks hence the output will reach it
is expected, one hundred and twen-
ty-five per day. A 1 arge ‘order for
Tiger tires has just been received.

The miembers of the 'party were
agreeably surprised at what they saw
during their inspection. The plant is
in operation and shows the progress
of manufacfure step by step from the
raw rubber to the manufactured tire
ready to be placed on the market.

How Tire is Built.

The party were first shown the
raw rubber, then were directed inta
that portion of the plant where the
various ingredients of c¢ommercial
rubber are stored and mixed with the
raw rubber. They were next shown
where the rubber is put through
the mills under great pressure and
where the subber was rolled in-
to the fabric. ‘Individual dynamos
operate these huge machines.. In the
adjacent section of the works the

* ‘Yisitors saw the rolled 'rubber and
fabrie built up into a tire. The rub-,
ber and fabric are first cut and then
then passed to the workmen whe
build it up on the forms. The tire is
turned over to the vulcanizing plant,
where it is encased in a mould
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w‘hich only. partly closes at the start
It is then placed in the heater or ovex
where heat is applied. It is at first
subjected to .. a .pressure of 500
pounds fo the squnare inch and later
to that of 1500 pounds, the mould
gradually closing. The time for the
vulcanization of the fabric and rub-
ber into a homogeneous tire is one
hour and twenty minutes.

Mr. Davis also explained the manu
facture of vubber tubes,

The Tiger factory has quite a large
staff of operatives. ‘These will be in-
creased in number-as will the classes
of rubber goods furned put.
