Mr. Thomas Harris has been in the
city for several days. He is a pioneer of
the White Grouse section of the Goat
River division. He has been in that sec-
tion for the past six years and says it is
a most promising mining section and will
be heard from m t
ore producing points of the Kootenays.

‘n the neighborhood of where Mr. Harrs
1;185 madeghhis locations the grownd has
been staked for a distance of 12 gmks. It
is a gold, silver and copper section. The
veins are large and run largely in capper,
which metal they carry to the extemt of
from 6 to 23 per cent with good values in
gold and silver. The section has attract-
ec the attention of capitalists and Hugh
Sutherland and Mann & McKenzie have
made extensive purchases of claims
there. On ome of the groups owned by
Mann & McKenzie a shaft of 40 fzet has
been sunk and it has a good showing of
ore. Assays show that the ore from the
group goes 7 1-2 per cent in copper, $3 t0
88 in gold and from 50 to 60 ounces n
silver. This was the average obtained
from 70 assays. Mr. Harris says he amd
his associates own 16 claims in one group.
In the higher portions of the ground the
veins on the group are from 6 to 8 feet
ir width and in the lower places in the
basins they are from 18 to 18 feet.
Twenty-one assays from these properties
revealed that the ore went from 20 to 23
per cent in copper and also carried con-
siderable silver and gold, averaging about
840 in all values..
