GREAT FUTURE
Hon. A. G. Blair Says the North­

west is Fast Filling up- 
Many Americans.

Montreal, Nov. 2.—Hon. A. G. Blair, 
Minister of Railways and Canals, 
who has just returned from an offi­
cial trip through the Northwest as 
far as the Pacific Coast, announced 
to-day that four more railroads were 
required to take charge of the emi- 
grant, wheat and general traffic, add­
ing that "there is a great future be- 
fore’a Government nail way in that 
country. As a result of my visit I 
hope, as Minister of Railways, to 
show Parliament the necessity of a 
Government railway through the 
west. The future of the Dominion 
lies greatly in the district beyond 
the great lakes."

Mr. Blair declared that Canada’s 
Northwest is rapidly tilling up, add- 
ing: "The Americans are coming in­
to Canada to make their homes in 
Canada. In a generation I think it 
will be impossible to tell the Ameri- 
can settler from the Canadian stock. 
I visited the chief centres of the 
western states to see what were the 
chances of a still greater number 
finding their way into this country. 
I prophesy that next year at least 
100,000 Americans will settle in the 
Northwest. They are a greet peo- 
pie to realize what is a good thing 
when they see it, and they have found 
that they can get excellent lend at 
a fair price. And this is only the be­
ginning, as the movement will go 
increasing all the time."
