Captured May Stores.

London, Jan. 2.—The Dally Mail's
correspondent at Rensburg, in  a de-
spateh conflrming the success of Gen.
French, says that the British artil-
lery opened the battle. The Boers
were somewhat taken by surprise, but
replied vigorously. The artillery com-
bat lasted for two hours. The Brit-
i“h gunuers wer2 remarkably accurate
in. tleir fire. The enemy’s Hotchkiss
gun frst collapsed, and then their big
guit was sllenced, but the others did
not cease firing until the Boers gradu-
ally fell back. The Hotchkiss gun was
abandoned and the British captured
it, but the others were withdrawan
to the north, shelling the British
cavalry without damagze. The advanc-
iz guns of the British speedily si
lenced them.

Many wagons were captured from
the enemy, wogether with a consider-
able quantity of stores.

The British losses were quite slight.

No Official News.

London, Jan. 2.—Nothing official is
kuown of Gen. ench's success, nor
has any so'ld account been received
ol what actually happened at Coles-
berg. No doubt Gen. IFrench, possess-
ing as "he do2s a mobile force, has
been keeping the invaders busy.

According to the Telegraph’'s corre-
spondent at Naauwpoort, who dates
his despatch Dec. 31st, the initial
retreat of the Boers, which seems to
have occurred on Sunday, was prob-
ably owing to the: rains flooding the
Orange River. This correspondent says
that Gen. French made an excellient
reconnassiance, getting right around
the Boer position. He adds: ** Last
night our pickets - reported that the
Boers were striking their camp. In
the early merning they retreated

northward. Remington's guides have
entered Colesberg and reported it
yacated. An attack has been made

to-day, and a strong force moved for-

ward, but it had to return without
an encounter.”
The incident furnishes the papers

with welcome headlines, and gives the
crities an opportunity to point out the
moral usefulness of mounted troops
combatting the Boers.
