Sir Wilfrid and Mr. Lemieux Said 
the Public Must be Protected 
From Accidents—Will Consult
Minister of Justice and Number 
of Railways.

Ottawa, Ont., Jan. 30.—(Special).— 
Hbtvey Hall, legislative representa­
tive of the railway employees, intro- 
iuted a delegation of railway men to 
the Premier and Minister of Labor in 
to 3 of the Railway Committee rooms 
of the House of Commons to-day. 
there were about 80 in all. The repre- 
lented the engineers, firemen, eon- 
iuctors, trainmen and telegraphers, 
the delegation asked that the penalty 
lection, 415 of the Railway Act. be 
intended by striking out the words, 
"or negligently violates any of the 
bydaws, rules or regulations of the 
tompany of its directors.” The rail- 
ray employees feel that the two 
rords “or negligently,” are now too 
literally interpreted, with the result 
that unreasonable and unjust prose­
cution followed in a number of cases. 
If the old clause was amended it 
would conform to sections 233 and 284 
ef the Criminal Code.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier did not feel that 
the request should be granted, aF- 
theugh he recognized that the rail­
way men had a grievance, and he 
would ask the Minister of Justice 
and Minister of Railways to look 
Into the matter. The protection of the 
public had to be safeguarded.

Mr. Lemieux spoke in a similar 
strain. It may be said that if the 
words were struck out the railway 
nen would only be liable for wilfully 
tisobeying orders.

Method of Preservation Yet to 
Tested on Large Scale.

It is claimed that frozen milk kepi 
over a month in a refrigerating room 
showed no change in taste on thawing, 
and that the cream remained evenly 
mixed throughout the solid mass, not 
rising, as it would when milk is merely 
kept liquid at low temperature. Milk 
for freezing would need to be in fresh, 
clean condition when frozen, else its 
keeping period would be very short after 
melting. If this plan ever comes into

Starting Seeds Indoors.
Any one who intends to start seeds 

indoors need* a knowledge of various 
facts concerning each variety—the length 
of time needed for germination, the time 
required for the plant to reach the 
blooming or fruitage stage, and whether 
it can be transplanted to the open 
ground with safety in early spring, or 

t until considerably fated. For in­
stance, says Suburban Life, chrysanthe­
mum seeds will germinate in from five 
to tea days, but the plants require a 
very long season of growth before flow­
ering. and the person who gets ahead of 
Jack Frost must sow the seeds not later i 
than March first—and earlier, if possible. 1 
With varieties which germinate quickly, 
grow rapidly and bloom early, the sow 
ing should be delayed at least a month, i 
to avoid the trouble of repeated trans- ! 
planting, to prevent the seeding plants ; 
from getting, ‘leggy” and weak. 1
