Melancholy Case of Drowning. 
—On Wednesday, 30th ult., four men 
belonging to Broad Cove, lit their 
liomes early in the morning in a boat 
with a view of procuring some bait .

A great expenditure of capi­
tal, (especially in this Island where the 
very sand and stone are to be imported 
from distant lands) is necessarily re_ 
quired to the production of monuments 
of this kind. The magnificent build­
ing then, which we look upon with »d~ 
miration, bespeaks in an unmhtakeubie 
manner of the untired energy of the re­
spected Prelate under whose direction it 
is erected, and, of the liberality of his 
faithful people who, it appears, answer­
ing to his calls, spare neither labor nor 
money for the accompli - huent of this 
holy and costly undertaking, A lasting 
obli; ati >n is conferred u| o i oui Cat holic 
frienris by the execution of this excellent 
work, where energy and genius work 
baud in hand- It will not o -ily be an 
ornament to the Island , but, it will 
give to our neople a taste for tire beau­
ties of architecture, it will infuse into 
the mind of our youth the it axim of 
Jacques Coeur “A coenr vailiaut rien 
a* impossible.”

In no district in this Island have the 
poor fishermen such cause to complain 
than in Harbor Grace.
