The'Order is not concern­
ed with details and gives no indica­
tion of the policy to be pursued in 
the matter of naming Unite, but it 
provides for the disbandment pf every 
militia unit in Canada—a complete 
cleaning of the slate—end the im­
mediate creation of the new force. 
“The- rank and file being automati­
cally discharged,” j says the order, 
“the commanding officer has a clear 
field for re-engagement in suitable 
tanks, and vacancies for new men of 
overseas experience, not former mem­
bers of the unit.”

city valued today at $6,000,000, which 
the late Henry Astor inner!ted from 
his grandfather, John Jacob Astor, 
who bought the land in 1797 for $25,- 
000, will be sold at public auction 
next March, trustees of the estate de­
cided shortly after his death in 1918, 
to dispose of his realty interests.

Henry Astor was the forgotten son 
of William B. Astor, who cut him off 
in 1871 for marrying" MalverinaDine- 
hart, daughter of the gardener on his 
father’s estate near Rhinebeck, N.Y., 
It is estimated he lost $25,000,000 by 
the disapproved marriage. After suf­
fering the ostracism of the family, he 
bought a far mat Copake, Columbia 
county, and lived there in obscurity 
with his wife until his death. During 
the years he lived as a recluse, the 
valuable New York city real esatte 
was held in trust.

MEXICO CITY, Jan. 12.—Earth­

quake shocks were registered at the 
port of Vera Cruz at 6.20 p.m., seem­
ingly of great intensity.

The shock was accompanied by vio­
lent subterranean noises, which con­
tinued until late last night.

EPIDEMIC OF MAIL
THEFTS IN IRELAND 

DUBLIN, Jan. 12.—An epidemic of 
mail holdups is sweeping Ireiand.

Masked men, apparently members 
of a Sinn Fein organization, held up 
the driver of an automobile carrying 
mail near Galway. The men clubbed 
the chauffeur and looted the bags.

Masked bandits riding bicycles held 
up a mail car near Rochfort Bridge, 
looting the mail bags and taking 
money found in registered letters 
There have bèen no arrests.

MEXICO CITY, Jan. 12. — One 
small child is said to be the only 
survivor of all the inhabitants of' the 
village of Santito, State of Puebla, 
which was overwhelmed by poisonous 
gases. Indian refugees ’ arriving at 
'juatur.co from the San Hlguel re­
gion are unable to give any details 
regarding the loss of lives there, but 
say hundreds of persons were killed. 
Six hundred" met death at Barraca 
Grande. Government despatches,which 
were filed after the confusion had 
ended, give estimates of 2000 dead.

SOVIET ARK DOCKS AT
KIEL FOR REPAIRS

BERLIN, Jan. 12.—The American 
transport Buford, the “Soviet Ark,” 
reached Kiel last night and docked 
for repairs. It was not known how 
long the vessel would remain there, 
but her ultimate destination was re­
ported to be either Libau or Riga.
