MR. GIBSON AND HIS CANDIDATE.

Mr. Gibson and his friends evidently
don’t like the name of dictator applied to
the ruler of Marysville. But the title
fits in the present instance. Mr. Gibson
can e over to the Tory convention, nomin-
ated his man—an outsider —and not
another member had the temerity to
question the ruler’s choice. Everybody
meekly submitted, for all knew it, was
Mr. Gibson’s will that Foster should run
in York, and none dare oppose that. As
one member of the convention said to
Tue Herawp, “ Mr. Gibson controls
twelve hundred votes, and can put up
the money, so what was the use of kick-
ing. We simply have to let him run the
thing.” And that is true to some extent
Without Gibson’s influence, the Tory
party would not have the shadow of a
chance in this election, and even with
him, his Nashwaak influence, money bags
and all, they will be soundly beaten if
the Liberals are earnest and united in
support of their nominee. There is
Bureiy enough manhood in York to re-
sist the dictatorship of Mr. Gibson.

Mr. Gibson’s friends affect to be very
indignant because Tue HEerALD made
some reference last week to the'part the
Nashwaak potentate took in the Tory
nomination proceedings. And yet we
have no apology to make. ‘If Mr. Gibson
assumes to control the politics of this
constituency, THE HEeraLD, for one, will
be heard in defence of the independent
thought and manhood of York. Because
Mr. Gibson ig, as Sir John Thompson
would put it, “ beastly rich,” that is no
reason why everybody in York should
fall down and worship him. We admire
Mr. Gibson’s push and enterprise, we
would like to have a share of his gold,
but we have no idea of canonizing or
deifying him because he can count his
wealth in the millions. Mr. Gibson is
known as the lumber king, the cotton
king and the king of the Nashwaak, but
he is not king of York. No doubt if he
elects Mr. Foster he can lay claim to
that-title, but some five or six thousand
electors have a word to say before such
an event can happen.

And Mr. Gibeon’s friends need not
commence to equirm so early in the cam-
paign because their idol is subjected to
criticism. That little $60,000 reference
seems to have hit somebody. Of eourse
the Newcastle board of trade members
are to blame for the whole thing, and if
the railway is sold, the money will go
right into their trouser pockets. Mr.
Gibson will never see a cent ofit. Oh,
no, Mr. Gibson'would not make a bargain
like that during election times. Oh, no,
Mr. Gibson is too conscientious for that,
and if he did do such a thing there
might be unkind, uncharitable people
who would say that Mr. Gibson squeezed
the government into a bargain just.ata
time when they could not stand that sort
of thing. Of course if Mr. Gibson was
arranging the sale of that little piece of
railway, he would be doing it entirely
for his health, just the same as he is into
this election contest as a kind of bracer
to his constitution. Mr. Gibson is a
gentleman far above selfish motives, and

everything he does is for the benefit of -

mhankind generally, and without any
reference to Mr. Gibson. That is one
view of it.

Now we have no particular objection
to Mr. Gibson taking part in the politics
of York. He has generally done so, and
he has a perfect right to do so, but what
we do object to particularly, is the role he
has assumed in this election, in nomin
ating an outsider, and attempting to foist
him upon the electors of York. It is de-
grading to this constituency — to the in-
telligence and manhood of York, to hdve
it go abroad, that because Alexander Gib-
son, the millionaire lumber and cotton
king, has nominated Foster, he is bound
to be elected, and yet that is what
Foster’s friends are eay’ .g. The Finance
Minister himself is boasting that he has
an easy constituency; that he has ac-
cepted nomination in York because he is
sick and not able to throw much physical
vim into the contest. That is what Mr.
Foster and his friends are saying. And
they point to Mr. Gibson and Mr. Gib-
son’s influence—to his alleged twelve
hundred votes and his great wealth —
and they conclude that the whole thing
is settled so far as York -is concerned.
We shall see. Tur HeraLp, for one, is
not disposéd to crawl into its hole and
pull the hole in after it, because Alex-
ander Gibson drove oyer to the Tory
convention and put up an imported can-
didate for election in this constituency.
Never before has an outside candidate been
sprung upon the County of York. It re-
mained for Mr. Gibson and the Tory
party- to introduce the innovation, and we
shall see whether or not the electors are
willing to submit to that kind of dic-
tation.
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EQUAL TO THE OCCASION.

