In view of the expiration of the two
years allowed by Article XIX of the
treaty of 1394 for the adhesion of Brit-
iskt colonies, it became necessary. to
conclude a special conventien so as t
give cffectto the® stipulations of the
tréaty appljcable to the _intercourse
of commerce and navigation between
the empire of Japan and> the Domin-
ion of Canada.

The convention was signed at Tokic
on January 31, 1906. It came o ef-
fect immediately after the exchange
of ratifications and, as stipulated:—

It shall remain in toree until the ex
piration of six months from the day
on which one of the high contracting
parties shall have announced their ins
tention of terminating it.

The treaty was submitted to and
sanctioned. by parliament during the
session of 1907. It will be noticed by
the first paragraph of article I of the
treaty that the Japanese are unequi
vocelly given the same rights as any
British subject in Canada. It reads
as follows:-

The subjects of each of the two high
contracting parties shall have full lib
erty to enter, travel-or reside in any
part of the Dominions and possessions
of ithe other contracting party, and
shall enjoy full and perfect protection
for'their persons and property.
