Complete Reéport of Official Goverss
ment Banguet on June I1,

London papers just to hand ¢on-
tain full aceount of the official Gov-’
ernment banquet to the Imperial
press delegates on June 11, which was
reported briefly by cable at the time.
It was one of the most important
social functions of a busy week.

Premier Asquith was the chief
speaker, and Lord COrewe, Becretary
of State for the colonies, presided:

Premier Asquith’s speech was in
part as follows:

“As is the ecase in these days
every democratic community, so is it
still more the .case im an Empire
such as ours—=an Empire which is
held together by the tie, not of over-
mastering force but by common rights
and common liberties—I 8ay in such
an Empire there is or ought to be,
a sense of the interdependence—I
will go farther and say a sense . of
partnership—between the Govern-
ment and the press, - For with suca
an Empire, what is the Government?
t is a body of men who represent for
the ‘time being the opinions with ve-
gard to legislation and to poliey of a
majority of their dfellow-citizens.
They are not the chosen vessels of di-
vine right. They do not hold such
power as they possess by the title o:
iorce or of inheritance. They are
there, and they are where they are
by the free suffrages of the fellow-
countrymen, and the same authority
which brought them imto existence
will ~ constitute the tribunal which
sooner -or later, will measure the
ength of their days. Buch being the
Government, what is the press? The
press ~is the daily interpreter ahd
n.cuthpiece of the tastes, the infer-
v=:5, the ideas, one might go further,

nd say the passions and the ‘eap-
rices of the same people. (Hear,
he-ar.) How far the press actually
crerates as a dominating force in-the
toimation of public opinion is not
yu:te such a simple question as some
.+cple .¢eem to imagine. .(Hear,
lear.) But I am far too. cautious to-
night (Laughter) to” approach even
within a measurable distance of ts
discutsion. But be that as it may,

I will
not dwell on some other aspects «{
our relationship’ which I observe have
been touched on in the discourses «f
the distinguished men you have been
listening to.  Yom- have been going
through what to many of you has
been a uflique experience, and I trust
a wholesome and profitable ‘one.
‘(Hear, hear.) You have been for tha
time being, transferred from the jury
box to the dock—(laughter)—or, .f
you prefer the metaphor, you have
been transferred from the pulpit to
the pew. (Laughter,) For a few
short moments you have had the
privilege “of hearing sometHing™ of
what those whose normal functions
it is to be criticized, think of those
normal function is that of critic. T
am. sure you have not heard = the
whole of the truth (laughter); bub .t
must be some satisfaction to you to
know at the .end .of the ordeal that
those who are the legitimate and
habitual targets of your ecriticism,
while they think that you might be a
little more impartial (laughter) ani
a good deal more impersonal (laugh-
ter) at any rate ard united with one
consenting voice i acknowledging
that the press of the elapire is direct,
straightiorward and pure. (Cheeérs.)

Press and Imperial Unity.

“Thesé is, however, one spegiil
function of the imperial, as distin-
guished from the merely jocal press,
whicRk I should like before I sit down,
to emphasize.” It is .the buBiness :f
such a press to do something more
than survey accurately sifted infor-
mation, or to criticize and stimula.e
the government of the day. It is the
paramount and overriding duty «t
al ltimes and in all conjectures to
promote in its highest forms and for
its worthiest purposes the spirit’ of
imperfal unity Cheers.) Nothing, I
think, can have struck you more ‘n
the speeches to which you have lis-
tened from English men, English
statesmen, dufing the past ‘week,
speeches proeeeding from men sitting
upen both sides of the Houses of Pazr-
liament, and divided in the arena If
domestic polities: by the sharpestand
most definite line—nothing can have
struck you more thun that, when they
came to deal .with matters which con-
cern the whole empire, which belongs
as much to you over seas as they’bé-
long to us here at home, there was
an identity of sense, sometimes al-
most an identity of expression, which
seemed to produce the effect of men
speaking with one set of voicé and
from one set of convictions, (Cheersj)
That has been notably the case i
relation to the eerious and urgent
topic of - our -eommoni imperial de-
fenee, There has ‘béen, and there

