This Italian slump has also had the 
effect of reducing competition, some 
exporters refusing to make any pur­
chases at prices asked. Those who 
ha va contracts to complete were giv­
ing up to $15.50 at the close of the 
week. It Is quite possible that, the 
action of the Italian combine will not 
have any considerable effect, because 
fish foods are still badly needed by 
other European countries. No. 1 
shore is worth $15.80 to $16. The s.s. 
Wellington, which left port for Italy 
about tho middle of last week took a 
cargo ot 26,000 quintals. Other car­
goes brought the six days’ exports up 
to 44,000 quintals. In view of the Ital­
ian situation, it Is quite possible that 
the Wellington will be ordered to 
Greece.

COD OIL: Just now there Is no life 
in the foreign markets. ' The quantity 
of cod oil formerly.required for the 
completion of certain articles re­
quired by the War Departments of the 
Allies, Is no longer needed, because of 
the practical end of the conflict, hence 
new conditions must arise before the 
trade can adjust itself. A few small 
parcels to complete shipments have 
been bought, but apart from these 
there is no demand; $340 per tun is 
obing asked with no buyers, at that 
figure. Refined oil has but tew pur­
chasers at $2.60 per gallon and the 
future of this commodity hangs on the 
result ot the Norwegian fishery which 
will begin with the New Year.

HERRING: Reports from the West 
Coast do not Indicate that there Is 
much doing yet. Some quantities have 
been taken in nets, the price paid to 
fishermen being $6 per barrel, green. 
Nothing has been done at Springdaje, 
N.D.B., in consequence of unfavorable 
weather.

PROVISIONS: No change has tak­
en place In the price of Flour, Stan­
dard remaining at $14.50 to $14.60 
wholesale. It stands to reason that 
with the European demand so great, 
the late enemy peoples having to be 
supplied from Canada and the United 
States, there will be a smaller quan­
tity allowed Newfoundland until late 
next year. Having this fact to con­
sider, there is as much, if,not more, 
need for economy now than ever, com­
bined with a liberal use of substitutes, 
no fall In price need be anticipated. 
St John's quotations on Pork have 
gone up with- the advance abroad. 
Ham Butt being now $47: Mess, $48.- 
50: Fat Back, $49»- Beef remains at 
previous rates. Boneless and Bos 
Packet selling at $45.60 and Bos Flank 
at $46.60, wholesale. There is not any 
likelihood ot Beef being any easier. 
Immense shipments requiring to be 
made to Europe to supply the millions 
over there. A shipment of 3,000 bar­
rels of American Granulated Sugar in 
bags, Is due from New York this week, 
1,000 ot which is for the northern out- 
port dealers, the places where naviga­
tion closes early to be first served. 
The granulated price last week was 
$12.70 per hundred pounds, and a con­
signment of Brown was sold at $9.60.
