Watches Cleaned
With Bread.

Perhaps the most novel use to
which bread is put may be seen in
some of the great watch factories,
where more than.

sometimes used each day™ “Fromf ear-
liest times in the history of watch-
making it has been the custom to re-
duce fresh bread to the form of dough.
This dough is used for removing oil
and chips that naturally adhere in
course of manufacture to pieces : as
small as the part of a-watch.. There
are many parts of a watch, by the
way, that are so small as to be bare-
ly visible to the naked eye. The oil is
absorbed by this dough, and the chips
stick to it, and there is no other known
sibstance which can be used as a
wiper without leaving some of its par-
ticles attached to the thing wiped.
This accounts for the continued. use
‘of bread dough in the watchmaking

dustry.
