Prince Rupert, B. C., April 7. -Aroused 

by importation of strikebreakers, twelve 
hundred strikers on city grading con- 
tracts defied law and order yesterday 
and for half an hour fought police and 
strikebreakers with revolvers, rifles and 
rocks. The battle did not end until one 
striker was carried away at the point 
of death with a bullet in his stomach, 
one policeman—Sergt. Phillipson —with a 
bullet wound above the eye, and one 
citizen—W. A. Casey, contractor—shot 
through the hand.

The citizens are boiling with indigna- 
tion, and parading the streets as special 
constables, fully armed with rifles and 
revolvers. Over forty of the leaders of 
the strike are under arrest.

Strikers, headed by their chief, A. O. 
Morse, carrying a red banner, visited 
various contracts and called off men 
working on them, many answering the 
call.

A visit was made to McInnes & Mc- 
Kelly’s, where a number of men had 
started work in the morning. These men 
refused to walk out. The police had 
to put a barrier around the place, and 
told the strikers that the first man who 
stepped inside of it would be arrested. 
Heckling of the strikebreakers went on 
for a time, and then someone broke 
down the barrier and the strikers rushed 
through. The police drew their revol- 
vers, whereat an army of strikers drew 
their guns and fired. Rocks were show- 
ered everywhere, and the city was soon 
thrown into terror.

The public schools of London are not 
fire traps, says Inspector Edwards.

The Contract Record calls attention 
to the conditions of schools throughout 
Canada, declaring that the majority 
are nothing more than Are traps. In­
spector Edwards, however, states that 
the London public schools are in good 
condition, from every standpoint, and 
are absolutely safe.

The Contract Record says:
"While the recent disastrous factory 

fire in New York has directed public 
attention in such a shockingly tragic 
manner to the lack of fire protection 
in all buildings where any large num­
ber of people are assembled. Canadian 
municipal authorities might well make 
particular inquiry regarding the bet­
ter safe-guarding of the children in 
the public schools. One method thus 
far overlooked is the equipment of 
school basements and stairways with 
automatic sprinklers. Since they are 
required in all theatres, why not in 
school buildings? Fire drills, inclosed 
stairways and ample fire escapes are 
good, and necessary, but they do not 
extinguish a fire once started, nor 
create a damp safe passage to the 
open air and safety. From the stand­
point of parents alone any reasonable 
expenditure in this direction would be
