Recklessness Responsible for Aviation 
Fatalities at Chicago.

[Canadian Press.]
Chicago, III.. Aug. 16.—"Commercial- 

ism” and "dare-devil recklessness" In 
aviation are scored by Frank K. Mudd, 
chairman of the contest committee of 
the international aviation meet now 
being held here.

"When this meet was planned," said 
Mr. Mudd, "everything was thoroughly 
discussed by a committee and others 
and myself were delegated to go to 
other meets and get copies of their 
rules. We selected the best of rules 
in other contests of the kind, and took 
every precaution to make the flying 
safe for the aviators.

"After the accidents a committee 
made an investigation, and from what 
we can learn both were caused by 
structural weakness in the machines. 
The underlying cause, however, was 
too » much sport and daredevil reck-, 
lessness. There seems to be too much 
commercialism and too little science 
in aviation. Our rules provided that 
in the contests over water the aviators 
should wear life preservers. We pro- 
vided the life preservers, but as all 
of the pilots refused to wear them we 
were not in a position to compel. Not 
one of them wore a life preserver, al­
though we requested them to do so. 
The committee naturally feels the situ­
ation keenly, but we feel that the 
rules are in no way responsible for the 
fatalities."
