Houston, Tex., Sept. 10.—Richard Spi-.
Ipde; a ‘well known Galveston mewspaperj
man, .correspondent of the Associatéd
Press in that city, who xeached Fousten
experienece, gives
the following accoumt «of ‘the disaster. at
Galveston:

“Oue of the meost awful tragedies of
meiiern times has visited ‘Gerlveston. The
city is in ruins and the {dead will num-
ber;probably 1,000. [ .am just from the
city, having been esemymissioned {yy the
mager and citizens’ eommiittee ‘to get in
toueh with the outside worlll-and -appeal
for kelp.. Houston was the mearest;point
at which working telegraph instruments
couldtbe found, the wires as weéll as:near-
ly alf the buildings between 'here anid the
ulf mf Mexico being wwedkefl

“Wheen I left Galveston, shortly 'before
noon yesterday, the people were orgamiz-
ing for tthe prompt burial of thedead, dis.
tributiom of food and all mecesssary work
after.a,period of disaster.

“The wreck of Galveston was ‘brought
about by a tempest &o tferrible that ;oe
words cam adeguately deseribe ‘its ‘inten-
sity, and by a flood which turned the city
into a r gea. The weather burean
records show that the wind attained a

To go out on the
streets was to court death, The :wind
was then at a cyclone velocity, roofs,
cisterns, portions of buildings, telegraph
poles and walls were falling and the noise
of the wind and the crashing of the build-
ings were terrifying in the extreme. The
wind and water rose steadily from dark
until 1:45 Sunday morning. During all
this time the people of Galveston were
like rats in.a trap. The highest portign
of the city 'was four or five feet under
water, while in the great majority of
cases the :streets were submerged to a
depth of ten feet. To leave.a house was
