BEATEN AT THE START

Liberal Ticket Unable to Command 
Even Party Vote

R. L. Drury, Richard Hall, J. D. Mc- 
Niven and W. G. Cameron, the ticket 
placed in nomination at a lukewarm 
meeting of the Libéral association, 
will command a comparatively small 
percentage of the Liberal vote of the 
city.

POWERS WTERESTED IN 
PERSIAN SUCCESSION

Accession of New Shah Not 
Likely to Change Foreign 

Relations
*

Teheran, Jan. 9.—The official aphounce- 
raent of the death of the «bah at eleven 
ojtiock last night was jqjrie this morning^, 
%he news of the 'jftatb.x!f the Shall wa,s 

received quietly by the çeoplç.
A Picturesque Ruler

London, Jan. 9.—The deçtb, of the Shah 
of* Persia removes a picturesque rüîef who 
was well known to western Europe, owing 
to his frequent visits, particularly to 
France. During the visit of 1905 the Shah 
and his suite made a dazzling appearance 
on the lev Ards ' and Id the music halls
of. (Paris. They were treated - as national 
guests and popular enthusiasm was marked 
owing to the Shah’s good nature and lavish 
charity. At that- time His Majesty looked 
old and feeble. Hy invariably wore a royal 
costume with richly embroidered coat and 
red fez. ^

The Shah's death comes at a time when 
European governments are engaged in a 
struggle to strengthen their position in 
Persia. This struggle is due to the geo­
graphical . position -of Persia as. a buffer be­
tween India and Russia's southern posses­
sions. stretching toward the Persian gplf.

Still another international factor has re­
cently been introduced by German’s com­
mercial and railway activity along the Per­
sian gulf.

-The late Shah was strongly pro-Russian, 
and ns a result Russian influence has been 
predominant at Teheran. An Anglo-Rue- 
sian understanding has recently been ne­
gotiated and the announcement of its ternis 
is considered imminent. By this agree­
ment Great Britain and Russia will cease 
their rivalry over Persia and unite in a 
joint policy. At the same time Germany 
has been extending her influence in Persia. 

No Trouble Likely
A leading Persian official licrc in an In­

terview today, said he did not believe that 
international trouble would follow the 
.Shah’s death, as the people are devoted to 
the ^present dynasty. Foreign controver­
sies are not under-rated. The British for­
eign office is in touch with the situation. 
Exchanges of views between Russia and 
Great Britain have brought about complete 
accord, by which they will act together to 
maintain the status quo, consequently no 
fear ds entertained that any other power 
will try to disarrange the existing political 
conditions.

The personality of the new Shah is not 
well known here, but his publly declara­
tions favoring a liberal polity, and the con­
stitution which he has since planned, are 
said to be satisfactory, though they do not 
Indicate his capacity or polity. It is also 
pointed out that the chances of internal 
disorder are minimized by the fact that 
the successor of the late Shah is already 
Installed.

The New Monarch
Teheran. Jan. 9.—The enthronement of 

the new Shah, Mohammed All Mirza. has 
been fixed for the Chader festival, the fes­
tival of the lake, which will be celebrated 
on February 2nd. This date is regarded 
as very auspicious, being the anniversary 
of the day upon which the Prophet, stand­
ing at the title of the lake, proclaimed that 
Mohammed All Mirza was his own flesh 
and blood. Almost immediately iflfter the 
official announcement of the Shall this 
morning, Mohammed Ali Mirza/proceeded 
to the palace, where be was -formally ac 
knoWledged as Shah by the Grand Vizier 
and other princes of the royal family, and 
by a large? number of high court and 
eminent officials.

Late today the body 
arch was removed with imposing ceremonia’ 
to the “Great Takleh.” where it will re­
main .until its actual interment. The date 
of thèse obsequies has not yet been fixed.

Germany's Attitude 
Berlin. Jan. 9.—The death of the Shah 

seemingly does not affect the German atti­
tude of simple observation in (Persia, with 
the Intention of maintaining 
opportunities for all countries, 
monly remarked that, any attempt by Ger­
many to obtain political or commercial as­
cendancy at Teheran, as is sometimes at­
tributed to her, instead of being a wedge 
to drive Russia ajffl Great Britain apart, 
would unite them iu their Persian policies.
