Ye given to the Camadian Pacific line is
under discussion, opponents of the road
are apt to talk as if the giving of such aid
was altogether unprecedented in Canada’s
history; and as if something before
unheard of were goiag to be done. This
misapprehension is sharply corrected in
$he Montreal Journal of Commerce, the
authorship of which will of course be
attributed to Sir Francis Hincks. It has
been said that members of the company
should invest their own private means,
and not those of the country, in their
enterprise. Touching this the writer makes
the point that it never was even
suggested that the eminent capitalists in
Great Britain, who were directors of the
Grand Trunk company, should be called
on to spend their private fortunes in the
construction of the road. And yet it may
be remembered that, as in the case of the
Canadian Pacific Co. and of many similar
enterprises, interest on the subscribed
capital was guaranteed and paid during
the progress of comstruoction, Railroad
tompanies are all under the same rule of
limited liability, and it would be im-
possible to obtain subsoribers to their
capital stock on any other terms. In the
case of the Canadian Pacific company the
shareholders have taken in all 650,000
shares of the capital stock, or $65,000,000
at par, A large portion of this stock was
issued at prices considerably under par,
but from the best information obtainable it
bas averaged at least $30,000,000, less the
interest refunded, and tha[g need be no
doubt that the shares held bythe directors
stand them fully the average above stated.
It will be well to notice the difference
between the Grand Trunk company and
the Canadian Pacific company.

The Grand Trunk company embarked i
& new work, on conditions well understood
at the time, and subsequently obtained the
relinquishment of the government prefer”
ential claim. The directors of the Canadian
Pacific company had nothing whatever to
do with the arrangements under which the
government of Canada undertook to con
struct the Pacific railway as a condition of
British Columbia entering the confedera-
tion. - Abortive attempts to procure the
construction of the road by a company had
beent made, and subsequently sections of
it bad been completed by direct contracts
for construction, .or by subsidies, and
it was finally determined to endeavor to
effect arrangements with a new company
on the basis of offering subsidies in land
end money. After this determination had
been generally known, a syndicate of Ca’
nadian capitalists undertook to form a
company to carry out the work, and the
government enfered into &n agreement
with them accordingly, Since that time
the party in opposition to the dominion
government has spared no effort to damage
the company in public estimation, and
there can be no doubt that their efforts
have been to some extent sugcessful. One
of the most extraordinary of their grounds
of their attack has been th@ rapidity of the
construction of the work, which has proved
of such immens® public benefit,

Cattle Disense tn Hiinols,

foreign war. Tuis means, in effect,
a military alliande, offensive and defensive,
with the mother country, That, however,
exists already, as things are; and it seems
to be difficult for the federation advocates
to show exactly what specific change they
are really driving at. That Great Britain
and her colonies should stand united as
free states, for the purpose of revisting
attacks by military despotisms and semi-
barbarous states, such as Russia, seems
abgolutely necessary for the safety of them
all. As we snid yesterday, it will never do
to let free states, the strongholds of liberty
and civilization, remain separated and dis.
united, in which case they would one after
another fall an easy prey to the strong
and united military empires. Touching
the payment of war expenses, the London
Spectator a few yeara ago said something
to the point, It was to this edect, that if
in time of war the colonies contributed not
a penny of money, but only men, for the
defence of the empire, they would be doing
great service. During the wars against
Napoleon, German, Austrian, Russian, and
Spanish soldiers were kept in the field by
Eogland, and  “British gold” played an
important part in preventing him from
becoming master of all Europe. Now,
if it was deemed to be for Britain’s interest
to subsidize foreign armies, much more
might she not find it her interest to pay
for the services of ‘her own soldiers,
from the colonidk. There is no
conscription either here or in the mother
country; those who did go would be volun-
teers. And if it bestrue, as-American
records are said to show, that something
like thirty thousand Canadians enlisted
in the Northern army during the civil war,
much more m\ighe Canadians be expected
%o volunteer for the defence of old Eng-
land, Canada and the Australasian group
of colonies will, at no i’ery distant date,
count a population of ‘many millions all
together; and Britannia might well provide
the rifles, if these trusty sons of hers come
forward to shoulder them.

Imperial federation, as it has been talked
about, is indefinite and hazy to a degree,
And the mist in which it is enveloped
seems to rise chiefly from the jumbling up
together of two things, 'which should be
held separate and distingt.  Alliance for
mutual defence is one thing ; commercial
union, with the abolitiod of colonial tariffs,
i8 quite another. The latter is what
Canada never would agree o, and not very
many years will have passed ere Australia
will be as much protectionist as Canada is
now, In connection| with this fed-
eration movement there have been strong
and explicit denials of any intention
of interfering with colonial tariffs. And
yet—and yet—we cannot wholly quit our-
selves of the suspicion that some design or
other against colonial protection is at the
botfom of the movement, at all eventg
in England. For this very reason it will
bear a good deal of watching, Meantime
we take the position—that while alliance
for mutual defence is necessary, the colo-
nies had better keep a sharp look-out that
the alliance does not develop into free
trade and the ruin of colonial manufac-
turea,

The Montreal Herald condemns the
movement straight out, and says there is
really. no neceesity for it at all.

The Canadian 01l Market.
Pereouia, May 12,—The Advertiser
reporta last week’s trade as follows: *Oa
the 1st day of this month crude took a
little jump, and the exchange closed at
824, but Thursday it had again come down
to 77 cents, During the month of £pril
there were 31,373 barrels sold on the
exchange, and the average price was 817
cents. The shipments from Petrolia
during the  month of April were over 5000
less crude equivalent than for the same
month last year, while the importation of

American refined was nearly 700 barrels
more in April, 1885, than for the
carresponding month of 1884, This
oannot be callel & good com-
parison, and there is 1o reason
why it should be so. As regards price a
difference of 10 cents exists, and if our
refiners put a first-class article on the
market we cannot understand why, with
push and such a difference in price, they
cannot completely stop the importation of
the American article. There is no doubt
but that the chief cause of such a state of
affairs is attributable to the bad quality, of
ofl sent out from Petrolia during the early
part of the season, and to obviate a
repetition of such an occurrence.we are
told that the continuation of the syndicate
alone can warrant, when a thorough
inspection of all refined oil will be
made previous to shipment, thus making
it impossible for a bad article to be
put on the market. The only argu-
ment we have heard advanced against
such an arrangement is, that with an open
market and competition in pricesthere will
also follow like a competition in the manu-
facture, This would seem very plausible,
but it has been tried, and the resnlt has
been very unfortunate, as nearly every
man in the business can testify, We
can see no other salvation for the trade
than that advocated by us last week, viz.,
& proper system of «nspection as to im-
frovo the quality of our Canadian oil, and
f some organization could be formed
spmongst the refiners, syndicate or other-
wise, for the purpose of carrying out the
systém of inspecting and properly adver-
tising and bringingits qualities prominently
before the consumers of the cotintry,(who,
we believe, would be partial to the con-
sumption of Canadian oil if they could
secure a good article,) a good object would
have been attained.
