mouth, England, With the First Mili­
tary Transport Party Over the Cana­
dian Pacific—Should Have Arrived a* 
Her Destination Before Christmas.

Halifax, Jan. 4.—Considerable anxiety 
is felt here over the whereabouts and safety 
of H. M. troopship Tyne, which left here 
on the morning of Dec. 14 for Plymouth, 
England. The Tyne, it will be remem­
bered, brought out here about 300 officer» 
and men for service on warship* on 
the Pacific station, who went from Halifax 
over the C. P. R., and took on board 
here an equal number of officers ^ and men, 
whose time of service on the Pacific station 
had expired and whose placés the other* 
were going to take. The party which 
came here from Vancouver and left on the 
Tyne for Plymouth formed the first mili­
tary transport party over the C-P.R-, aQa 
t6e majority of the party were in hopes 
that they would spend Christmas in Eng­
land, but they were disappointed, and it is 
to be hoped tnat they have met with no 
worse mishap than that. To reach a port 
in the Old C-ountry by Christmas -.Day 
would allow the Tyne about 11 days, and 
if she has not yet arrived, counting 11 days 
as a fair passage for her, would leave now 
about 10 days overdue. It is possible that 
she roaÿ have arrived home and the military 
authorities here were not notified, but this 
is not at all probable, and in the absence of 
any news of her arrival It is generally 
feared that something has happened to her.

End of the Exciting Campaign 
for Civic Office.

An Influential Deputation Walts Upon 
the High Commissioner—Sir Charles 
Tapper on the McKinley Tariff—An 
Alternative Boute In the Event of the 
Blocking of the Sues Canal.

London, Jan. 4.—A deputation from 
Southampton Chamber of Coiùmerce to-day 
waited upon Sir Charles Tupper, the Cana­
dian Hign Commissioner to England, for 
the purpose of urging upon him tne claims 
of Southampton to be a port of departure in 
England for steamers of the proposed 
Anglo-Canadian mail service.

After listening to the views of the depu­
tation Sir Charles promised to consider their 
statements and arguments.

He said that the proposed service 
would form an alternative route to 
the far east in the event of any obstruction 
preventing tbe passage of steamers through 
the Suez Canal. He added that the pro­
posed service arose in consequence of the 
McKinley tariff in tMJnited States, which 
had struck a serious blow iat the trade of 
Capeda.’lt bore, he said, especially hard 
on Canadian farmers.

Sir Charles was happy to say that the 
intention of the McKimey Act to subordi­
nate Canada to the great republic had not 
proved successful It had tended to unite 
communications between the Dominion and 
Great Britain, which latter country offered 
equally as good a market for Canadian goods 
excluded from United States.

He added that he had found that 
Great Britain and the Dominion felt that 
time had arrived when ttyey should not 
depend on a foreign port for their mail. 
They could send passengers and mails for 
the far east by way of Canada in a much 
shorter period than now occupied in send­
ing them by way.of New York.
