There is, however, nothing
to prevent him beinz sworn in and tak-
ing his seat omn the bemch at' once.

MO FURTHRE ASSISTANCE,

Unless in Extreme Cases, Will Be Granted
By St. George's Soclety.

The rezular mouthly meeting of the
St. Georze's Society was held last night
at St. Georze's Hall, Elm-street, the
president, Mr. Symons, in the chair.
Messrs, O. A. Howland, M.L.A,, F. Gar-
gide and H. 8. Gooderham were admit-
ted to life membership, the latter zentle-
man being the youngest member of
the society, as he is only two” weeks old.
Messrs. George Oakley, William Kitch-
ener and Frank Hunniset were admitted
as ordinary memvers.

The followinz motion, made by Vice-
President Stanway and seconded by Mr.
H. 8. Pell, was carried unanimously:

Whereas, owing to prevalent financial
depression and stagnation of trade and
the comsequent. throwing out of employ-
ment of many deservinz Englishmen,
numerous applications have of late heen
made for assisted passages to England.

And whereas the St. Georze's Society
aims at giving temporary relief to de-
servinz English people so that they may
remain desirable citisens; rather than to
assist them back to the Old Country.

And whereas the funds of the society
will not permit of further grants in the
direction mentioned. ° - A

Resolved that mo grants be in future
made by the society towards assisting
Engzlish people to England or elsewhere,
except under the most extreme and try-
inZ circumstances, and even then only
upon an unanimous vote of the com-
mittee. i

From March 30 to Sept. 28 this year
the society zranted relief to 622 people
and also furniehed 785 meals and 269
nizhts’ lodgings. The applicants in many
cases were sinzle men and were mostly
cases of a character which come rather
within the province of the work of' thye
House of Industry than the St. Georze'’s
Society, but owinz to the two night rule
recently adopted by the former institu-
tion the society felt itself forced to
render assistance.

Mr. Symons remarked to The World
that during the many years he has ' be-
lonzed to the society, they have had very
few cases to relieve during the summer
months and the increase this year is most
deplorable.

The annual church service of the society
will be held on Sunday evening, l4th
inst., at DBond-street Congzregational
Church.

THEY ADVOCATE MUTILATION

4 YORK GRAND JURY’S BIRONG
PRESENTMENT,

The Charge of Arson Against R. W. Prittie
Dismissed—An Ex-County Constable
Sentenced to Ten Years’ Imprisonment
—@rocer Hamilton Goes to the Cemiral
on a Charge of False Pretences.

When the Sessions opened yesterday,
with the Prittie arson ¢
finished, Judge McDougal
address to the jury. First commenting
on the serious nature of the crime with
which the prisoner was_charged, he re-
viewed the evidence submitted in the
case, and instructed the jury that unless
they were satisfied that Prittie’s finan-
cial condition at that time furnished a
motiye for the offence, and that no
doubt whatever existed in their minds
as to his guilt, they must return/ a ver-
dict favorable to the prisonmer. After an
absence of 20 minutes the jury brought
in a verdict of not guilty. {

Mr. Prittie was immediately discharg-
ed, and received the congratulations of
many of his friends, who had been pre-
sent throughout the trial. 57

Many Prisoners Sentenced.

A number of prisoners previously con-
victed then appeared for sentence. H. W.
Barlow, convicted of an indecent assault
upon a little girl, wag the first upon
whom the Crown asked the sentence of
the court. He pleaded for a light sen-
tence for the sake of his wife and young
child, who had no means of support,iand
who had been obliged to sell their house-
hold to obtain means of maintenance
during the three months he has been
incarcerated since his arrest. His Honor
gave him a sharp lecture on thd heinous
nature of the offence of which he had
been convicted, He was then sentenced
to serve six months in ‘the Central
Prison, and one month before his term
ggiredt he was to receive 12 lasheg with

ecat.

Ten Years for Thompson.

