STEPS THAT SHOULD BE TAKEN TO STAMP 
OUT THE DISEASE. '

Is it possible to stamp out tuberculosis 
among cattle? The Department of Agricul­
ture is about to issue a bulletin giving some 
advice on the subject. Small hope is held 
out of eradicating the disease entirely, be­
cause of its wide prevalence among other 
domesticated animals, such as dogs, cats, 
horses, goats and above all, its prevalence 
among human beings.

There is no doubt that consumption—Le., 
tuberculosis of the lungs—is communicated 
to human beings largely from infected cat­
tle. The same complaint attacks various 
other parts of the human body, too often 
derived from the milk of sick cows. Milk, 
indeed, is a most frequent source of mischief 
of this nature. It has been calculated that 
100,000 people in the United States die of 
consumption every year, and that 1,000,000 
human beings in Europe are killed by it 
annually.

If any other kind of epidemic destroyed 
one-tenth as many individuals for a single 
season, nations would be terror stricken; 
but tuberculosis has come to be regarded as 
one of the ills to which flesh is necessarily 
heir, and, therefore, not to be seriously con­
sidered. It is so widespread among cattle 
in every part of the world that it is not 
practicable to kill all the animals affected, 
though this is being attempted gradually in 
Denmark. It is not as if the complaint ex­
isted among cattle only. If they were free 
from it they would be exposed constantly to 
infection from other domesticated animals 
and from man.

Cows in an advanced stage of tuberculosis 
are actively engaged in propagating tubercle 
bacilli and in shedding them. It is recom­
mended that owners of cattle should pay 
special attention to the condition of udders. 
Any cow whose udders are found to swell 
gradually without any indication of inflam­
mation, becoming very firm without showing 
at first any alteration in the appearance of 
the milk should be put aside and the milk 
rejected until a medical diagnosis has been

The diagnosis is made very easily by an 
injection of Koch’s lymph,Which is now on 
the market. Though it has not proved itself 
a cure for tuberculosis, except in early stages 
of the diseased, it is most valuable for a test. 
That is to say, a single injection of it will 
demonstrate the presence of tuberculosis in 
a human being or any animal affected. If a 
rise in temperature follows the injection in 
the case of a cow, the beast should be prompt­
ly killed. Supposing that the temperature 
does not rise, it is satisfactory proof that 
the animal is all right. It must be admitted, 
nevertheless, that the test is not absolutely 
infallible.

The eminent bacteriologist, Nocard, re­
commends that all cattle which show a rise of 
temperature after the injection shall be 
quarantined from the rest of the herd. The 
healthy animals should be placed in disin­
fected stables, new ones being admitted only 
after they have successfully passed the 
lymph test. All the infected animals which 
are in good condition should be promptly 
fattened for slaughter. Nocard, in common 
with other European authorities on this sub­
ject, believes that a taint of the disease will 
not render the meat dangerous to the con­
sumer.

The Bureau of Animal Industry during 
the last six months has distributed as 
much of the lymph as would cost $3,500 at 
the rate charged for the Koch product. It 
is exactly the same thing, Koch having pub 
lished his formula for making it. If unable 
to avail himself of the lymph test, the stock 
owner should promptly remove from his 
herd and destroy all animals which show 
emaciation with coughing and suspicious 
discharges from the nose. He should treat 
in the same way animals with enlarged glands 
about the head—in front of the ears, under 
and behind the lower jaw—or enlarged 
glands in front of the shoulder, in the flank 
and behind the udder should be promptly 
slaughtered. ^

It should be remembered that diseased 
animals are the only breeding places of the 
germs. After they have been removed at­
tention should be paid first of all to the 
stables.* Here during the long confinement 
in the winter one may look for the condition 
requisite for rapid infection. The stables 
should be carefully cleaned and washed with 
disinfectants. A good recipe is one ounce 
of corrosive sublimate in 8 gallons of water. 
The water should be kept in wooden tubs 
or barrels and the sublimate added to it. 
The whole must be allowed to stand for 
twenty-four hours. It may be applied with 
a broom or mop freely in all parts of the 
stable.