The right about quick movement of the
St. John Sun in its attitude towards Hon.
Dr. Pugsley, reminds one of an anecdote
told at the expense of an Upper Canadian
Conservative editor who, when Sir John
A. Macdonald was premier, unmercifully
attacked a prominent Conservative politi-
cian. Friends of the latter, remonstrated
with the editor but to no purpose; the
attacks were continued. Finally they ap-
pealed to the Premier who sat down and
wrote his journalistic supporter remon-
strating on behalf of the man who was re-
ceiving the castigations. “ Mr. in
all probability will be a colleague of mine
in the government in a few weeks,” wrote
Sir John, “and as you are a friend and
supporter of the government, I would ask
you to discontinue ycur attacks on him
and advocate his claims for a seat in the
cabinet.” The editor,on receiving the
Premier’s letter, was quite disconcerted,
but he was a true and loyal Tory like the
Sun, and he sat down and wrote in reply:
“Dear Sir John,— It’s a d——sharp turn
but I'll take-it.” It was a d——sharp
turn for the Sun which for the past four
years has had nothing complimentary to
say of Dr. Pugsley, but our esteemed con-
tempory has taken it like a major.

Mr. Pitts attended the prohibition con-
vention here last week, and attempted to
take charge, but was promptly extinguish-
ed. Now in his paper he is discouraging,
the“fomination of a prohibition candi-
date. Pitts’ record on the temperance
question has been very erratic ever since
he published that wine sauce receipt in
the Temperance Journal.

OPPRESSIVE TAXES.

Discussing some of the burdensome
taxes imposed by the Tory party, Hon.
Mr. Laurier, at the Montreal meeting,
Monday night, said :

““They have a tax on iron, which is a
raw material of every industry. The tax
oniron is $4 a ton, and at the present
price of iron that means a tax of 63 per
cent. ad valorem. The tax on coal, which
is also a raw material of every industry,
is 60Cents a ton. Although I have not
the latest quotations of coal, I am sure
that this tax is equivalent to 40 per cent
There is a tax on coal oil of 6 cents a gal-
lon, which, corsidering. the price of coal
oil in the United States, is equivalent to a
tax of 100 per cent., to which must be ad-
ded a tax of 40 per cent on the barrel con-
Can the industries, which
are thus taxed for the raw material they
use, produce advantageously? You have
piano factories in Montreal, the duty on
imported pianos is 25 percent. Can the
piano manufacturer support foreign com-
petition when he is taxed to the extent o1
40, 60 and 100 per cent on the raw mater-
ials that he uses and only gets a protec-
tion of 22 per cent. on his manufactured
products? The same is true of your wag-
on factories; it is true of the mass of in-
dustries. Protection is a fine thing only
for & few monopolies.

It mars the growth of all our great nat-
ional industries. Now, I have been asked
what are you going to do. We are going
to have a tariff for revenue, and we are
going to abolish completely all the duties
on raw materials.”

SUNBURY AND QUEENS.

The Liberal Convention for the united
counties of Sunbury and Queens is to be
held at Gagetown at 2 p. m., March 7th,
and we urge our friends in that constitu-
ency to be presentin large numbers. The
business is to nominate a candidate for
the approaching election, and we trust
the right man will be brought into the
field. The constituency is safe for the
Liberals if they stand united: Queens
has been misrepresented for several years;
the true wishes of the electors have been
thwarted by Tory tricks, but that sort of
thing will not work again. We hear from
all quarters that Mr. King is the most
likely candidate —that there will not
likely be a dissenting voice if his name is
presented to the Convention, but the mat-
ter is in the hands of the electors who
gather at Gagetown March 7th, and they
can be depended upon to do the best pos-
sible thing.

"HIS DUTY TO ACCEPT.

Considering the advanced position Dr.
McLeod has always taken on the tem-
perance question, and his oft repeated
desire for pdohibition, we do not under-
stand how he can cousistently refuse to

be the standard bearer of his temperancé¥;

friends in the coming contest. Dr. Mec-
Leod professes to be very much worried
at the present juncture, but for a man of
his professions there shonld not be much
trouble for him to decide in which di-
recticn his duty lies. Evidently the pro-
hibitionists of York have no confidence
whatever in Mr. Foster’s temperance and
prohibition professions, and they very
naturally ‘look to Dr. McLeod as their
leader. His refusal to come to the rescue
in the present instance, would be a serious
blow to the cause of which he is a pro-
fessed advocate and to his reputation as a
consistent temperance man.

A peculiar feature in the election, says
the Woodstock Dispatch, is the difficulty
which some prominent men on both
sides have in securing constituencies.
Mr. Foster’s health is so delicate that he
cannot face the trying climate of Kings
county, but has retired to the Californian.
atmosphere of York. Behold! a study.
In his unknown and obscure days Mr.
Foster defeats Col. Domville. As finance
minister, in direct succession to the
premiership, Col. Domville scares him
out of the riding.