which ‘are ‘eommon to the empire, not
only ne uncerfain sound, but no dis-
cordant voice in.the utterances eith«
er of hests or guests. . (Cheers.) W
is a happy prélude and an auspici-
ous omen for the Imperial Confer-
ence which is to assemble at the
close of the month. I venture to lay
great emphasis on that fact. And
why? For this reason. It is the al-
liance between this ewer-growing and
penetrating sense of unity and the
fullest and freest recognition and as-
sertiont of local liberties which is : t

Mr. Langlois’ Reply.

Mr. G. Langlois, in response, said -he
came from the old province of Quebec.
lic was a French Canadian, but was
born a British” eubjest. He ‘spoke in
the name of two million and a quarter
of Fremch Canadiane;, and he assured
them that they would stand by the
Bmpire. (Cheers). They . would find
that the Canadians would all unite to
defend the common cause of the Empire.
French Canadigne were proud of the
British flag. They loved British insti-
tutions because they had brought to their
people full liberty and ecitizenship. They
understood the dutics responsibilties, and
obligations which I[mperialism involved,
and were ready to take their share of
them. At the same time, they were jeol-
ous of their autonomy and their inde-
pendence. Great Britain could still rely,
as it had done in the past, on the self-
goverming Dominion. As far as Canada
was concerned, he pointed out that at
the last Federal session a resolution
was adopted. unanimously by both par-
ties, agreeing to co-operate with the
Empire in naval defence. More than
that, Canada had increased the Expen-
diture on her Militia by £5,000,000, and
had added to the railways and harbors,
all of which contributed to the 'strength
of Canada, and in its turn to the
strength of ‘the Empire. (Cheers). With
strong, prosperows ,and patriotic part-
ners such as the self-governing Do-
minions, Great Britain might face every
oecasion with full confidence _and se-
curity. (Cheers).

Mr. Fenwick, in responding, said he
came to England believing that  the
most important question they had to
face was an endeavor to .arrange for
an Imperial All-Red cable and to in-
duce thoee in charge of the cable com-
munications to reduce their rates. He
had changed his views. It had been
borne in on him that the question of
supreme importance was the unity of
the Empire. Nothing had impressed
him and his colleagues more than the
earn<stness ' with which the great
statesmen of the Empire had devoied
themselves to the consideration of that
questisri. Jdn the mewspapers of one
of the great nations of the Continent
the ‘speeches of those statesmen of the
Emipre had been described as eavor-
ing of panic. Could any one who had
listened to or had read those speeches
imagine that there was anything of
panic in them? (Cheers.) They had
been the logical outcome of the devo-
tiop of those statesmen to those great
questions for years paét. A quiet re-
soluteness for years past. A quiet re-
soluteness animated the whole of them.
Colonials regarded the unity of the
Empire had been described as savor-
knew the Government was in accord
with the Governments of the various
Dependenies of the Empire, and they
knew there would be no chante of sev-
erance. (Cheers).

Mr. Lyttleton’s Speech.

Mr. Lyttelton then proposed the
health of 'the chairman, who, he eaid,
had opened the Conference with such
distinetion. Might.he say tbat, having
studied the constitutional relations be-
tween the Mother Country and the self-
governing Dominions, this Conference
had emphaeized as never before, the fun-
damental proposition that there wze ab-
solute equality between the self-govern-
ing Dominions and the Mother Country,
(Cheers), That propcsition was laid down,
he thought, for the first time in so un-
gualified a manner, by Mr. Bailfour, in
his epeech. As a result of it the repre-
ventatives alike of the self-governing Do-
minions and of the Mother Counfry
would enter the Naval Conference with
this definite faet established —namely,
that defence would be upon the basis
of allies and not ¢f tributaries, and such
deference as was paid to the Mother
Country by the representatives of the Do-
minions in the matter of de¢fence would
be the deference which was shown to long
and highly organized training. (Cheers).