John Waters, alias Thompson, convict-
ed of stealing two sets of harness, a
buggy and two cows, received two terms
of 10 years each in Kingston Peniten-
tiary, the sententes to run concurrently.
He made a cowardly plea for the mercy
of the court, saying he had been de-
ceived by those whom he had trusted.

J. O'Reilly, for receiving stolen pro-
{mr:y, was given six months in the Cen-
ral. i

For Buying Stolen Property.

The jury’s recommendation to mercy
saved Israel and Norman Helpert, York-
street junk dealers, from a heavier sent-
ence. As it was Israel was given one
year in the Central and Normam six
months.

David Moore and Frank Williams, pick"
pockets, were each given four months in
the Central.

Robert Hamilton, the Queen-street
grocer convicted of fraud, felt his posi-
tion very keenly when he was asked to
rise and receive sentence, He refused to
say anything in his own behalf. His
L Honor in passing a sentence of three
months upon the prisoner remarked that
had it not been for the many extenuat-
ing circumstanees and his previous good
character he would certainly have sent
him to Kingston.

Platt Escapes Custody.

For stabbing David Rogers with a chis-
el-John T. Platt was sent to the Central
for two years less one day. George El-
liot will also go to the Central for 18
months for slashing John Gorman with
a razor.

The case of James O’Rourke, charged
with carnally knowing a girl under four-
teen years of age, was traversed to the
December Sessions.

David Daniels, charged with aggra-
vated assault on Mary Enright, was
acquitted by the jury.

The &rand Jury’s Presentment

The grand jury completed their work
and handed in their presentment at 8.30
p. m. They commended the work of the
Crpwn-Attoruey in his efforts to trace
crime to its perpetrators, and suggested
that greater care be exercised in the se-
lpction and appointment of county con-
stables, as the position required men of
intelligence and physical ability. The
presentment then continues:

It is very painful to us to notice the
frequency of the crime of rape and at-
tempts on the persons of young children,
and we would present this as a matter
for serious consideration. We suggest
that the punishment for these offences
be made much more severe, and that for
the more hejnous offence of carnally
knowing a child the punishment be cas-
tration, as this would effectually deter
the criminal from a second attempt.
Otherwise, as has been shown in many
cases, on being released, the offender is
ouly the more brutal and more anxious
to assault the first female he finds alone,
and that the lash be used in every case
of rape or attempted rape or criminal
assault.

As to the Crime of Arson.

We consider that the great carelessness
of Fire Insurance Companies in grarnting
or taking risks far above the value of
property insured leads to the crime of
arson, and would suggest that all poli-
cies that have been in force for two
years be made indisputable.

They also reported visiting' the Central
Prison, Mercer Reformatory, the jail, the
General Hospital, the Toronto and Mi-
mico Asylums and the Victoria Indus-
trial School.” Thouzh they found all these
institutions in exeellent condition
and 2ood order, the latter was by far
the most interestinz place to visit. The
Central Prison they found overcrowded,
there beinz at present 882 prisoners con-
fined there, necessitatinz the placing of
two prisouers in one cell. They suzgested
that additional cells be built. In the
Mercer there are 82 women and 47
children,

In the Hospital they found 128 male
and 98 female patients, and Zave a few
words of praise to each place visited.

His Honor's Reply.

In his reply to the presentment of the
zrand jury. His Honor accounted for the
unusuaily lenzthy docket by the fact that
no summer assizes had been held. He
concurred in the rezrets of the jury be-
cause of the marked increase in the num-
ber of cases of rape and indecent assaults.
He also azreed with them in the neces-
sity for physical punishment by means of
the cat on all criminals of this class.
The cat was the only means of; punish-
ment which has ever had a deterrent
eifect. i

ConcerninZz your question regarding the
mutilation of offenders on children, said
the judze, thie is entirely a matten for
legislation. It is a very serious thing
to mutilate the man. In ancient times,
amonZ barbarous nations, mutilation was
thouzht a proper punishment for viola-
tion of the laws, but the world since then
has improved in many respects. Frequent
doses of the cat would have the same
deterrent effect, if the punishment waa
spread over the whole time of a man's
incarceration, thus keepinz a man’s back
in a very sore state constantly. i

HOT BATTLE WITH TRAMES

P

AN OLD HUNTER OPENS FIRB ON
THE GANG.