Whitewash is not in itself of sufficient 
strength to destroy tubercle bacilli, but by 
imprisoning and incrusting them on the walls 
of the stable they are made harmless until 
destroyed by prolonged drying. Thorough 
cleaning should precede whitewashing. All 
dust and cobwebs should be periodically 
washed down. Manure ought to be promptly 
removed, and ventilation should be perfect. 
Good air has the effect of diluting infected 
air, thereby reducing the chance of inhaling 
dried, floating tubercle bacilli.

Cattle should not be placed so that their 
heads are close together. Each animal should 
have at least 600 cubic feet of air space, and 
should occupy the same place in the stable 
at all times. These precautions will prevent 
the discharges of one animal from coming 
into contact with another, or with the feed 
of the latter. Cattle should have as little 
house and as much pasture as possible. 
Stables, furthermore, should be carefully 
protected from the expectorations of human 
beings troubled with consumption of the

TRIMMINGS l have the
How to Care for Mattresses.

THEY SHOULD BE COVERED AND FREQUENTLY 
TURNED.

Cover the springs always with stout un­
bleached muslin. Some claim that it is al­
most impossible to keep the springs well 
dusted when covered, and the only answer 
to this is to cover the mattresses. Then, 
when it is removed, the springs may be 
dusted as usual. Make the cover so that it 
can be removed easily and washed when de­
sired. In making a cover of this kind leave 
one side open to admit the mattress; then 
fasten it together with buttons and button­
holes. If the cover of unbleached muslin 
seems too light for this purpose, use instead 
a thin grade of ticking.

Mattresses will sometimes become spotted 
in places from dust or a stain from moving. 
Take some clear warm water and add to it a 
few drops of ammonia, just enough to make 
the water feel smooth; then with a clean 
cloth wash the spot, using some good soap, 
rinse in clean water and rub well with a dry 
cloth. Do not use much water, but just 
enough to dampen the spot. If the stain is 
obstinate, take a clean cloth dipped in pure 
ammonia; rub hard; then rinse in clean 
water and dry.

Turn the mattress frequently from side to 
side and from head to foot to insure its 
wearing evenly. Mattresses sagged at one 
end is due to neglect in turning. They 
should be well aired each day and the dust 
removed from the top by brushing well with 
a small whisk broom.

.Steam as a Means of Defence Against 
Robbers.

A simple and effective method of repelling 
train robbers by discharging jets of steam 
upon the attacking party has recently be<n 
patented by William H. Reeve, an old tug- 
boatman of New York. The inventor has 
enlarged upon the plan long followed by 
railroad companies of attaching a steam jet 
to locomotives to çflfrgÉTStws and othei ani- 

-—finals from the track. The patent provides 
for running steam pipes along the boiler, 
one on either side from the cab forward. 
The ends of the pipes are supplied with 
email nozzles so formed that jets of steam 
may be projected through them a distance 
of 50 or 60 feet. It is claimed that these 
would prevent any person from approaching 
nearer than this distance. Similar pipes 
could be run to the rear of the train and be 
supplied with nozzles, rendering it impossi­
ble for any one to reach the rear platform. 
Other pipes could be arranged at the car 
doors, while by the use of flexible pipes or 
hose the steam could be carried and dis­
charged from the windows at will. These 
pipes need not be so large as to be unsight­
ly or inconvenient in any way.

A farther ose of steam as a means of de­
fence, the inventor claims, would be in pro­
tecting banks against thieves. Since banks 
are usually heated with steam, the attach­
ment could readily be made. Small jets of 
steam might be so arranged at the windows 
of the tellers that they could be projected 
into the faces of the robbers. These jets 
might be operated by hidden levers or by 
electrical attachments.

A more ambitious plan, however, is to uti­
lize steam in the defence of forts, armories 
or arsenals. Powerful jets of steam could 
be discharged at doors and windows of ar­
senals. Forts could be protected in a simi­
lar manner, and as long as the supply of 
steam held out, the inventor claims, they 
could not possibly be carried by assault.

It 
is advisable to prick them all over with a pin 
when finished for ventilation. It adds much 
to the appearance of the blanket if covered 
with bright red flanelette or a thin flannel, 
but anything else that is warm and smooth 
answers equally as well.