Here is a sample of Tory loyalty from
the lips of Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper :
“What is the whole policy of the mother
land to-day? Driven from the civilized
markets of the world, steadily and every
year finding their outputs to those
markets decreasing, they spend millions
on their navy and millions on their army
to force their wares and their goods and
their merchandise into the uncivilized
markets -of the world, which they are
endeavoring to occupy, to settle and to
control, ete.” ,

We ask our friends in York not to for-
get the Liberal Convention to be held at
Temperance Hall, in this city,on Tuesday
afternoon next. The election is sure to come
off in the next few weeks, probably early

in April, and it is time the Liberal candi-

date was in the field. Every Liberal,
whether accredited as a delegate or not,
will have a right to sit and vote in the
convention.

The rank and file of the temperance
party have reason to feel anything but
satisfied with their so called leaders. In
Carleton county J. K. Fleming, who re-
ceived the prohibition nomination for
parliament, declines to sacrifice himself,
and in this county Rev. Dr. McLeod is
represented as very much depressed be-
cause his prohibition friends are urging
him to run against Mr. Foster.

It is passing strange, observeg the St.
Andrews Beacon, that the prohibitionists
of York county should desire another can-
didate when Hon. Mr. Foster is in the
field. Mr. Foster was once a temperance
advocate — at $10 a night. Has he en-
tirely forgotten the hand that raised him
up? =

GiBsoN—FosTER, that is the combination
which the average Tory thinks ought to
strike terror into the hearts of York
Liberals ; but it doesn’t worth a cent. The
electors cannot be cajoled into following
even such great men as these two are
represented to be.

Every independent and public spirited
man in York is indignant that the county
should be asked to elect an outsider.
Have we no man in York fit for the highest
representative position in our gift? Evi-
dently Mr. Gibson and the Tory wire-
pullers think rot.

Down with the Dictator.

SPOKE TO THE POINT.

Hon. Mr. Joly’s Incisive Address at the
Great Montreal Meeting.

At the great Liberal meetlng in Mont-
real Monday evening Hon. H. G. Joly as
he advanced to the front of the platform,
was greeted most enthusiastically. Ina
brief speech he thanked the audience for
the generous sympathy they had shown
to their and his leader, the Hon. Mr. Lau-
rier. The people of Montreal by this mag-
nificant reception, showed that they were
really grateful for the services Mr. Lauri-
er had rendered this country. If there
was everany man who had gained respect
for the province of Quebec, it was the Lib-
eral chieftain. From one end of the Do-
minion to the other our province was re-
spected in his person. But if they were
proud of him, they should equally show
they were worthy of him, (Applause)
That would be the greatest reward they
could bestow on him. In a few days
they would be called upon to decide the
futurejof this country. He (Mr. Joly) re-
called to his audience the position of
things in 1878, and the false promises
which the Tories had then made. At
that time we were passing through a cri-
sis, similar, but in less degree, than that
under which we are now suffering. But
there was this difference between the Mac-
kenzie government and the Bowell cab-
inet— Mr. Mackenzie had no need to feel
any remorse, while this government must
if it has any conscience left, suffer from re-
morse for having during sixteen years de-
ceived the country. In 1878, Mr. Mac-
kenzie stated honestly that laws would
not remove the crisis, but that with cour-
age, perseverance and honest work the
people would suceed in overcoming it.
The Tory opposition, on the other hand,
had their quack nostrum of protection,
which they held out to the people as a
cure for all the evils of the body politic.

For sixteen years the country has been
undergoing their treatment, and what
became of the promised prosperity ? The
people were still pursuing it, and it still
kept eluding them like the will-’the-wisp
or the cup of Tantalus, and yet the gov-
ernment had the aulacity and the assur-
ance to ask the people to continue their
course of treatment for another sixteen
years. The government were condemned
not only by their enemies but by their
friends. On all sides the cry was heard
that a halt must be made and a change of
policy adopted. It was for the people of
Montreal to show that they were pre-
pared to shake themselves free from the
grasp of the monopolists, and that they
+ were not to be corrupted by the electoral
funds subscribed by a few pampered
manufacturers. The Liberal *party make
no appeal to money or electoral funds, but
appeal to the loyalty of the people, to
their dignity and to their Belf-interest.
In Mr. Laurier they had a man who had
given up his whole life to the cause of the
people, and who was never known to
break his word, and he hoped the elector-
ate of Montreal would show their appre-
ciation of the honesty and ability, the
patriotism and the devotedness of the
Liberal chieftain by rallying en masse
and returning the Liberal candidates at
the head of the poll. (Great applause.)