Lord Crewe’s Reply.

Lord Crewe, in responding, said that,
although he and Mr. Lyttelton differed¢n
many subjects,they were in Tull agree-
ment in this, that the fact that they
were fellow-students at college, the fact
that they had many comimon €ym-
pathies with regard to social improve-
ment, and the fact that fhey m'ght
claim an identity of aim in all matters
concerning the welfare~of the Empire
were no bad baeis for a friendship
which he hoped would last their life-
time.. Mr. Lyttelton and he had seat ih
the same chair at the Colonial Office, and
he would like to express full .agreement
with him in all that he eaid as to the
spirit ‘in which—to whatever party they
might belong—they endeavored to admin-
ister—so-far as it fell to them to admin-
ister them-~the affairs of the eelf-govern-
ing dominions. They desired to treat
them as kinsmen and allies, and nothing
¢éoule be further from their. thoughts
than*in-any way fo dictate to them any
policy or an yaction. He regretted that
the duties of his office left him little
time to acquaint himself more fully with
ithe ‘newepapers.of the Empire. He knew
enough of the Imperial Press to say truly
and without flatiery that in his belief, in
ability, in culture,and candor, it yielded
place to no other prese in the world. He
believed that the utterances of the vari-
ous speakers during the past week ‘at
their various  gatherings *had - mot been
inspired by panio.

FATHER TRACKED SLAYER.

Revelstoke Stabber Caught Through Ef-
forts of Oryetti Senior.

Calgary, June 28—That Shildo, wanted
in Revelstoke for the stabbing of Oryetti,
was arrested is due to the efforts of .the
father of the wounded man.‘ Bent with
age, gray-headed, crippled and weak, but
with ‘a’fierce hatred for the man who
wounded his son, he has traced the
wotld-be murderers from town to town.
When they left Revelstoke he was a day
behind them; gradually he caught them
up. Here they had been only half a day
ahead of 1im, again only a few hours,
until when he reached Calgary on Satur-
day they were only one hour ahead of
him.

Quickly he went to both the mounted
and city police setations with descrip-
tions of the men, and all the available
knowledge he could gather regarding
their whereabouts in Calgary. The of-
ficers took up the trail, and by three
o’clock on Saturday afternoon Sergt.-
Major Spaunlding had Shildo in the cells.

In the meantime Falzetto \had been
warmed of the arrest and had\ quickly
hidden himself. 'That he will be captur-
ed is certain, as the police have men
working among the local Italians and al-
ready some idea of his whereabout have
been obtaineg.

To an Albertan reporter old Orzetti
unburdened himself "yesterday evening.
“I donta speeka da goot Eengeesh,” was
his first remark( after an cbliging police
officer had told the reporter who the old
man was.

From then on he told the story in a
mixture of broken English and Italian,
lapsing into the latter whenever he grew
particularly hostile toward the two men
who had attempted to kill his eon.

“Shildo?” he queried. “Hees bada
man. Try to killa my Fred. Both bada
man, catcha my boy and cutta da
throat.”” This last e ~emphasized by
drawing hie fingers across his throat.

“Are you glad Shilda is caught?” he
wzée asked, and to this he replied: “Sposa
da office no geet him, I do bimeby,” and
judging from hie expreesion, Shilda is a
great deal better off in the hands of the
law than the hands of the decrepit old
Italian,

“Will you go home, now that he has
been caught?” was the next question,
and to this he gave a very vigorous shake
ofthe head. “No; getta Joe Falzeito first
den both back together.”

Beyond this, Orsetti would eay nothing.
He would not, eay if he knew just where
Falzetto was hiding, and when asked +f
the  kuifing was the result of a long
standing quarrel or a blackhand outrage,
only smiled.