A Band of Tramps Loot the Cabin of a
Burk’s Falls’ Hunter and Are Discov-
ered in the Act—A Trail eof Blood
Leading to Where the Stolen Property
Was Hidden.

Burk’s Falls, Oct. 5.—~James Nolan, &
hunter, who has his cabin near Katrine,
had & lively encounter with a gang' of
tramps on Sunday last. Two at least
were wounded and one had to be carried
away by his comrates.

Nolan had zone out on a still hunt for
zame. As he reached his home he saw a
line of razged-looking men walking out
of his cabin, laden with his household
2 . Nolan immediately, opened fire
and the burzlars hastily scrambled into
the thickness of the bush.

A Wholesale Raid.

To effect an entrance they cut the
heavy chain which fastened the door,
using an ax and an adze for this pur-
pose, By breaking a window with a
scantling put through the aperture they
managed to push away ‘the piece of
wood which was braced against the door
from the inside, and then entered by
the door. Loading themselves with vari-
ous articles, a bag of flour, overcoat,
shirts, watch, several pairs of pants,
they made off into the bush near by,
and, hiding them, came for & second
haul,

After ascertaining the extent of their
robbery, Nolan walked up the track some
distance towards Katrine, and, cateh-
ing sight of one of the party in the bush,
shot at him, but does not know whether
his aim was true or not. Fearing they
might attempt to burn him out under
cover of darkness, Nolan got his son Jim,
who lives about a mile away, to stay
with him for the night and ‘watch, About
midnight they heard ‘the footsteps of
two men around ‘the shanty, and from
their movements judged - that mischief
was meant,

A Trail of Blood.

Watching his opportunity, Nolan fired
on them through the door, which scared
them away. It was reported some of
them were seen on the track near Kat-
rine early the next morning, one with
hig head and another with his leg ban-
daged up. The blood trail leading from
near the cabin was traced some distance
into the bush. The flour, overcoat and
shirts were found near the foot of a
tree. Two of th eshirts had been torn up
for bandages, and some of the strips
were lying on the ground saturated with
blopd, while several pools of the same
liguid marked the spot where the wound-
ed had rested. Appaarances indicated
that one of the injured men had been
carried by his comrades from this rest-
ing place in a northerly direction through
the bush, but the trail was not distinct
enough to follow. A memorandum book
dropped by one of them contains data
by which they may yet be traced.

Nolan is not much disturbed over the
affair, but keeps his trusty rifle ready
for any emergency and sleeps with one
eye open. There is talk of searching
the woods in the vicinity, as some
think that omne of the tramps may have
succumbed to his wounds and been left
there by his companions.

AN TMPROVEMENT IN TRADE!

NEAR FUTURE.

The Large Amounts of Kdle Capital at
Leading Financial Centres—Advances
in Canadian Debentures Held Abroad
—Satisfactory Bank Clearings—The Low
Prices of Wheat Everywher'.

Tradespeople generally . feport some
improvement in business at 'Toronto.
The volume of trade during’ September
was in many lines greater than had been
anticipated. This of itself is a very en-
couraging feature, and merchants have
begun to feel more hopeful.

The improvement is attributed to a
number of causes. Among them may be
mentioned the cheapmness of money, the
good grain harvests -and the beneficial
effects resulting from the settlement of
both the Canadian and United States
tariffs.

It is’ not unlikely' that the return of
better times will be gradual, with many
reactions. The currency movement shows
more activity owing to the marketing
of country produce. Already, the abund-
ance of money is stimulating speculation
in securities, and choice investments are
all higher. '
Great Activity Promised.