TWELVE THOUSAND PEOPLE

Applaud Mr. Laurier at Montreal.

+ Hon. Mr. Laurier, Hon. H. G. Joly and
other prominent Quebec Liberals, ad-
dressed 12,000 electors at Sohmer Park,
Montreal, Monday evening. It was the
largest political meeting ever seen in
Canada. In his palmiest days Sir John
Macdonald could not have rivalled this
demonstration in Montreal, Conservative
though it was in his time. The gather-
ing Monday might, so enthusiastic, so
great in numbers, so responsive to every
appeal, presages a Liberal victory on the
Island of Montreal which for seventeen
years has been wholly given over to Tory-
ism. The tide has turned. The Liberals,
"once go few, have become a host. Liberal
principles and policies are received by
the people with acclamations; every-
where there is activity, earnestness, con-
fidence- in the party. Mr. Laurier’s
speech was the most eloquent. It was
also definite. Of the Liberal trade policy
he said : “ We are told that we must not
destroy the manufactories of Montreal. I
say that we are not going to destroy the
industries of Montreal. I contend, on the
contrary, that the application of ideas
which we defend will inaugurate an era
of prosperity such as Montreal has not
known since the inauguration of the
national policy. Whenever it shall please
the government to consult the electorate,

.after we have won our victory, for we are

going to win the victory (applause), we
shall proceed to modify the tariff with
the sole view of raising a revenue. We
ghall endeavor to reduce taxation to a
minimum of taxation, not only on the
consumer but also on the producer.

The legislature sat till nearly two o’clock
this morning discussing Dr. Stockton’s wo-
man suffrage bill, which does not go as far
as Mr. Emmerson’s,’ published elsewhere,
only extending the right to vote to widows
and spinsters. The division to postpone
the bill was 16 to 14, but some of its oppon-
ents were absent. However, the movement.
has gained in the legislature if it has not in

the country.

A Woman Suffrage BilL

Hon. Mr. Emmerson’s bill introduced in
the legislature conferring franchise upon
women is as follows:

An act to confer the right of franehise
upon women :

Be it enacted by the lieutenant governor
and legislative assembly assembly as fol-
fows :

1. Notwithstanding anything contained
in 52 Victoria, chapter 3, section 21, every
woman of the age of twenty-one years, being
a British subject, not otherwise legally in-
capacitated, shall be qualified to vote in any
election for members for the legislative as-
sembly. .
(a). Who shall in her own right hol
real estate to the value of one hundred dol-
lars, or personal property, or real and per-
sonal property together, to the value of four
hundred, in any electoral district, providing
such person is duly registered in the voters'
list for such electoral district, and is at the
time of tendering her vote, the owner of the
real estate or personal property, or real and
personal property together, as aforesaid, in
such’ district ; or

(b). Who shall be assessed upon income
to the amount of four hundred dollars in
any electoral district, providing that. the
name of such person shall be duly registered
upcn the voters’ list in such electoral dis-
trict made up in the year for which such
person has been assessed upon income as
aforesaid, and provided such person -shall
have continued to be a bona fide resident
and domiciled in such district from the
time of her heing assessed as aforesaid un-
til the tume of her tendering her vote.

2. Section 8 of the New Brunswick Elec-
tions Act of 1891, hereby amended, by
striking out the word ‘“male” in line 3
thereof, also by striking out the word ** he”’
in line 9 thereof and inserting the words
“ sueh person.”

3. Notwithstanding anything contained
in any act of assembly of this province, it
shall be the duty of the assessorsili any
city, town or parish in this province to as-
sess the real and personal property of a
married woman in her own name and not
n that of her husband.

In the Farmers’' Interests.

In the Legislature on Monday, Hon. Mr.
Mitchell committed a bill providing for a
grant to the St. John exhibition. - He said
that in addition to the usnal grant of $1,000
the government had decided to give a guar-
antee of $3,000 to the exhibition association
on condition that the association made pro-
vision for a suitable display of agricultural
products. He hoped the exhibition would
be a grand success. Should the receipts
meet all expenses, of course the guarantee
would not have to be paid,—Agreed.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell also ¢committed a bill
providing for the inspection of butter and
cheese intended for export. Mr. Mitchell
said the export of cheese and butter, the
latter especially, bad suffered of late years
in the English market owing to the absence
of inspection. The Dairymen’s Association
had impressed upon the government thé
necessity of appointing an inspector, and it
was hoped that similar action would be
taken by the other provinces. It was not
intended to make a general inspection of all
such articles produced in the province, but
simply as to those intended for expert.—
Agreed to.