He is confident that his eon will get
better now, although he is sfill in the
hcspital in a critical condition. “Fred
getta better preet soon now,” he eaid,
+“‘and then Shildo and TFalzetto go to
prison.”

There has heen a reward of $200 for
the capture of the men, and this will
prohably Be claimed by the Mounted Po-
lice who are responsible for the arrest.

PHYSICAL TRAINING

Women's ,Council '‘Delegates Discuss
The Aims and Conditions . of
School Life. \

Toronto, June 28.—The Interna-
tional Women’s Council held a joint
educational, pablic health and physi-
cal training conference this '~ after-
noon, Lady Aberdeen and Lady Grey
being present. ‘A paper by Profes-
sor Wm. Gill, of Philadelphia, was
read. , The proposition to revive cor-
poral punishment, he said, made by
87 per cent. of the principals of New
York . public schools, 'wag refused by
the board of education of that city.
Public sentiment favors nothing cal-
culated to lower the moral tone of
the school and weuld not sanction
corporal punishment.. Schools should
be conducted as school cities, with re-
gular municipal officers elected by
the pupil citizens. The aim of the
school city is the development ulti-
mately of ideal citizens.
~ Miss d Edgar said that upon
the parents’ influence rests a large
portion of the responsibility for the
moral tone ‘of public schools. The
importance of literature for the young
could not be over-estimated. A per-
usal of sensational novels was .bad to
the moral views of the young reader.
The ‘craze for excitement by the
young is evinced by the multitude
who attend weekly matinees, and
‘‘what tarnished mirrors their minds
must be before the days of childhood
are past.”

Hon. Mrs. Franklin, of Great Brit-
ain, spoke on moral instruction in
gchools. "

Leaving aside the question of Bible
lessons, th emethod of teaching mor-
ality by separate lessons in honesty,
and truthfulness lacks the spirit
which is to be found when children
are placed face to face with the fine
literature of the world. Moral teach-
ing to be effective must reflect the
home life as well as that of the
school,

Rev. Dr. Sylvanus, of Philadel
phia, addressed the conference on
“How to Tell a Child the Omigin of
Life.” Hundreds and thousands of
parents would tell their children 1if
they knew how. He warned parents
against giving children false ideas.
“When you deceive your child you
give him a lesson i deceit, which he
or she’ will repeat upon you with
success.”

In the literature section Mrs. May
Wright Sewall spoke on “What kind
of literature iz being read and what
are the schools and colleges doing to
give direction and character to it.”
For answer to the first questionejme
Her answer to the first question was
that there were all kinds of peo-
ple in the world and all kinds of
books were read. ‘‘All kinds of peo-
ple, wise and foolish, produce books.’
Taste must always depend upon .the
stage of evolation at. which: we had
arrived. In answer to the second
question she said that the standard-
ization. of a list of authors for ex-
amination had made for a universal
superficial knowledge of these, but
had caused individual initiative in
reading to decredse.

()lt:}wn, Ont., June 28.—Some little
Surprise was occasioned this after-
noon by the announcement that Mr.
Hugh Lumsden, who has been chief
engineer of the National Transcon-
tinental Railway board since its in-
ception, had placed his resignation
in' the honds of Hon. Geo. P. Gra-
ham, minister of railways. In the
absence of the minister, who will not
be in the city till Wednesday, no
authoritative statement can be made
as to the cause of Mr. Lumsden’s re-
signation, but enough is. known to
lead to the belief that it comes as the
culminaion ' of - certain  difficulties
which have arisen over the classifi-
cation on district “F,” between Win-
nipeg and Lake Superior Junction,
and district “B,” west of the City of
Quebee. Mr. Lumsden, when seen,
confirmed the report that he had re-
signed: When asked if he had any
statement to make for publication,
he 3aid: “I have my reasons for re-
signing, but I am not going to say
anything about them.”