Canadian banks have something like
$50,000,000 w©f available cash, h'llly
$10,000,000 more than a year ago. The
one thing necessary is a return of con-
fidence, and when this is restored the
abundance of money will lead to greater
activity in commerce. A
‘At no time as at present was there &
greater amount of idle capital at the lead-
ing financial centres. There is sometl‘nng
like $200,000,000 in the Bank of Eng-
land, or nearly $65,000,000 more thana
year ago. The English joint stock and
private banks have over $100,000,000 on
deposit in the Bank of England, an un-
usual occurrence. The reserves of the
Bank of France are $40,000,000 larger
than they were last year, a.qd the Bank
of Germany has increased a like amount.
The cash reserves of the New York asso-
ciated banks have increased about $100,-
000,000, and their idle surplus is over
$60,000,000.

Why British Consols Sell High.
It js bnly & question of time when
these large reserves fwill seek employ-
ment at satisfactory rates. To the ple-
thora of money is due the gh prices
at which British Consols & selling
These securities bear only 2 8-4 per cent.
{nterest, and of late have sold at 101
1-2 to 102 1-4.
Canadian debentures are also com-
paratively high. Qur 3 1-2 per cents
sell in London at 107 1-2 and Toronto
3 1-2 per cents at 93 1-2. If it had
not been for the late depression on this
side of the water the prices of our se-
curities would be even higher. With
the restoration of confidence they will
sell higher, and whoever buys the latest
ijssue, around which there is 80 much
secrecy, they will prove a good invest-
ment.
Increase in Bank Clearances,

A gratifying feature this week is the
large increase in bank clearances.
Montreal the total is $18,821,008, an
increase of nearly $2,000,000 as compar-
ed with the same week last year. At
Toronto the toted is $5,863,376, an in-
crease of nearly a million on last week,
but a hundred thousand less than for the
same < week of last year. Winnipeg
clearings are the heaviest on record, and
Halifax more than last week. z
The low prices of wheat continue.
Red wheat! is selling along the railway
lines west at 48 cents, the
lowest omn record. Comparatively
low prices exist everywhere, an
the outlook is anything but cheer-
ing. 'Naturally, the greatest sufferer is
the grower, and the Manitoba farmer
feels it more keenly than his brother in
Ontario, who of late years hgts resort-
ed to mixed farming. The yield, how-

Montreal jobbers
report an improved demand from the
interior in some lines. Nova Scotia’s
apple crop js reported exceptionally
large, and exports from alifax are
heavy. Advices from New Brunswick are
that the general business situation on
the north shore is improving, with pros-
pects good for lumber operations this
season. Bank clearings at Hamilton, To-
ronto, Montreal-and Halilax aggregate
$21.248,000, an increase of ﬁs per
cent. compared with 1 ast week, but
nearly nine per cent. as compared with
.ne corresponding week one year ago;
There are 40 failures reported from the
Dominion of Canada this week, compar-
ed, with 381 last week, 80 a year ago an
86 two years ago. .

L!'(’S ENCYCLICAL LETTER.
An English Translation to Be Read in
Catholic Churches To-~Morrow.

An_ authorized English translation of
the Encyclical Letter of Pope Leo XIIL
will be read in all the Catholic Churches
of the city to-morrow, the Feast of the
Holy Rosary. In an official letter to
tlge clergzy of the diocese, Archbishop,
Walsh points out that the following in-
dulzences may be gained during Oectober
on the conditsons prescribed:

1. An indulgence of seven years is
Zranted the faithful every time they as-
sist at the public recitation of the Rosary
and pray for the intention of His Holi-
ness; the same is elso granted to, those
who, havinz beem prevented by legiti-
mate reasons from assistinz at the pub-
lic recitation of the Rosary, will recite
it privately according to the intention of
the Holy Fatber. 2. A plenary indul-
zence is granted all who will have as-
sisted at least ten times at the public
recitation of the Rosary in church, or who
being legitimately prevented will have
done the same privately and who will
have received worthily the Sacraments of
Penance and of the Eucharist. 8. A plen-
ary indulZence is also granted to the
faithful who, either on the feast of the
Holy Rosary itseli, or on any day during
its Octave, will receive the Sacraments
of Penance and of the Eucharist and will
pray in some church to God and invoke
the Blessed. Virgin for the intention of
His Holiness.
